MUNICIPAL MATTERL .

Twenty-Elgkht Thousand BDears of the
Polleo Pay for Mllitia Purposes.

It orope out on an investigation of the polioe
records of the late Metropolitan Police that
Kellogg ordered all supernumeraries to be puat
on duay during the months of October and Nov.
ember, 1874, promieaing that they hould be paid
out of the militia appropriation. When Bray,
then treasurer of the Board of Police, called upon
Kellogg for the necessary money he was given
$28,900 in State warrants, and told to present
them to Gen. Lengstreet, who had the funds to
cash them. When they were presented, however,
Gen. Longstreet replied that he had no funds,
and Bray returned the warrants to Kellogg, who
then ordered that the supernumeraries should
be paid by the Police Board out of the police
fund; which wee done.

This, it would seem, is not only a clearly ille-
gal diversion of funds, but the question also
arises as to what became of the $28,200 of war-
rants returned to Kellogg, and it as suggested
that the legislative committee inquire into the
matter as one of no little importance.

Since writing the above, we have learned that
the warrants are now looked up in the vaults of the
State Treasurer,and that Kellogg has made several
ineffeootual efforts to obtain them--probably be-
cause they will prove to be Irrefutable evidence of
the transaction.

THE RAILBOAD
Mr. Schreiber, one of the applicants for the

privilege of establishing the grain trade rallroad,
in an interview told our reporter yesterday that
he had no objection to the proposed amendment
to the ordinanoe avoiding exclusive privileges to
any elevator in the use of the road. On the con-
trary, says Mr. Fohreiber, the more elevators
there will be the better it will be for the interests
of the company, and he only hopes that many ot
them will be ereoted along the levee front.

ok eardages, and after leving the

Algierat de, ho a few minutes they rrived at th•
large press lately built by Mr. Charles Morgan,
near the depot of his railroad. Entering, an
Inspection of Mr. Logue's invention wa first
made before it was put Into operation.

Since the Ingenuity of our mechanics has ao
greatly increased the power of the present steam
press, it would mem that the maximum of pres.
mre had been resoahbed and that lurther advance
in that direction was not necessary; but there bh
been one obstacle towards resohing that perrfe
tion in compreussing that he not heretofore been
overcome; and that is, the devising of some
means by whloh all the slack or looseness of the
iron bands around a bale sight be entirely taken
up, so that the bale, when released from the
press, would not in some degree enlarge Itself.
In the ordinary way of adjuating ootton ties, it Is
impossible to draw them so tight that there will
not be some expanion, and to remedy thi de-
feet wee Mr. Logue's purpo~e.

Above and below the platen of the press in
front were two heavy slides as long as a bale
each of which were armed with peculiar shaped
angeqre for holding the Logue buckle. These

slides, one of which is intended to work with the
platen in its upward and downward motion, are
operated by an Independent cylinder attahobed be-
side the main cylinler of the prese. A bale of
cotton is placed in position in the press and the
steam let on. As soon as the greatest preseure
bee been exerted and the bale is compressedineto
te smallest dimenlsions, a gauge determines the
length of band reqnmred, and the hands im-
mediately pals the bands around the bale.

The upper Logue bookle is Inserted into a slot
In the upper finger of the slide, and the lower
Loaue buckle ei placed in a slot on the lower
slide. While the bale Is thes held at a compress,
a turn lets the steam into the independent cylin-
der and the two slides moving together on the
front side of bale, bring the two buklese together,
tightening the bands, and at the greatest tention
the tongue of the lower buckle is tnsersed me-
chanloally into the female buckle and the tying ti
completed. _

The power exerted by the independent cylinder
Is suolient to take up every inch of the slack in
the band, and the automatio work of tying is done
so simply a novice can understand it. The Logue
lie proper is composed of two buckles, each of

which has a tongue projecting at an angle of
about twenty degrees, and both are so beviled
that when the two are placed against one another
the tongues slip into the open out made to re-
ceive it ant the tie becomes at once looked.

The new puler and bockle invention was per-
footed to do this work without manual labor, and
yesterday's tvial, rotwithetanding many adverse
circumstances, fully demonstrated its ability to
aooomplish it. six or seven bends were drawn
tightly around a ecmpressed bale and at the
proper moment the bucklers were fastened per.
f"otly.
The trial yesterday, notwithstandinq many ob-
les, showed how thoroughly this invention

does Its work, and as Col. Boyd, a veteran in the
cotton press business, remarked, "it takes up
every inch of slack, and if it can turn out sixty
bales an hour it isa great snooess."
Mr. Logue ha a caveat for his invention, and

it will at an early date be put into practical opera-
tion.
During the trial yesterday the mechanical prin

cples of the invention only were demonstrated,
and its result was moseet asfctory.

THE CUSTOM-HOUSE INQUIRY.
l inMUgClLIWNI.

A Communleton on the Subjeet from
o Mr. Bonzano.

' A day or two ago we published an interview
with a gentleman apparently thoroughly con-

Syeresant with the duties of the Commieston in
session this city to inqu•re into the conduct of
I the New Orleans Custom-House, on the subject of
smuggling through the system of shipments
I in transUtu, to New Orleans, for Texas and other
SStates.

Mr. Hubert Bonzano, widely known and for
1 many years a Custom-House broker, In reference

to the subject, sends us the following oommuni.
cation:

Editor Democrat-I have read with attention
the article in your Issue of the 11th, referring to
the subject of lleged snmugallng under cover of
transportation entries to Texas.

If the modus operandi indicated were pursued
as your informant says, the transaction would
stand thus: "The cotton goods pay the duty
twice but the silks have escaped impost charges."
1. otton goods pay a duty of thirty-five to

forty per cent. Double duty would amount to
seventy or eighty per cent, while the duty on silk
goods is only sixty per cent. This would be
rather unprofitable smuggling.
t. But even If such smuggling could be done

st a profit, a tell-tale in the shape of a consular
invoice accompanlee the goods in bond, and if by
chance a fraudulent invoice should be sent, and
the Collector at the port of destination, or the
oustom-houseloffoer on route, should discover the
goods to be manufactured of silk, the property
weuld become forfeited to the United States.
8. "The law making it optional with a shipper

to have his goods appraised either at New Or.
leans, or at another point beyond the city," is not
defective unless the informant means that the
ports of Texas are entirely excluded from the
privilege of such entries (transportation in bond
without appraisement), as they really are. The
smuggler, therefore, cannot avail himself of this
method. [ASe Treasury Regulations of 1874,
articles 669, 670.]

We must acknowledge that Mr. Bonzsno makes
some seemingly strong points in answer to our
reference of the alleged style of smuggling. The
gentleman with whom our reporter had the Inter-
view with regard to the commission's duties is,
however, not our informant in the matter.

It was a suggestion made to him by our reporter
himself, and he seemed to appreciate the possi-
bility of smuggling under the law regulating
"transportation entries to Texas," and he being
a man well versed in such matters, a law-maker
in fact, our reporter felt himself strengthened in
his

OBIoIAL BELIEF,
created by conversation with merchants in Texas
-on the borders of the Rio Grandei-n 1876.

The obstruction referred to as "the oonsular
agent's invoice" is too flimsy an obstruction to
smuggling (as Mr. Bonzano knows well enough)
to be entertained.
Now let us take his first proposition and exam-

ine it carefully. Remember, Mr. Bonzano, that
whilst "the cotton goods pay the duty twice the
silks have escaped Impost charges." ay that the
shipper ships one bale of cotton goods containing
1000 yards. costing ten cents a yard, equal to
$100, the value of the bale. Eighty per cent
added for impost charges would make the cost of
the bale $180.
Now supposing, according to our ides, that a

bale of silk had, unknown to the customs offices,
been substituted (between New Orleans and
some point in Texas) for the bale of cotton goods
we would have a bale of one thousand yards
of silk arriviag at the "point or destination," and
being delivered, after having paid in New Orleas
only 80 impost duties, as cotton (remember the
bale for which it is substituted on the way was
appraised in the city).

Let us then see has much the
FZDEZAL GOVERNIENT LOSES

by the operation. The srme bale of silk, con.
taining 1000 yards, at $2 a yard, would be $2000.
You say silk pays a duty of sixty per cent, which
is, in plain figures, $1200 impost charges which
would have to be paid on that bale of at k, would
it not? Now subtract $81 pid on the bale of silk
as cotton goods from 11200, which should have
been paid on it as silk goods, does it not stike
you that the government has neatly been done
for to the tune of $1120 on a single bale of goods?
Miay 1000 bales are thus smuggled instead of one,
does not the government lose on the consignment
$112,000? And what is quite as bad, the New Or-
leans merchant, whose goods are all appraised
here, suffer to that extent in their trade.

For a shrewd bu'iness man lke Mr. Bonzano,
THE ERROR

which he makes in his statement is unacoounta-
ble, and we must lay the cause to some new
trouble in his big toe, for his head Is ordinarily
very clear. As to Mr. Bonzano's third proposi-
tion, we will not discuss it until we shall have
seen him, for we are not certain that we under-
stand it clearl) enough to do so now.

The Execution Which WillTake Place To.
Day.

The doomed men were visited last night by our
reporter in their cells. At that time their condi-
tion was very little changed.

The ropes were greased to-day so that they
would work easiedly, and everything is now ready
for the execution, which will take place between
11 and 2 o'cl ck.

THE BOARD OF HEALTH.

The Board of Health met last evening in their
new rooms, at the State-House. Present-Dra.
Ohoppin, Austin, Tanney, Jones, Loeber and
Major Hardie.

A telegram was read from Dr. Finney, Health
OffBoer at the Quarantine Station, as follows:
"Steamer Alabama arrived at Quarantine June 7,
10 p. m., being seventeen days out from New
York, having put into different ports on account
of heavy weather and being in an unclean condi-
tion. I thought it prudent to fumigate and dis-
infect."

The action of Dr. Finney was sustained, and in-
structions were ordered to be prepared for future
cases.

Dr. Jones reported on the condition of the At-
chafalaya station, recommending that a fumigat-
ing apparatus be placed there, which report was
received and adopted.

The salary of the physician stationed there
was fixed at $150 per month.

On motion of Mr. Hardie itwas resolved that the
president be authorized to purchase whatever
bedding may be necessary for the several quaras n-
tine stations.

Z he president reported that Dr. Adams and
two mep had already gone to the station at the
Rigolets bridge.

A petition from a number of property hild-
ere near the Washmgton street cemetery, against
the building of new vaults along the line of Pry-
tania street, was read.

A committee of two was appointed to investi-
gate the matter. Dr. Loeber and Major Hardie
were appointed to serve.

A demand was presented by the holders of
certain orders of the old Board of Health to J. Q.
A Follows for $250 for services rendered.

Dr. Ohoppin stated that this was one of the in-
heritanoes the new board received from their
predecessors, and he left the matter to the
board's consideration.

The president was requested to consult the at-
torneys of the board.

Bids f r Calvert's No. 5 carbolic acid for disin-
fection were opened and that tf I. K. Finlay, at
$1 S7% per gallon, was accepted for 2000 gallons,
to be delivered in thirty days.

On motion of Dr. Loeber, an ordinance was
passed requiring that patients sick with the
smsal-poz should be isolaed, and not visited dur-

ing sickness by persons other than nurses and
phrsicians, and that all bedding be burned.

On motion of Major Hardie, it was resolved
that a oenference with the city authorities be had
with reference to an increase of the force of sani-
tary police.

Soase of varioloid in oharge of a physician was
tmplned of, and the following resolution, by

Major Hardie, was adopted:
It having come to the knowledge of this board

that some practicing physicians have neglected
to report cases of small-pox, or varioloid, as pro-
vided by law; be it

Resolved, That hereafter the attorney of the
board be authorized and instructed to prosecute
to the fall extent of the law all such offenders.

Dr. Jones offered a resolution requiring the
sanitary inspectors to make a census of the city
of the number of persons vaoclnated, the num-
ber that may have had the small-pox and yellow
fever, natives:and foreigners in distinct classes.
Carried.

The hoard then adjourned.

STATE DEBTOR4.

The Penitentiary Lessees Owe $27,090,
Which the Attorney General Will En-
deaver to Collect.

From that which can be learned at the State
House it seems that the defaulting tax collectors
and parish school treasurers are not the only
ones who owe the State money.

Act 56 of 1870, passed by a Republican Legis-
lature, provided that the State Penitentiary
should be leased; and section 2 of that act pro.
vided that the lessees should pay to the State
various sums per year, the amount increasing
$1000 per year, and the lease was extended for
twenty-one years.

The Treasurer's books show that payments were
made up to and including the year 1873, but
nothing since. and accordingly the lessees owe
the 8tate $27,000 in hard cash, which the Attor-ney General will, no doubt, bring action to re-
cover as soon as he gets through with the accu-

mulation of business with which he is now bur-dened.

OF MOUND MIND.

Florenza Not Ineane as Reported.
A letter was sent yesterday by Rev. Father

Duffo, S. J., to Gov. Nicholls, representing that
the condemned Chinaman Florenzo was of un-
sound mind. The Governor thereupon request-
ed Dr. Choppin and two other physicians as he
might select, to visit the prison to inquire into
sanity of the man. Dr. Choppin selected Drs.
0. Beard and J. H. Castallanos to accompany
him.

This commission visited the prison during the
afternoon, and after a lengthy examination, pro-
nounced the man compos mentis and in his right
mind. Dr. Casteilanos conversed with him in
Spanish, and he answered readily any inquiry put
to him, except when it related to the crime he
had committed. About this he wars very reticent
and showed a marked disinclination to revert to
the subject.

The doctors reported the result of their ex-
amination to the Governor. I

FIRE.

Twelve Hundred Dollars Worth of Prep-
erty Destroyed.

At a quarter past 1 o'clock Thursday morning
a fire, supposed to be the work of an incendiary,
was discovered In the one-story frame house cor-
ner of Broadway and Magazine streets, Sixth Dis-
trict. This property, which was owned by J
Schneider, and occupied by Ben Henderson, was
totally destroyed. The property is valued at $800,
and is insured, but for what amount could not be
ascertained.

The flames then extended to the adjourning
one story frame house, owned and occupied by
Mrs. Warner, which was also totally destroyed.
Loss 8400.

Whether this property was insured or not,
could not be ascertain.

A KNOTTY QUESTION..

The fact that quite a number of the notaries
public appointed by Gov. Nicholls were confirmed
by the Senate has led to complications that must
ultimately result in a re-appointment'of all those
not confirmed.

Of course when reappointed all must be re-
commissioned, and then the question arises as to
the legality of the previous notarial acts of those
not confirmed. Some of the State officials in dis-
cussing the question seem to think that the only
means by which such acts can be legalized is by
a subsequent actof the Legislature, though Gov.

A LAND OF REVOLUTIONS.

Mexleo's Revolations and Changes or
Government.

[Galveston News.1
1821. The independence of Mexico de-

clared.
1825. First Congress assembled.
1829. Guerero being President, Bueta-

mento, commanding the army, induces
his soldiers to declare him President,
and compels Guerero to abdicate. Santa
Anna plays the same game on Busta-
mento, and is himself declared Prest-
dent by the army. Three Presidents
governed, with little fighting, until

1836. State governments were abol-
ished by revolution and Santa Anua
made President. Same year Busta-
mento was recalled. Santa Anna's de-
feat at San Jacinto having deprived him
of power.

1838. Mexia revolutionized; had an
unpleasantness with the French, who
blockaded Vera Cruz; Santa Anna
drives off the French.

1840. Federalists, led by Urrea, revo-
lutionize.

1841. Revolution bv Santa Anna, who
is made Dictator, and banishes Busta-
mento.

1842. Junta of Nobles revolution
against Santa Anna and form the Re-
public.

1843. New constitution adopted.
Catholic religion and apostolic creed to
exclusion of all other religion.

1844. Revolution by Peredes, Santa
Anna deposed and Herrera made Presi-
dent by Congress.

1845. Santa Anna banished and Her-
rera elected President. Same year Per-
edes revolts, and ordering an election,
is elected President.

1846. Santa Anna is recalled, Peredes
deposed and Salos elected President.
Salos sells out and Santa Anna is made
nrovisional President. War with United
States is in progress.

1847. Americans victorious; Santa An-
na files and Penas is made President
pro tem.

1848. Peace made with the United
States.

1851.' Arista elected President.
1851-52. General revolution.
1853. Arista resigns and Santa Anna

made Dictator.
1854. Revolution led by Alvarez; San-

ta Anna abdicates.
1855. Carrera made President; re-

signs and Alverez is made Dictator.
1856. Commonfort heads a movement

against the church, is elected President,
and sequesters property of the clergy.

1857. Commonfort is denosed.
1858. Zuloara is made President, but

is obliged to abdicate.
1859. Miramon makes himself Presi-

dent. but is speedily deposed.
1860. Zuloaga again made President.
1860. Revolution headed by Miramon.
1861. Juarez elected President and

declares himself Dictator. The French
invasion and Juarez, Lerdo and Diaz
have kept things lively since 1861.

ADYVENTUtRM.

The Leaders In the Russian and Turkish
Armies.

[N. Y. Times.)

Since the present war began, remarks
a writer in the New York Times, many
small pleasantries have been leveled at
the fact that both combatants are
waging it upon borrowed money; but
less notice has been taken of a yet more
significant fact-that most. of the best
officers on either side are borrowed like-
wise. It is singular enough to remark
how invariably every commander who
has distinguished himself in Turkey for
years past proves to be a foreigner.

Omar Pasha was a Hungarian; Beh-
ram Pasha a Scotchman ; Iskorder Bey,
one of the best Turkish cavalry officers
of the Crimean war, a Polish refugee,
his true name being Mikhall Tchalhov-
ski: Nasmyth and Butler, the defenders
of Silistria in 1853, were English offi-
cers; Ibrahim Aga was originally an
Edinburgh gunsmith, Thomas Keith by
name; Hobart Pasha, who has just sig-
nalized himself by running the gantlet
of the Russian batteries on the Danube,
is an Englishman, and it is well known
that many high commands, both in
Turkey and in Egypt are held at this
moment by officers from the United
States.

Nor is Russia a whit behind her rival
in this curious importation. From the
very opening of the century till now the
victories of Russia have been the tri-
umphs of foreigners. Benningsen, who
fought the battles of Eylau and Fried-
land in 1807, and defeated Napoleon
himself at Hellsberg on the Aller, was a
German. His colleague, Osterman
Tolstoi, was from the Baltic provinces.
Barclay de Tolly, commander-in-chief
in 1812 till superseded by the Russian
Kutuzoff, was a Hanoverian. Lageron
and Wittgenstein, the heroes of
1813-14, were of foreign blood, as was
also Count Diebitsen, the victor of
Adrianople in 1829. Prince Paskievitch,
the conquerer of Erivan, sprang from a
Hungarian family. Gens. Aurer, Schil-
ders and Luders, who figured in the
Danubian campaign of 1853, were all
foreigners. Gen. Todleben (by far the
best engineer whom Russia possesses),
is a Courlander; Gen. Nepokoytsohit-
ski, a Pole. In fact, it is difficult to run
over the prominent names on either
side without recalling the old mess-
room story of the English interpreter,
who, while watching with delight the
meeting of a fierce looking Russian
General with a shawled and bearded
Pasha, was suddenly petrified by hear-
ing Turk and Russian break forth sim-
ultaneously, "Eh, Donald Campbell!
are ye here ?" Lord keep us, Sandy
Robertson, can this be you ?"
