ROUMANIAN JEWS.

Why the Poorer Classes of Roumanla
Dislike Them.

[N. Y. Times.]
The Israelites of Spanish descent who in-

habit the great towns are not in bad odor
with the population in general; but the same
cannot be said of those who, comning from
Poland, Galicia and Hungary, are in constant
intercourse with the poorer classes as inn-
keepers or petty brokers. These are uni-
versally detested; but, as has beten ineIrrect-
ly stated, on account of their religion, for the
Roumain, although an "orthodox,' is not
a fanatic, but, on the contrary, the most tol-
erant of men. but because of their wonderful
skill in swindling everybody with whom they
have any business relations. All s arts of in-
aginary crimes are imputed to them, and fro-
quontly the world is shocked by the recital of
some massacre of the Jews, perpetrated to
avenge the pretended murder of little chil-
dren, sacrificed in the place of laInbs at the
Feast of the Passover.

Still the Roumains can not do without
the Jews, and hate them as they will they
strengthen each day their commercial mo-
nopoly, at the same time that the Roumanian
nue Interdicts their acquisition of real estate.
In this condition of affairs exist grave ele-
ments of futurediscord, all the more redoubt-
able that they may afford a pretext to foreign
Intervention. Already, if their valuation has
not been exagtgrated-and the ubiquity of
the Jews makes them out to be more numor-
otis than they really are-the israelites con-
stitute a fifth part of the entire population in
Moldavia. Their dialect is a German jargon
mixed up with a multitude of words borrowed
from every language in the East, and this
very fact contributes not a little to the detes-
tation in which they are held, as they are
looked upon as a sprcies of forerunners of an-
other invasion, in which the polit.ical indc-
pendence of thle country would IN, destroyved.

Joseph Fortner, alias Dock Fortner, ac-
cused of the murder of Baker and his
cousin at Henderson's Landing, on
board of a fishing boat, on the night of
the 3d of June. Mr. Dowdy made this
arrest from a description of Fortner in
an advertisement published shortly
after the murder had been committed.
Fortner is now in the Madison parish
jail.

Four thousand pounds of Mississippi
grown hides are tanned in Aberdeen
and shipped to Baltimore weekly by
one tannery.

A negro boy named Packwood, who
carried the mail from Magnolia to Lib-
erty, has been sentenced to two years in
the Albany penitentiary.

On the 4th inst. a Mr. Ross was shot
and killed while working in his field, in
Lafayette county. A man named To-
nage is charged with the crime.

It is said that Dr. Compton, whom
the last Democratic Legislature elected
Superintendent of the Lunatic Asylum,
is spending a part of his time in reor-
ganizing the Radical party.

Starkville Times: We learn from the
corn buyers that corn is depreciating in
price rapidly, in consequence of the
near approach of the wheat and oat
harvest. Corn can be bought now, we
are told, at 80 cents per bushel.

A meeting of the Democratic party of
Jasper county is called to meet at the
court-house in Paulding, on Saturday,
the 30th day of June, to adopt a plan
and appoint a time for selecting candi-
dates; also to select delegates to the
State and district conventions, and any
other appropriate business.

A negro man named Randall Johnson
was hanged by a large concourse of
citizens in Simpson county on the 5th
inst., for perpetrating a nameless out-
rage on his little niece eleven or twelve
years of age. He was arrested by a
large crowd of his own color and brought
up for trial, and the execution of his
sentence was participated in equally by
both races.

The hands have been secured by a
contract with the lessees of the Peni-
tentiary to construct the Vicksburg and
Natches Railroad. The lessees require
that the hands shall be fed, clothedand
guarded while the work is in progress.
The friends of the road have every rea-
son to believe that no difficulty will be
experienced in raising the money for
this purpose.

As the south bound passenger train
on the Mobile ahd Ohio Railroad was
leaving Corinth last Friday week, some
gattle were discovered on the track,
which caused the engineer to check up
quickly. Alec Gilchrease, the npwsbov,
who was on the platform of one of the
coaches, was thrown between the cars
by the sudden stoppage, and before he
could get off the track the train started
again, two coaches passing over his
legs.

I asked this
physician why it was that in the Eastern
States where hot bread as a steady diet is
almost unkown, dyspepsia was even more
prevalent than in the Southern States. He
said that it was pie and cake which played the
mischief in that quarter. Pie and cake worked
the same injury to the stomachs of the East-
ern people that hot bretad and the frying-pan
did for the Southerners. If anything, it was
worse. He thought he would rather risk his
digestion upon Southern biscuit than New
England pie. The pie was the greater curse,
and annually killed more people by slowly
breaking down their digestive powers."
