Peace In LouIsIana-VIgor of the Nicholls
Aeovernment.

The New Orleans correspondent of the New
York World writes as follows:

I have just returned from a trip through
the interior of the State. On my way hoone I
passed through the parish of West I•liciana,
onre the home of the bulldozer. It was the
picture of peace. The fields promise a heavy
yirld of cotton, as the negroes are working

?better than they have done since mancipa-
tlon. In fact, a wonderful change has come
over these people In the last six months. They
were told that if the Democrats attained power
their fthirst act would be to re-enslave the negro.
But Nicholls has boon in power for six montis,
and no enslavement has taken place. On the
contrary, the law is being most rigidly en-
forced, and their rights, lives and property
better protected than they ever were under
RsIublican rule. * * * * * *
"How's this?" they say; "the Democrats,
who we were told were going to sell us Into
slavery, are hanging white men for killing
negroes. Those Radicals have been telling us
lies."

I was told by several planters In one of the
river parishu that their negro•s were build-
ing chicknn-coops and dog-kennels belsides
itting up their enbins-something they have
not done since the war.

The informations fBled against Wells, Anderson
& Co., have not only created an unusual com.
m- otion here, but the Northern, Westeen and
Esatern Itepublican newspapers have magnified

From some of the dispatches received it seems
that telegrams have been sent from the city to
Northern UBpublloan papers, asserting that John

I Sherman and Stanley Matthews have been in-
dinted by the Grand Jury, which statement has
not the slightest foundation In truth, nor is it
known even that their names have ever been
mentioned to or before the Grand Jury.

Desiring to obtain what linormatlon J. Madison
Wells had upon thes subject a DtaXoonAT reporter

tisited him yesterday at his office, and in response
to the inquiry the Surveyor stated that he knew
nothing about it, nor had he heard that such was
the case except an intimation to that effect in one
of the city papers.

The converration then turned upon the pro.
posed programme of

'l16 RtTUltNtlIN HBOARD MEMEIIE9s,
Swhich J. Madison did not propnse to ventilate.
He said, however, that when Anderson arrived
and had given b ,nd, he, most likely, would go to
Washington, and it might be tha he (Wells)
would go with him, though that was not decided
yet, from which the reporter inferred that he
had not yet obtained a leave of absence from the
8tecretary of the Treasury.

He stated that he did not think that President
Hayes would xpress himself as he was quoted
in the Washington telegrams, wherein it is
alleged that he "does not see that it will become
him to interfere between the laws of Louisiana
and the criminals whom the laws pursue."

While he would not express himself definitely
as to what would be done in case the President
refused to use his influence with Gov. ilcholls to

he intimated plainly encugh that he might open
a few onvelopes and bring to light facts con-
nected with the late election that would be any-
thing but pleasant to Haves and a number of
leading Northern Rtepubliocans, but he said that
he should take no action until Anderson had re-
turned from Washington, "when," said he, with a
sly wink, "you may look for the programme."

For several days past J. Madlson has been
quite busy writing letters, and, as he says, this
