NICHOLLS, Governor of the Stats
of Loulslana, have thought proper to lssue this
my proclamation dociaring that all vessels arriy-
Ing, from and aftar the fifteenth day of June,
A, D. 1571, from the ports of Rio de Janelro, Ha.-
vang, Matanzos, Hagua La Grande, Cardenns
Cirnueges, Hantiago de Cuba, Eingston, Porto
Ttieo, San Junn, Santo Domingo and Yera Oruz,
shall be subject to quarastine, and that their
affteera, crews, passengers and cargoes arrlv-
ing from the above nnmed plices. or heviog
touched or stopped at any of them, shiall be sub-
jnct toa quarantine of ten days.

And T do herchy direct the propar offiears st
the Quarantine Station to rigidly enforca the
exneution of this proclamation, and any viola-
tion of the laws of this Htate on this gulyect mat-
ter to be vigorously prosseutad,
