THE REVOLUTION IN JAPAN,

gemeine Zeitung says that, although the
government does not publish any in-
formation as to the losses suffered by
its troops in the campalgn against the
insurgents, it has been ascertained from
| private sources that the average num-
ber  of  killed and wounded has
amonnted to upward of 200 & day. In
the Osano hospitals there are more
than 2000 wounded, and at Kobe more
than 3000, The operations on both
sides have been limited ‘to small and
more or less sapguinary engagementa,

The most important success of
the government troops has been
the raising of the siege of
Kumamoto. Thers were severalghon-
sands of soldiers in this fortres#, and
the beslegers consisted of only 800 in-
surgents; yet the latter retired without

ioslng a man, and the relieving army
did not enter the fortress until several
days after the insurgentshad left. Al-
though the govermment troops are far
more numerou3 than those of 1ts oppa-
nents, every effort is being made to pro-
cure recruits. Meanwhile the press is
subjected to a rigorous eensorshipon
