Nothing could be elicited to explain
who committed the murder,

A few days ago Mr. Jesse Crawford,
of Nacogdoches county, was out riding
and had his gun with him. On return-
ing home he rode up to his fence and
alighted, having the butt of the gun
on the Emund, and as he was in the act
of hitching his horse a colt ran againat
the gun, causing it to be discharged,
the load striking Mr, Crawford in the
head and killing him instantly.

Daniel McMillen, charged with hav-
ing murdered several negroesin Madi-
son county several years ago, was ar-
rested in Ellis county last week and
lodged in the Madisonville jail. While
the Ellis eounty officers bad him in
charge they were attacked by two sons
of MelMillen, who attempted to rescue
the prisoner. The officers repelled the
attack, wounding both the young men
severely,

Last evening a boy nine years old,
named George Adams, who lives about
three miles  east of Dallas, wa
fooling with his father’s pisto
when it went off: the ball passed
through the palm of his right hand and
entered his abdomen to the left and a

RAMOA ANNEXED T0 AMERICA,

The Fiji Timer of June 13 says that
news has been received that the Ameri-
oan flag has been holsted at Samoa and
allegiance formerly tendered to the
United Btates. Some strange rumors
are current witix respect to vhis movye-
ment, but we forbear, for the present at
least, from giving them publicity, The
Lurline, the artival of which may be
dally expected, will no doubt, bring am-
ple and authentic intelligence,

The New Zealand Herald saye: “The
American flag has been hoisted st
Bamoa, and unless the actlon of the
coneul is repudiated by the authorities
at Washington, the islands of the Navi-
Futur's group will henceforward have to
e accounted as io the possession of the
Amerlean government, A short time
ago we gave the particulars conneoted
with the vialt of several Samoan chiefs
to Fiji, whither they bad gone to en-
deavor to persuade Gov. 8ir Arthur Gor-
don to take possession of Bamoa for
Great Britain, Apparently, the Samoan
chiefs had not got any encouragement,
for, on their return home, the Amerlean
consul, Mr, Griffin, commenced negotin-
tions to have the American (lag holsted,
All the preliminaries were completed on
the night of the 28d of May, a number
of documents ha.vlnq] been signed, and
on the morning of the 24th the Amerl-
oan flag was hoisted at the King's
house, at Point Molinu, on the west
side of Apia harbor, A salute of twen-
ty-one guns waa flred from the other
side of the harbor, The American clip-
per bark Menshokoff was lying at Apla
at the time, and an American man-of-
war la expected shortly. A great feast
was given at the King’s house, and all
the white Inhabitants were Invited to
fo. Thakombau’s son, from Flji, and

he English consul, Mr. Liardet, went
to where the foast was being held, and
anrid they would join them if they would
haul down the American flag while they
wore there, The natives, however, de-
clined to haul down the flag, even tem-
orarily, and Prince Timothy and the
inglish consul left, Mr, Griffin, the
American consul, has recently vislted
Washington, but, It was not stated that
he had been commisgioned toaceept the
cosgion of the ialands,”
