A Mr. Morris, planter, near St. Jo-
seph, Tenses patish, La., accidentally
discovered what he calls a cheap and
effective means of destroying the cocoa
grasse, t is to sprinkle coal oil (that in
its crude state is best) on the grass out
of an ordinary watering pot, putting it
on so that about five or six drops will
binen each stemn that soes down to the
nuts in the ground whnll the grass is
perfectly dry, free from rain water and
dew.

Deputy Sheriff Hogan and Ham Lw.-
roenie, of ()e8oto, attempted to arrest a
colored man by the name of Honry
Ja0kson, charged with the killing of
Jack Davis, colored, in 1873, on the
premises of Mr. Frank Allen, in that
parish.

Farmers are nothing if they are not
sensationalists. We have heard of
drouths, too much rain, caterpillars,
worms etc., from various portions of the
State but when investigated it has been
found that the drouth hurt only a few
potatoes in Iberville, the rain prevented
the gathering of some fodder in Frank-
lin, while the caterpillars have generally
turned out to be graseworms, and the
worms pure inventions of the imagina-
tions. Nothing will prevent a Louisi-
ana farmer from libeling his own crop
in hope of sending up prices.

More sugar-houses and mills have
been erected in the State this year than
at any time since 1860. Especially is
this so-in the Attakapas, now the most
promising sugar country in the State.
Qulte a number of these were built by
men who have no intention of going
into the cane-ratising business, but who
hope to do the grinding for small farm-
ere, This is the most promising feature
of all. Small farmers, who have hith-
erto found great difficoulty in grinding
their cane can now go into sugar culti-
ration with profit.

Labor is pronounced unusually good
throughout the State, and everybody,
white and black, is at work. The labor
supply and demand are exactly equal
throughout the State, and wages have
consequently reached their true worth.
In many portions of the country, there is
a demand for more labor, and planters
would undoubtedly increase their acre-
age if they could get more hands. It is
probable, however, that although there
are hands enough to work the cropes
now, that there will be found a scarcity
of labor when the grinding and picking
season comes, as these require a large
a large extra force.

The mail is carried from Alexandria
to Leesville, Vernon parish, on a mule,
which is run by A. H. Moore, sub-con-
tractor. A correspondent of the f'indi-
cator charges that this Mr. Moore, on
his last trip, begged the Alexandria
postmaster to make the mail as little as
possible as his mule was small and
weak, and he did not want to overtax
its strength. The people of Leesville,
however, obstinately protest against
this system by which they fail to get
all their mail, and intend to protest to
Postmaster General Key to have a
bigger mule put in the Alexandria-Lees-
ville mail route.
