The Collector, It seems, can give a leave
of absence to an employe, not to extend over
fourteen days, and to remain away from his post
of duty the employe must seeonre an extension of
that leave front the Treasury Department.

OFF To MissISIPrPI.

Organisation of the issIessnipp ImnliSra-
tlon Anseeation in Indiana.

I [Indianoplls Bentinel, August 4.]
Representative Hall, at the State-

House, was packed last night with the
workmen who had assembled for the
purpose of perfecting the organization
of the Mississippi Immigration Associa-
tion. Mr. Thomas R. Gale was unani-
mously chosen president of the assoola-
tion, and Mr. L. P. McCormick was
unanimously elected permanent secre-
tary, and they were delegated power of
superintending the entire affairs of the
association. The secretary announcedI that the books of the association would
r be opened on Monday next at the office

of the organization at 71 East Market
street. At the call of the president for
those who really intended going South
to permanently locate, more than 100t
heads of families responded by rising to
their feet. It was a notable fact that
our best and most reliable labor ele-
ment was fully represented. Theentire
proceedings of the meeting also gave
evidence that there was a deep-seated
earnestness on the part of those proes-
ent.

Mr. George Davidson, who was for
many years a residlent of Mississippi.
was called up to offer what Information
he posssessed concerning the climate
and productiveness of the State. Mr.
Davidson spoke at some length, and
gave to the meeting much valuable in-
formation. His remarks were received
with expressed approbation, and con-
oluded by expressing a determination
of going to Mi issisppl to locate. The
secretary, Mr. McCormick, then read a
communication from Mr. E. G. Cook,
dated Hazinhurst, Copiah county, Mis-
sissippi. The writer gave a description
of his locality, and expressed a desire
to have industrious workingmen settle
among them and become citizens of the
State. The matters -containeid in tte
letter were discussed at some length,
after which it was determined to open
up a correspondence with the writer. A
lengthy session was held, during which
much important business was transact-
ed. After some interlocutory discus-
sion upon minor matters the associa-
tion adijourned, to meet in the same
hall on Monday next. All communica-
tions addresseo to the secretary, at 71
East Market street, will he promptly
answered. A large meeting is expected
at the time and place above mentioned.

BDO AMMON.

The Striker Who Started the Great Strike.
[Uhilogo Tribune.]

A fireman named Ammon bad been
discharged for good cause from the ser-
vice of the Fort Wayne Railroad. In
revenge he conceived the idea of inau-
gurating a resistance to the road in the
form of a strike. He went at the work
coolly and deliberately. His scheme at
first contemplated engineers as well as
firemen and brakemen in a grand con-
certed movement, but the engineers
had already been on an unsuccessful
strike, and besides were already banded
in a brotherhood, governed by a regular
code of laws, and acting only on its own
motion, independent of all other trades
unions. He, therefore, confined his
efforts to the firemen, brakemen,
conductors and switchmen, and
equipped with a ritual, and
set of rules and by-laws similar to those
of the engineers, he traveled up and
down the Eastern division of the Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad, as well as the
Fort Wayne, organizing the train men
into secret societies, bound by oath to
resist the railroad company through the
medium of strikes. Having accom-
plished his work so far as these roads
were concerned, he next essayed the
Pennsylvania Central, and was suoceed-
lag so well in his work that he enlarged
his field of laborand seit out emissaries
to work the New York and Erie road.
He seems to have had a decided faculty
for organizing, and an intelligence above
the average class of workmen to which
he belongs. He gave promise of reach-
ing the syme degree of success at the
head of the firemen and brake-
men that Mr. Arthur has achieved
as the organizer of the engineers in his
Brotherhood of the Foot-board. Had
he succeeded, the strike would have
been much more formidable than the
event has proved. Before he had com-
pleted his purpose, however, there was
a premature explosion in West Vir-
ginia, on the line of the Baltimore and
Ohio road, and, when he had laid the
train on that and other roads, it spread
with wonderful rapidity. Everything
was opportune. He had prepared the
way, and the ten per cent reduction was
the match that started the conflagra-
tion. The strike was the end he was
aiming at, but It came too soon. His
Iplans were not fully consummated, but
when once it started it was beyond his
control.

REFI;UE TO WOIlK WITH MILITIAMEYN.

The Baltimore (Gazette, of Friday
says: "On Friday, July 20, several of
the employee at the shoe factory of C.
Helser, No. 258 West Baltimore street,
being members of the Sixth Regiment,
responded with others to the military
call. After the regiment was relieved
from duty they returned to their work
and were ill-received by some of their
fellow-workmen, who went to Mr.
Heiser and requested their discharge on
the ground that they had been engaged
in putting down their fellow-workmen
at the pointof the bayonet. Mr. Heiser
refused saying that the men were mem-
bers of the State militia, and had simply
done their duty in responding td the
call. Four of the workmen then left
his employ. Since the excitement has
quieted down the men who left the fac-
tory are desirous of returning, and have
addressed a note to Mr. Heiser to that
effect. He has, however, up to this
time declined to take them back into
his employ."

W•ENT VIRGINIA'8 VOTE.

WHEELING, Aug. 8.-The statement of
the Intelligencer, based on the returns
from the vote cast in the State on the
Capital question Tuesday, is that no
point has received a majority, and that
therefore, a second election will have
to take place in October, 1878, which is
the date of the next general election in
West Virginia.
