THE DELANEY-McEVOY CASE,

The reflections mads tu- Hatarday morning's
DesocrAT eoncerning the escape of Delaney, the
murdorer of MeEvoy, shonldered, as waa proper,
thie primary reaponeibility on tho polica authori-
ties whose duty il is to arress orimioala that they
niay bo brought to punishment, The affair dat-
ing from 1871, avd being of long standing, 1t is
very possible that our present police shonld not
be in defsult. Oapt. Thoe, O'Neil, of the Fifth
Procinot, in an interview bad yesterdsy with a
DesockAr reporter, made the folldwing state-
ment : i

Abonut the 2d of Angust I recaived ordera from
the Chief of Tolice, with his Aid MeDonogh, to
arreat one Delagay for the kiliog of one MeEvoy,
We seavohed the dietriot snd dil everyrhing in
our power W get him, vat fuiied to fiod bim, We
were toid by eeveral people that he hed left the
evoning before, It must have beeu koown pre-
vious 10 the time that we wont in search of
Deliney, for Banitary Officor Obarbonnet apoke to
several parties, atating that the polies wore out
after Delaney, and had been examiniog for tho
papera in the oase. Kvery exerton has boen
oeed to eaplure the man, bakso far as T know he
has not baen in the ecity since wo received orders
to take him.

Aid MoDonogh corroborates the above state-
ment, wilh the exeeption of that part of it refer-
ring to Banitary Officer Oharbonpet, about whom
he knowa nothing. A

Whatever has been the reason that has mili-
tated in favor of Delaney's esoape, it is now the
duty of our police nothorities to use all their en-
deavors to secure the srrest of the murderer,
wherever he may be found, if it wers only to
place themeelves in contrast with Kellogg’s cor-
rupt metropolitans, who permitted him to re-
main oix yoara at large, two of which hs passed
in quiet and undiaturbed residence in this very
oity, the theatre of his bloody deed.
