The Dawn, Bertha, St. Mary and Sohenek all
received liberally. The Dawn had to refuse
freight. The So•1onck got 25 cents a hundred.

The sale of the Era No. 9 has been consummated,
and her owners, Stewart and Guniron, are in
charge of her, and are preparing to take her to
the Warrior river, whore she is to run. She sold
for $6000 cash.

Capt. Charlie Arthur will leave to-day or to-
morrow for Cincinnati.

The Yasoo Valley, in place of the Natohez, will
be at the landing to-morrow receiving to leave
Saturday.

The Robert Young, in place of the Eureka, will
be the only departure to-day for the Lsarun che.

Capt. J. L. Robbins' regular Saturday Atchafa-
laya packet Trenton will arrive to-night and leave
on time.

The Berths Brunner, chartered to run in the
bayou as a connecting boat with the Henry Tete
and Assumption, leaves to-morrow for the La-
fourche.

The Frank Pargoud brought a bale of new cot.
ton, and had besides 1305 packages freight from
the (Golden Rule's cargo. The Pargoud returns
as usual to-day, going as high as Arkopolis.

The Isabel yesterday brought 124 sacks new
rioo, and the Era 218 secks; total 342 seeks.

Look out for Capt. Tally Scovell's new lower
coast packet Alvin. She's coming and will make
things lively.

THE 81XTH STEAMBOAT BUILT IN THE WEST.
The Dispatch was built at Brownsville in 1815

by French & Co. She arrived at New Orleans
in January, 1816. She loaded for led river, but
on the eve of starting was seized by Mr. Living-
ston, the assignee of Fulton & Living-
ston, under a law of the State of Louisiana,
granting them the exclusive right to navigate the
rivers within her territory, which included the
Bed and Ouachita. The trip was abandoned and
she was allowed to proceed up the river.

THE SEVENTH BOAT.

The Buffalo was the seventh boat. She was
built at Pittsburg in 1816, and measured 249 tone,
drawing light 30 inches. She was built to run
between Pittsburg and Louisville.

THE EIGHTH BOAT.
The Oliver Evans was built at Pitteburg in 1816-

and measured 112 tons. She was afterward al.
tered and her name changed to the Constituion,
On the 14th of May, 1817, while ascending the
Mississippi, and near Pointe Oounee, she explod-
ed her boiler, wrecking the forward part of the
boat, killing and wounding thirty persons. This
was the first boiler explosion or the Western
waters.

THE NINTH BOAT.

The Etna was built at Pittsburg inl816 fr
Capt. DeHart, and measured 860 tons. The boiler
and machinery were built by Oliver Evans. The
boiler was 80 inches in diameter, cylinder-sbaped,
the ends closed with half globes. The Etna was
the first boat to use the self-acting safety valve,
the invention of Oliver Evans.-Niies' Register.

The Home, 8. H. Parisot in command, was to
have left O4ncinnati yesterday; she was the only
boat on berth for New Orleans.

The Olarksville will leave for lied river in a few
daye.

The Willie arrived yesterday morning from
Bayou Teche, and returns Saturday without fail.
The friends of Capt. Trinidad, and they are
many, will be pleased to hear that he has so far
recovered from hurts as to be able to appear on
the roof and direct in person the landing of his
boat. The old veteran is built of good materi..I.

off, he remained on duty.

The W. J. Behan is announced to leave for Red
River Saturday. She had to lighter at Squirrel
Point, but it is thought she will get Lere in time
to leave as advertised.

The H. C. Yaeger arrived and is receiving to
leave to-day for St. Louis.

The little hand trick of a capstan that wa+ in
the Timmie Baker has been taken out and a
larger one, run by steam, put in its place. The
Timmie is now prepared to pull as well as the
next one.
