On Monday last the jury of inquest
summoned to view the dead and head-
less body which was found about noon
the day previous, in the Lebanon pond,
on the Natchez and Monticello road,
about fifteen miles from the former
place, returned the verdict that it was
that of a large male colored person, to
the jury unknown, and that the dissev-
ered head had not been discovered. It
was evident that some three or more
days had passed since the murder, and
the body when discovered was floating
in nearly a perpendicular position, sur-
rounded with hovering vultures. On
the neighbors assembling and examin-
lug it, it was found that a bag contain-
ing some fifteen or twenty bricks was
attached to the naked body by a cotton
rope passing around the waist and firm-
ly tied, the hands also being secured
by the same rope, and the feet were fas-
tened by a leather string. Three large
stabs existed in the right aide, and a
large one in the left side of the body,

all evidently having been inflicted with
a large knife.--Natchez Democrat.
