AIDVANTA4IIE OF 11INtl.

A French physician is out in a long
dissertatlon on the advantages of groan-
ing and crying in general, and exsecial-
ly during surgical operations. He con-
tends that groaning and crying are two
grand operations by which nature
allays anguish, that those patients who
give way to their natural feelings more
speedily recover from accidents and
operations than those who suppose it
unworthy a manlto betray such symp-
toms of cowardice as either to groan or

He tells of a man who reduced his
pulse from one hundred and twenty-
six to sixty in the coures of a few hours
by giving full vent to his emotions. It
people are all unhappy about anything
let them go to their rooms and comfort
themselves with a loud boo.hoo, and
they will feel one hundred per cent bet-
ter afterwards.

In accordance with the above the
crying of children should not be dis-
couraged. It it is systematically re-
pressed the result may be Lt. Vitus'
dance, epileptic fits, or some other dis-
ease of the nervous system: What Is
natural is nearly always useful, and
nothing can he more natural than the
crying of children when anything oc-
curs to give them either physical or
mental pain.

THE DIPPER.

The breaking up of the constellation
of the "Dipper" is prophesied in an ar-
ticle by Prof. Richard A. Proctor. in the
forthcoming (September) St. Nicholas.
The Professor finds logical reasons for
his bellef in the motions of the stars
composing the constellation, and illus-
trates these with careful diagrams of
his own.
