REFUGEES AT CONSTANTINOPLE.

{K. Y. Tribune.]

Within a week, however, the common
people have been becoming rapidly ex-
olted. Thousands, literally thousands
of refugeos, half-naked, half-gtarved
and wretched, are in our stresta, They
meet you at every turn, dumb and wist-
ful a8 brute beasts, for they knownot
where to lay their heads in this great
oity, Some of the people are (reoks,
some Jows, and a very few are Bulga-
rlang, but the great mass of them are
Moslems, who have each o etory to tell
of the suffering they have endured at
the handd of the Russians and Bul-
garians. They are fleeing bocause
they hear that the Russians are
going to divide their land
among  the'! Bulgarians, and the
bring their worldly goods with them, ol
the more readily since the old Nomad
instinet 18 not yet dead among them,
Muny of them have been maltrented by
the Bulgarians, who already, in antici-
pation, are selecting the lands they will
take when the general partition is made,
These refugees are going about the city
telling their story, poiuting out that
they are being driven into Asla, bag and
baggage, and now you begin again to
heur the savage threats of a year ago.
“1t the land is to be given up to the Bul-
gariansg, let us just kill the Bulgariana
and then {rl\re up the lands.” *If
the Bulgarlans are going to miis-
sacre our people as soon a8 our
troops withdraw, let the troops have
orders not to withdraw until they have
firat cut the throat of every Dulgarian.’
These and many other things the
Turks of this clt]i' and their refugee
guesta are talking in these days add to
thia feeling the fieree ronse of injury at
the hands of the ministers, of the in-
competent generals, of the effeminate
Sultan and of the world at large, and
join to the combination the belief which
atill has ita roots deep down in the hearts
of many thas what is needed is a re-
turn to the early ways of Islam anda
whetting up of its ancient sword—
takke all these feelings which are now
ueal‘.hlng in the mind of the Turkish
people here, and one will have a medley
which, like some chemical compounds,
may explode terribly the moment the
ingredients attain the right proportion.
The Chrlstiaus of the city are very
anxious. I am inclined to think that
an unskillful and fruitless attack may
be made upon the Ministers, or even
upon the Bultan, and such an event
would be accompanied by acts of pri-
vate vengeance upon Individual Chris-
tians, but I do not believe that there is
danger of any general attack upon the
Christians ot this eity,
