THE BALTIRORE WORKINGMEN.

The Color Line duestion Disturbs Their
Harmony.
[N. ¥. Times, j
Barrimone, Aug, 23, - The second
meeting of the Workingmen's City Con-
vantion was held to-pight, with the
usual large attendance, A telegram was
received from the Workingmen’s Bonev-
olent Ald Asgocintion of New Orleans,
conveying its sympathy with the move-
ment, and promising to follow in time,
An executive committee was organized
and authorized to call conventions to
nominate candidstes, and aleo to ar-
range for mass meetings. A speocial
committoe was appointed to issue an
address to the ppople. The Conven-
tlon was not as harmonious as on
the previous night, and there were
exhibitions of bad temper in a
debate on a resolution repudiating o
solf-nominated candidate for mayor,
and the intarference of the leadera was
nuceaanrr to atcz; an exchange of sharp
personalities, Home of the moderate
wen are opposed to the planks of the
platform demanding the seizure of tke
railronds, telegrapbe, and all the ma-
chinery of industry by the government,
and their operation for the co-operative
benefit of the workingmen, These con-
servatives renewed their efforts to have
the question of platform opened, and
Idr. Wayson spoke of the convention
having done mischiel that ought to be
undone; but the moderates were over-
powered. A resolution was offered
that the aunvention recognizs
all organizations of eolored work-
ingmen who will co-operate with
the party on its platform. This led to
the drawing of the color line, and to ex-
citement and gonfusion on the subject
of the negro. The delegates who came
from the Democratic ranks showed all
their old bitteruese againat the colored
eople, and those who were Republicans
ought for the resclution moetearnestly.
It was denounced on the one hand as a
fire-brand that bad been thrown into
the convention by traitors to the work-
ingmen’s cause, and on the other hand,
its au%porters argued that something
must be done to conciliate the 10,000
negro _voters in the ecity, Ouoe
angry Demoecrat charged that men
from the Reform party had stolen into
the convention in disguise, with the
object of dividing it on this question,
and predicted that if it was agitated the
workingmen’s movement woull be
speedily wrecked. A motion to lay the
resolution on the table was rejected by
avote of 54 to 17, and it was evidenc
that the wmajority was largely in favor
of making lriendlly overtures to the
colored voters, The contusion grew
worse, and the chairman lost control of
the convention and had to call the ser-
geant-at-armg to his aid, TFinally, at
the solicitation of the peace-makera,
the matter was postponed until rext
meeting, and the convention adjourned
amid mueh digorder.

A FORMIDABLE COMBINATION,

The recent successes of the Nez Perces
and Idaho Iudians is encouraging, to an
alarming extent, sevoral tribes in north-
ern Montana, whe are united in growing
enmity to the whites, Twenty-seven
tribes are thus affiliated, embracing
those from the Lower Columbla east-
ward to the edge of the S8icux country,
and many trives living north of the
boundary. The present hostiles are
members, Moreover, the Sionx have
long been sending runners to these
tribes, advising a universal uprising,
and t}:my are now listening to this ad-
vice. These Indians have veen forbid-
den ammunition; evento hot with, for
many months, and forbidden to leave
their reservation. At the same time
the rations furnished by the govern-
ment were utterly ipsufficient, and
starvation would have ensued bad they
not disobeyed and gone hunting. Now
they refuse to go the reservation and
receive the few annuity goods awaiting
them, but demand that the goods ahall
be sent them wherever they nappen to
be eamped and are otherwise sullen and
defiant. They allege that the hostile
Indians are freated with tenfold more
liberality by the government than the
peaceful tribes, and therefore it will

rofit them to open a war. Every one

ere admits that their movements are
founded on true premises. OL the dis-
affected tribes, among the branches of
the Upper Missouri there are about
2500 warriors, Blackfeet, Piegans,
Bloods, River Crows, Grosventres and
others, They are likely at any
moment to begin to devastate the
country through which are scattered
clusters of farms, isolated trading
posts and rich trains of merchandise en
route between settlements in Montana
and posts in British America. These
depredationa would be carried on on
both sides of the boundary line. Toop-
pose these are a few dozen soldiers,
about 100 all together, at Fort Banton,
and less than 200 Canadian mounted po-
lice. The result of such an uprisiog
would be disastrous beyond the first
massacres and the destruction of all
property outside of & few central sattle-
ments, since it would cut off the whole
Northwest from the Missouri river, the
great source of supplies, That there ia
good ground for the most serious appre-
nension is evident. The people are alert
but almost powerless, and the Indians

appreciate their weakness. Troops &re
greatly needed. The presence of asmall

number might prevent an outbreak

which a tripie foroe could not subdue.

QUIRE REINFORCEMENTS,

Two hundred and thirty thousand
trained eoldiers constitute o might
hoat, no donbt, but, dispersed over auc
an enormous extent ol country as that
pecupled by the Russian armies upon
Turkish soil, and charged with the
pimultaneous execution of such a pof
pourri of importent operations as those
attempted to be earried out by the Em-
peror’s Generals (not one of whom,
moreover, has hitherto manifested any
especial capacity, either In erganiza-
tion or strategioal eombinatione), this
fores, imposing to the eye amd Bar,
proves to be wholly inadequate to the
unreagonable demands made upon it by
its commanders, It has been callod upon
to effeet, at one and the same time
the passage of the Balkans, the siege of
Rustchuk, the holding in check of three
great armies in the field, the Invest-
ment of Billatria, the turniog and con-
sequent investment of Widdin, the
maintenance of an unbroken line of
communication pearly 200 milea long,
and & variety of emaller exploits, each
of which, unless thoroughly petformed,
laid its attompters open to disconcert-
iDg roverses,

Liet us roughly analyze the tasks al-
lotted to the Ruseinn army, as above,
and we shall speedily flnd that the
meand of carryiug Whem out, sctually
ut the dlaposition of the Grend Duke,
arg conspicuously disproportionate to
the difflcultics 1'1.-quir§ug to be aur-
mounted, A week ago the Iussian
forces having erorsed the Danube pun-
berad hetween 230,000 and 240,000 offlcers
and men., Of these 50000 were in
the Dobrudscha, under Zimmerman,
and H0,000 more in or across the Bal-
kans with Mirski and Gourko, For the
siege of Rustchuk, securdwin ariem,
a minimum of 80,04 men {2 reqiived ;
bt it Lad boen resolved, ms that opera-
tion had been intrusted tothe Czaro-
witeh, and as the heir apparent to the
throne of all the Russins ecould not be

ermitted to incur even the risk of a
ailure, tn devote one hundred thousand
to the reduction of the great Danube
tortress,  What remained, then, to the
Grand Duke wherewith to hold his long
line of communication from the Dan-
ube to the Balkans, keep in check,
and, it necessary, fight, the armies
of Mehemet All and Oeman, guard
his atrategical base of operations,
the Himnitza-Sistova bridge, and feed
hia trana-Balkan expeditionary foree,
which was not certainly sent across a
grest range of mountelns av incouceiva-
ble risks, to remain etationary and in a
defensive attitude upon the DBalkan
southern slopes ? For all these tremen-
dous funetiona and enterprises his Im-
perial Highness could only dispose of
forty thousand men, or, let us say, ta-
king the highest possible figure as an
attainable contingency, slxty thousand,
In this estimate, be it remembered, no
account. whataoever is admitted of the
daily subtractions from the effectiva
numbers of the total foree which result
from sickoess, fatigue, losses in the
fleld, ete. The Balkan corps, for in-
atance, is sorely tried by diarrbea and
dysentery, its chief fare consisting of
sour black bread and unripe stone fruit.
