Louisians.

The prospective cotton yleld in DeBo-
to has fallen off fully one-thlrd, ln con-
porguence of the worms,

The eaterpillars are abt work in Bt
Landry, One-half a crop is s}wken of
in consequence. No polson s being
used,

The firet bale of cotton was sold in
Homer on the 24th inst,, by W, P, Fom-
by, the producer, to'A, McCranie, at 124
gents per pound,

The cotton crop in Lafavette will be
cut short one-hslf or two-thirds b{ the
wormsa. But little polson was used, but
this, in all cases, proved successful,

The recent eoplous showers have had
n very benefieial effect on the vrops in
Ht, Mary parish, and the planters are
now bopeful, more than ever, of a flne
orop, and a good yleld.

During the day of the 28th Inst,, a
colored man was shot down in cold
blood by auother colored man on the
Oaltlawn plantation, in Bt. Mary, A
slight disagreement, a guarrel—then
murder,

A colored man was aceidentally killed
on the plantation of Messrs, Walker &
Thompson, HBt, Mary, this week, He
wag cutting down u tree In the woods,
and as the tree fell one of its largest
limbe struck bim apd crushed him to
denth,

A woman murdered her husband on
Grand Woods plantation, in Bt. Mary
on the 29th inat, ‘The coroner refnsod
to hold an inquest over the murdered
mat, and lavestigate fully the elreum-
stances and feote of the killing, aa the
law strictly requires, because some per-
son (s member of the police jur){), t is
gaid) told him that he would not be paid
for his trouble,

During the past ten dusys the cofton
wortn has put in an appearance in
many Part.s of the parigh and is already
committing great ravages. ['rom sov-
eral sections we loarn that the crep s
already damaged fully one-half. Rust
is also dama, ng the erop in several
nelghborhoods. T'he same 1s also the
case in those portions of Winn and
Onldwell that adjoin this parish, The
bright prospects of & month ago are,
we fear, doomed to be eclipsed. But
planters have made a splendid corn
arop which will hal:f out very materinl-
1y.~[Uolumbia (Qadwell parish) Herald,

The Lafayette Advertiser complains
of vigilance committees in the parish,
A short time sinee, one Daptiste Celes-
tin, a colored man, was arrested and
brought hefore a justice of the peace in
that parigh by about t.hlr&y armed men,
and an affidavit was made agalnst him
for larceny, 1dus proceedings were had
and all the witnessed summoned, a
majority of whom were members of the
vigilance committee. After a full in-
vestigation before the parish judﬁe, the
accused was dischar without hesita-
tion. That lawless band of men, call-
Ing themselves a vigilance committee,
have since taken jurisdiction of the
case, and convicted and sentenced the
poor man toexile from the State for
twenty years, The ddvertiser calls

Ag a general thing the cane crop of
this parish is somewhat backward, al-
though here and there the growth and
size of the cane are all that could be de-
pired. The rains along the const and in
this vieinity have glven the crop an im-
petus to its growth which ls truly
wonderful. On the Bayou Gross Tete,
wo learn, howsver, that the cane crop s
backward and 1s sut’ferlng for rain, Ian
that section the worms have nP red
in the cotton and are doing considerable
damage. Ed. Desobry, Esq,, who has
part of his place just adjoining town
planted in cotton, informs us that there
are plenty of cotton worms In his fleld.
Notwlt.hsmndlnﬁ( the drawbacks above
spoken of, we have no doubt a large
crop of sugar will be made in this par-
ish. The corn ¢rop is abundant, bt the
sweet ;lmt.n.to crop will be o failure.—
{Iberville Bouth.

The planters of Concordia and ad-
joining pariehes are becoming less fear-
tul of the cotton worm. The timely ap-
slication of Parls green puts this dla-

olfcal little pest “where the wicked
coase [rom troubling and the weary are
at rest.”” The colored people in some
parts afraid of It, but an energetic
manux goon overcomes their hostility
to it by proving its virtue himself, It
i & wise euggestion that nose bags be
made and put on the mules or other
gtock going through the cotton while
applying the green, to prevent them
from nippiog the polsoned plants.
Though a mule has a caat iron stomach,
he may sicken and die, Good reports
are constantly coming in, Cotton pick-
ing is the order of the day. The weather
i3 beautiful and the chronic croaker
silent. There iz congiderable billious
fever among the fleld bands, but noth-
ing dangerous.—[ Natchez Democrat.

Never in the history of West Feligl-
ana, has the prospects for a cotton crop
been more promising than it has been
this year up to within a week or ten
days since. At the present time a falr
ostimate, baged upon reliable reports
from all sections of the parish, indicates
a large falling off from previous-esti-
mates, and we may be justified In the
opinion that to-day the prospects are
fully twenty to twenty-five per cent
below what they were at the time
of our last Ilssue, This state of
things bas been accomplished through
the protracted dry weather which bas
caused the plant to shed in an upnprece-
dented manner. Old planters state to
us that in all their experience they have
never witnessed any similar thing to
compare with it. And add to the un-
favorable aspeet, the cry ol ‘‘worms,
worms!”’ reaches us [rom every conceiv-
able direction, nook and corner. There
may be and probably is much exaggera-
tion in the reports that reach us, but it
one hall of what is represented latrue
the estimate for cotton will be cut down
at least 50 per cent in the outcome, The
corn crop, in the aggregate, isa good
one,—[ Feliciana Sentinel.
