WHAT NEW ORLEANS AND ITS SUR-
URRBS SUFFERED FROM FLOOD
AND WIND,

Betalls of the Ravages af Tuesday Night's
BLorm,

o thoas who were compelled to be away from
tome and the comiurte of & coey parior, Tueaday
uight will be one long to be remembered, Only
a Date’s pencil sould portray ita wildness, and a
Dickeos' pen desoribe its madness, Wind and
rain seemed vieing with one another inan effurt
to meke it a8 terrific as they could, and from
the resulte thelr endeavors were most sno0ees-
ful. As hour after hour passed and etill the wind
blew abd the rain descended, those who thought
the gale of the previous day had been the climax
of our equinootial ohenged their minds, and
the pervona were on the gui vive for n duplica-
tlon of the night before, The etrong easterly
winde incressed in violanoe, lasting until about
hialf-paat 11 o’clock of Tueeday night, oausing the
vlaingof the waters in the cdnals and dolng
much damege, an sccnrate account of which
appoared in yesterday's DEMOURAT.

AT MIDNIGHT
the wind veered puddenly to the north, snd ehill-
ing blasta awept over the sugry surface of Lake

ington, was blown down, and the rwt of hie
honse partislly destroyed.

A shed at the corner of Decatur end Marigny
airoots was oartied by the wind s distance of two
hundred yards.

The fite alarm telegraph post at the corner of
Bayon Road and Dorgenois atrests was nprooted,
and in fulling broke in half.

The drawine machine on Jordan Avemne wae
ont of order and hiad stopped work this morning,
but later in the day it was reporied to be work-
ing agyin. The break in the New P isip, at the
corner of Julia and Olaiborne streets, was stopped
by the city hands.

THE WIVER FRONT,

Tho ateamer Katie, that wea moored at the oot
of Third street, broke loose from her moorioge,
but waa captured by & tng and msade seonre to
her wharl by new hawsers,

Beveral breaks in the leves along the laft bank
having been reported, one at Sorapurn market
and quoite & pumber above Firat street, hands
were immediately pnt so workl to repair them.

The north wind that prevailed for s number of
honrs yesterdsy forced the water in the rear of
the oity to retire rapidly.

A number of coal bosts are reported to hava
béen swamped ia the river,

The bresk in Buatler's canal in the roar of the
Third Distriok caneed a good deal of damage,

The breaks that ocenrred in the Old Oansl, on

Pontebarirain aeross the fooded in the
neighborhood of our city, and gustily rustied
down the etreets, tearing off signs from their
hangings and uprooting trees in it mad career.
Most of the thoroaghfares were canaly, and the
stroot oare appeared imora like water oraft than
vebiolen, Tt was & night the liken of which New
Orlesns baa not scen for more than twealy
years.
AT DAWN VERTHEDAY
the effacts of the wild orgie of the elements were
poattered far and wide from the lake shore to
Algiors. Pences lyiog flst, trees tovn from thei
foothold, ohimueys showing jagged scars and
some of them beheaded, and water everywhere,
DOWN TO HOYI'S

many enrions gazers hurried yesterday morning
to see the reeults, and & desolate soone mek their
view, A heavy dredgeboat lay dingonslly across
the canal, opposite the ruine of Drown's house,
her career up the caual having been stopped by
the falliog of the long wooden arm with the iron
bucket attached,

Just beyond Brown's, on the eastern side of the
canal, the waves had eaten through the embank.
ment, thus cntling off accews to the boathouse
of the Bt. John's Rowlog Club, through which
gap the waves of the lake were running. Look-
ing northward huge sheeta of spray were dashing
high in the air, and procesding in that direction
it wans seen at a glance that the

REVETMERT WAR GONE.

The work of thé rollers, driven direcily mpon
the face of this work, had secured s foothold
bencath it, and the earth behind aod supporting
it was ewiftly washed cut. Belore morning the
planking gave way and huge gaps in the levee
iteelf made. In one epot which the reporter
visited last evening the earth had caved in for
over one hundred feet, and in some places for
over fiftoen feet in widih, and the waver were
making the break still wider.

Further along, whers the ssloons were atand-
ing outside the revetment, the wind had done ite
work too. One ancient-looking soda staud was &
total wreck ; others had lost a gallory, and all
were dismantled, the furniture and fiztures
having been removed. The debris of Bruning’s
bath-house, with that of other bath-kouses, were
tossed about beneath these buildings in a man-
ner rathor dangerous to their safety.

All along above the reveiment showed the
wsamo effoots. The plauk-fronting in many places
had been complotely washed away, and at almoat
every foot the leves waa caving 1n behind it,

THE WEST EXD PAVILION

looked like some rock, so solidly did it resist the
atorm, Although the waves dashed farionsly
over the plaiform leading to it, the building
proper was not damaged in the least, proving
how thoroughly was it built. Baoken skiffa conld
be geen in any number in the harbor inside of the
levee, and quantities of drift driven in by the
gale. The whoie place looked very desolate, ren-
dered the moreso by the still lowering olonds
and the roar of the wind.
NROWN'S ITOUSTH
looked blue, Orazy window shutters dangled by
ene hinge; where the gallery shonld have been
it wasn't, and the hitelhen was somewhere in the
swampa, The rear platform waa also gone and
the building itself much damaged throughout.

the water Tuesdsy wight was higher than ever
Enown before, and at one dimo rose an inch
and one-half over the bepch mark of the eur-
wevor'a, ehowing the level of the highos! point on
the Metairie lage, The shell road was covered
for two miles, and all along the shore frond,
where fi-hermen and woodeutiers live in (heir
littie shantios, the water was three feet 1n depth.

Major Hoyt, however, with his usual bospital.
ity, seeing their condition, torned his hotel 1oto
a place of refuge and guve up all his reoms to
the unfortunates nntl tho water subsided,

REAR OF THE ¢17v,

At abent midoight Tuesday the rain ceased
falling, but tha wind continted to blow a perfeet
hurricane, As it was from the north it was keen
and piercing.

It waa fully two hoars after the Hondgates of
heaven had been ¢losed before early pedeaivians
wonld walk the streats.

The city front was damaged very slightly,
while the rear of the ecity, caused by the over-
flowing of the diftorent canals, was entirely pub-
mergod.,

At midnight Tueaday the water from the Lake
roached Gentilly Road, and the entire country for
miles around waginnndated.

At & number of houses on Gentilly Road the
water was up tothe galleries, and skiffs were used
to convey the cccupants to places of secarity.

1u this section, the only damage so far pus-
tained wae the blowing down of & number of
fences and the uprootingof s large number of
valuable trees,

The whole of Gentilly Road, from the lake to
Luzenburg Hospital, is under water, and as there
are & large number of gardens by which the
poorer clase in this section of the country sub-
sist destroyed, want will be felt bya number of
families.

Beveral very fine orchards have sll been de-
etroyed. The loss estimated to garden trees and
fences in the rear vortion of the city will exceed
‘35.000-

WITHIN THE CITy
the wind played havoo with signs, fences and
trees, there being over 160 fences, 300 signs and
neasly 500 trees blown down,

Together with the sbove several cornices of
houses were left a maes of shattered timber on
the banquettes, while doors and sbutters were
torn from their hinges.

The front doora of the Eoperior Criminial Court,
although eecurely bolted, were blown cpen and
damaged.

The eornice of the residenee of Mr. Joseph
XEeust, on Front street, beiween Sbort and Wash- |

Tonl atreet, between Claiborne snd Der-
bigny, were repeired by a gang of ten men.

The Melpumene, Dublin and COlaiboroe canals
were all three overflowed Wednesday morning.
A gang was put to work on the Olaiborne canal,

The fence around the Qity Insane Asylum wasa
blown down and washed away, Bteps were taken
to save the lumber.

A amall break was reported nndetpeath the
Perseverance boathonan on the Rew Basin.

RIGHT DARK OF THR RIVER,

The levee bolow MoeOoy's, in McDonoghville,
eaved in yesterday and was reported to bein a
dangerous condition. At laat acoounts it had not
been repaired, -

A ooal fiat, loaded with 1000 barrels of coal, be-
longing to Brown & Jones wes swamped. Flab
and cargo a total loas,

A coul boat belonging to D. B. Woods broke
loone from her mooring, drifted into the stesmer
Ht. Mary aud broke otie of her wheela,

The swift wind on the river carried away the
larboard emokeatack of the steamer Tensas,

The steamboat Chickanaw broke loose from her
mooringe and floated rapidly a long distance down
atream, but wae oaptured by a tug and tied up
beflore doing any damage.

The life boat of the tug Jorry blew off the
latter’s burricane roof into the river and was
pwamped,

The doora of the truck house of the hook and
ladder company on Alix street, Algiers, were
blown from their hinges and desitoyad, The
feroe around the Olive graveyard waa alzo blosn
down.

MITNERITI,

At Milneburg the scene was hearirending?
families were drivaa from their homes and foroed
to take refuge in the ewampa.

There was more property devaststed at this
poiut than at any cther point in or outside of the
city. The water was thirteen inohes deep in the
village, and several houses had been wrecked by
the gale, The lighthouse whatl is weehied away.
The railroad track from the ladies’ and gentle-
men’s bath-house to the lake met with the same
fate.

Nothing remains to show where the ladies’ and
gentlemen's bath-houee stood. Trisconi’a honee
waa still standing, but elgnals of distress ware sesn
flonting over the house, OF the new bLulkhead
not & g ine, and tW of the
publie school was also washed away. The honses
on the eastern shors are all destroyed.

The milkmen drove their stock into the swempa
for protection. The loss at this point is eetimat-
ed at $30,000

Mr. Mignel was very kind to those whose prop-
erty had been destroyed. He took them into his
house, eheltered and fod them,

THE DRAINING CANALR,

Considerable anxiety had beon folt an carly aa
Tuesday afterncon for the safety and security of
the levees bordering scvoral of theslargest of
oar drainipg canals, The backwater had before
brought sbout such disastrons resnits, like ones
were feared from the eaaterly gale, and true to
the prognostications, several breakas ocourred.
At the Morgan levee, on the Marigny cansl, the
embankment succumbed, although but little
damage followed from it, ae it protected but &
small area of low land. On the New Canal, at
the junetion of Claiborne strest, another break
ocenrred, which was soon repairad. On the
Butler Canal, back of the Luzenburg Hoepital
the levee broke, allowing much water to flow into
the rear of the Third Diatriet. Oon the Old Basin
in yesterday's Democnar a fall account of the
breaks wers given.

CUTTING A LEVEE.

The Board of Bumpervisors of the Louisi
Btate University and Agrioultural and Meohani
o8l College meet at noon yesterday, pursusnt to
adjournment, at the Executive office, Yice Presi-
dent J. H. Williame In the chair, and buat flve so-
pervisors (no quorum) progent.

WOT BE DELAYED,

A quorum having been secured, the bosrd was
oalled to order by the Governor, who stated thet,
in the maiter of fanding the eeminsry bonds
{187,000, there was one dificolty which might
arisa if the board desided io fuud them, and that
wag, that the board did not have abeolute posses-
wion of the bonds, They were in the joint cua-
tody of the Becretary of Btate and Hiate Trese-
urer, who were the depositaries, and were they
to objaot to delivering them in ease the board
depided to fund them, there might be
Indifficnlty, The question would be brought up to
teat the sense of the board opon the

MATTER OF FUNDING,
and he would like to hear the views ol the board.
Dr, Williama thersupon moved that the board
direct the Becretary of Histe and Histe Tress-
arer to present the bonds for funding to the Biate
Board of Liquidation.

Gen, Brent remarked that the board needed
money to carry on the work they bad undertaken.
The Btate, he said, had made no provision to pay
any money, a4 there had been no appropriation,
and the bourd wae

WITHOUT ANY MONEV,

The Btate tax was, outside of that for school pur-
poses, culy seven mills, and that net being anfi-
cient fo provide funds for the Institution if even
the appropriation was made, he thought it better
to fand the bonds now and then nek the Legisla-
ture for the other 49 per cent ol the $137,000 after
they had been fundea.

The Guvetnor inguired how far the legal estop-
pel operated upon the question,

Gen. Brent remarked that in his opinion it did
not cover it. The board were merely the trna-
teem of & fand belonging to the childrenof the
Btate, and could not be the beneflciaries in any
manner.

Gov, Nicholla was eatisfled that thore could be

NO LEGAL OBIECTION
to the funding as far as the United Biates gov-
ernment wae conoerned ; the ouly question was
in regard to the estoppel.

Then the Leglelature might say, if the bonds
werse funded, {bat the board had sgresd to
waiva all clivim to the 40 per cent additional af.
ter the bonds had been funded at 60 oant, ae-
cording to the funding law, He indorsed Gen,
Bront's iden that ihis was & trust fand and that
the Legislature onght to make it good,

Dir. Ryland stated that the Legmlature would
recognize it as a trust fund.

The Goversor did not beliove that the Legiala-
ture wonld take suy sclion on the bonds unless
they were funded,

Iir. Rylaud was of the opinion thab if the board
had no neod for the money until the mesting cf
Legislature, the 2

BOARD MIGHT WAIT
until then, and if the school eculd not be opened
antil October the money would oot be needed.

Dr. Williame scomed to think that the board
had better take the necessary steps to get fuuds
#o it could atart the school.

Bome discuseion followed over the probability

Dr. Ryland soggested that if monsy was not
needed until the Legislature met, the better plan

oetz, after the shooting, sarrendersd at the
Sixth Precinet Btition and wes locked up.
Big Jim managed to conceal himself, but was
subsequently arrested, and as the wound in bis
face did not appear to be a dsogerous one he
was also incarcerated in the same station.

POLICEMEN DISMISSED.
Seveniy=Seven Vaeaneies in a Few Months,

Mr. Bower, the seerotary of the Mayor, ao-
cording to inatrnetions, keeps very nestly s reo-
ord of the stains of the police, which is corrested
dgily, aud 18 not ouly an excelient work for gene-
ral referenca but gerves to avoid many errors
that might otherwise ocenr, For ezample, the
record shows the %nma of every police-
man who may he dbargea with an of-
fonwe, together with & eynopsis of the chargs,
thue providing against the loss or abatraction of
the regnlar blank on which the chargs is entered;
the orme of every policemsn who may hisve re-
eigoned ot been dismissed, all of which is particn-
larly intended to keep the Mayor perfectly posted
abont the polies without baving to depend on the
miouted of the Police Board, reference to which
in certain casen might be lahorions and tedions,

It was whi'e lovking over this record that we
beeame convicted of the excellent chanses of ap-
plicents for positions on the foree without having
to wait too long, for the record shows that onb of
about 400 poliesmen conetituting the foree, there
have been during the ahort time sines its organ-
jza'ion no fower than forty-nine men who have
been dizmiesed, while twenty-eight have re-
signed, making a total of eeveniy-seven, or
nearly twanty per centl of the total forca,

Thin staterment will aluo serve to show to those
who remain on the police, and those sa woll who
may bs ambitious to get on, that the Police Board
in in earnest, sud does not intend that worthlese
individuala ghall be entrusted with the gusrdian-
ship of the peace of the city.

It is expected that there will be & considerabde
number of vacsncies in the fores very shortly, by
rosigna‘ion, a goodly number of the men on the
rolla being cotion ecrewmen who, when the erop
