The Great Storm in Iberville--Crops-
~aves in the Levee-Real Estate.

PLAQUEEMINE, Sept. 20, 1877.
Editor Democral--A great and very destruc-

tive storm set in here last Monday, and con-

tinued until late Tuesday night. In the mean-
time, say in about thirty-six hours, twenty-
four inches of rain fell, and as this was accom-

panied with a perfect gale, it is needless to
add that the damage to crops of all kinds is

great. Cane every where is lying flat, while
fences, tre•s, anti in some instances buildings,
are likewise blown down. This is a serious

loss to our planters, as it is too late for the
cane to improve before the grinding season
sets in. We have but little cotton, which is

likewise greatly injured.
Just above our town, on the " Homestead "

place of Schlatre Brothers, a cave in the river
bank has taken place. The levee and road

have been taken away for a distance of sev-
eral rods, with a prospect of extending as
much more.

Our sheriff sold the Olivia plantation of
Alfred Damarin, last Saturday, under exe-
cution, for $11,383 ;65. These figures indicate
some little impirvement in value of prop-
erty, but not much, after all. Places sold at

private sale do better. The subdivision of
property required by law, when sold under
order of court, operates against its sale. Mrs.
Pelanne, of our parish, recently sold a smaller

place than the Olivia for $13,000.
