The Beardless Spldiers Sent from Spain
to Perish of Fever in Cuba.
[New York Fun,]

Havana, Hept. 15.—Fresh recruits for
the Spanish army of operations in thia
over-faithful island are arriviog almost
daily. They will number in all 12,000
men, of whom all but 1300 are from the
northern provinces of Spaln,

In response to Uamgns' argent appeal,
made in June laat, Hpaln sends 12,000
unacclimated goldlers, mostly beardless
boys, recruited from the northern prov-
inces, who have never handled a mus-
ket, and gends them at the most dan-
gerous time of the year., The
months of August and Beptember are
