20 laws wers more generally adopted, we
might very soon find in them & preventive of
the crime of arson--so prevalent and yetf so

cult of proot,

This question of judicial Ingulry Is be-
eoming a prominent one in insurance circles,
and it ought to become so withall, It isa
matter which affects the Interests of society
at large, equally with those of the insurance
fraternity ; and such inguiry would be far
more effectunl than any examination institu-
ted by an insurance company could, In the
nature of things, be, Then again such action
o the part of the company would, to the
public mind, involve an implled suspicion to-
ward the assured; whorens, if & judicial in-
quiry was required by law, in every case of
fire, no more idea of suspicion would attach,
than in cases whern an official bond 18 reqguir-
ed. Let us have the law,
