Editor lremoceat--The National Cotton Ex-
change committee, which met at Greenbrier
White Sulphur Springs in July last, passed
the following resolution : "That on all bales
of cotton with side pieces an allowance of
three pounds per balebe made to the buyer."

I have not the exact words of the resolution
before me, but I am almost certain that the
above conveys the exact meaning. That reso-
lution was supported by the following facts:
1. There no longer exists any legal necessity
for the use of side pieces on baoes of cotton,
and 2. That part of theAotton now marketed

\ has side pieces and past has not, making a
relative difoerence to the buyer.

As before said, I have not the minutes of the
meeting before me, but I hope I have stated
fairly the intent. I do not know that there
ever existed any legal necessity to use side
iteoes. The necessity came of this, to have

our bales look well and to hayo the cotton
well coveted all over. After working at it
nearly the whole year-planting, cultivating,
lcklng , ginning and pressing, we wished to

hand It over to the buyer in nicely covered
bales, to preserve It in its transportation from
dust or mud or trash of any kind. That
much was desirable and of good intent, inas-
much as it was a benefit to both seller and

neoer understood that we were obliged,
by any law of the Cotton Exchange or any
other competent party, to use side (ieces. It
was simply a matter of taste and good policy.
I suppose the Cotton Exchange committee
mean that in wrapping the bale we shall use
just two widths of baggilg to cover the top,
the bottom and the lffsoTe the bale. If so,
that will not protect the whole bale. Bales
taken from our presses, with the measure of
bagging indicated, would show a gap of six
inches, or twelve inches, or more of uncovered
cotton along the side of the bale. That un-
covered gap of cotton will catch all the dust
and dirt and mud in Its reach, and the. buyer
will wisely ask for a rediuon on the miser-
able stuffbefore him, or OtVer the bale to the
"pickery" to have the fIeern substances re-
moved to have the ttL ioaed; and then
the seller, poor devil, begins to think d--n it,
and asks curious questions, and wonders
what on earth ailed those gentlemen who
went to Groenbrier White Sulphur Springs
and got us into this piekery business, and
giving us advice when we really supposed
none was needed.

About two years ago there was a great hue
and outcry by the carriers-railroads and
steamboats--that we were growing too care-
less in wrapping our bales. They must have
them entirely wrapped, and refusing to carry
cotton unless it was covered all over with
bagging, securely fastened. Nor would they
sign bills of lading without excepting such
bales as were under their restrictions. I (do
not know that this outcry against imperfectly
covered cotton bales was backed by any law
of necessity; but this much we all know, that
bills of lading reaching the buyer with excep-
tions is against the seller. I reasonably sup-
posed the inBurance companies approved the
plan of having the bales entirely covered, as
thereby the danger from sparks of fire would
be less, and I hugely suspect that before very
long we will hear a voice of protest from
them against exposed cotton in transitu and
covered by insurance, as being more easily
set on fire by accident or incendiarism.

The question recurs, can a bale of cotton
from our country presses be securely or per-
fectly wrappo•l without using these side
pieces ? \What are ide pieces ? I understand
the side pieces to mean any tdece of bagging
used to cover the top, the bottom or the side
of a bale, excepting two widths of the beggmin
customarily used. If I am right in my deflni-
tion of side pieces I answer the former ques-
tion in the negative; there will be left a gap -
to quarrel about. Not man, years since you
reduced the number of ties from seven to six.
That change was reasonable and proper,
simply because six ties amply secured, the
bale; and, although the planter suffered a lit-
tle trouble and expense in adjusting his press-
blocks to meet the new arrangement, he
readily assented.

Now pomes the third deduction in weight
for something we do not think altogether
reasonable and proper, and why? The utter
impossibility of putting up a nicely and per-
fectly covered bale with the amount of bag-
ging allowed by the Cotton Exchange com-
mittee; and if we do not put up such bales,
the possible, nay, tlip almost certain chance
of losing more than three pounds in the
pickery--for a great many of these partially
eovered bales will certainly find their way
there; and then the annoyance and the
bickering and the hard thoughts, not to be
calculated by pounds or dollars and cents.

I do not write in any spirit of captiousness,
nor from simple antagonism, but from a sin-
cere wish to hear reasons or arguments-not
willing always to rest under decisions that
may appear unreasonable or arbitrary.

Kin opinion of Hayes• PoIley, (livil l*rvi•
Reform, Sehura, Ste.

[N. Y. Herald.]
On the way to Edinburg the General

was very talkative. Occasionally he
would speak of affairs at home. Fre-
quently something would develop like
this:

"General, when do you expect to re-
turn to America?"

"I shall stay in Europe a year or
more. I have special reasons for so
doing. I am a private citizen now, and
want nothing whatever to do with
politics. If I were at home I would
give Mr. Hayes and his policy all the
support I could because the object
aimed at is a noble one, and I hope he
will succeed."

"But, General, many Republicans
fear that lie course will destroy the

Never fear. I have always of late
years had an abiding faith in the suc.
cess of the Republican party at each
election, not so much because it is
always the strongest with the people as
because always, just at the last mo-
Ient, the Democrats do some foolish
thing and give the victory to the Repub-
licans. Now, mark my words, we will
have a Republican President in 1880,
because the Democracy cannot resist
its general disposition to kick over the
milk-pail after it is filled. I told Judge
Niblack, of Indiana, so just before the
last election, and he smilingly admitted
the truth of what I said."

"What is your object in staying away
from home so long'?"

"Well in the first place when I went
out of ofloe I was worn down. Now I
have thoroughly recuperated, am in ex-
cellent health and enjoying myself im-
mensely. I would like to see all Europe.Br ' I propose to stay away till after the
e' aiting scenes that will surround the
tc•: of Mr. Hayes' policy, for the reason
that if I were at home I would be
charged with having a hand in every
kind of political manceuvering, whether
I had or not, and I want to banish pol-
itics from mymind until everything set-
ties down. I can say for one thing
however, that if I were at home I should
exert my influence as far as I could
exert it, in favor of Mr. Hayes' plan of
reconciliation.

" I see a reference in a newspaper eu-
logy of Mr. Motley to your position
toward that officer, and the intimation
that your action was one of the remote
causes of his death ?"

" Yes, I have read it, and it does me
great injustice. Mr. Motley was cer-
tainly a very able, very honest gentle-
man, fit to hold any official position.
But he knew long before he went out
that he would have to go. When I was
making these.appointments Mr. Sum-
ner came to me an I asked me to appoint
Mr. Motley as Minister to the Court of
St. James. I told him I would, and did.
Soon after Mr. Sumner made that vio-
lent speech about the Alabama claims,
and the British government was great-
ly offended. Mr. Sumner was at the
time chairman of the Committee on
Foreign Affairs.

"lMl. Motley had to be instructed.
The instructions were prepared very
carefully, and after Gov. Fish and I
had gone over them for the last time I
wrote an addendum charging him that
above all things he should handle the
subject of the Alabama claims with the
greatest delicacy. Mr. Motley, instead
of obeying his explicit instructions, de-
liberately fell in line with Mr. Sumner,
and thus added insult to the previous
injury. As soon as I heard of it I went
over to the State Department and told
Gov. Fish to dismiss Motley at once. I
was very angry indeed, and I have
been sorry many a time since that
I did not stick to my first determina-
tion. Mr. Fish advised delay because
of Sumner's position in the Senate and
attitude on the treaty question. We
did not want to stir him up again just
then. We dispatched a note of severe
censure to Motley at once, and ordered
him to abstain from any further connec-
tion with that question. We thereupon
commenced negotiations with theBritish
Minister at Washington, and the result
was the joint high commission and the
Geneva award. I supposed Mr. Motley
would be manly enough to resign after
that snub, btt he kept on till he was
removed. Mr. Sumner promised me
that he would vote for the treaty. But
when it was first before the Senate he
did all he could to beat it.

"I must tell you an incident about
Mr. Sumner. The first time I ever saw
George William Curtis he called upon
me to request on behalf of a number of
influential Republicans the reinstate-
ment of Mr. Sumner as chairman of the
Committee on Foreign Affairs. I told
him that, if I should go to the Senate
and dictate the organization of the com-
mittees, I would be apt to hear some-
thing about the fellow who made a for-
tune by minding his own business. I
said I certainly should suggest the idea
to any part of the legislative branch
that should undertake to construct my
Cabinet. I gave him distinctly to un-
stand that I did not propose to in-
terfere in the matter at all even
by advice to personal friends
among the Senators, and that I
thought Mr. Sumner had not done his
duty as chairman of the committee, be-
cause he had hampered the business of
the State Department by pigeon-holing
treaties for months. Mr. Curtis said
that was impossible, for Mr. Sumner
had only a short time before told him
that his successor would find a clean
docket, and made special claims for the
execution of the work of the committee.
Knowing, as I did, the adroit arguments
used among Mr. Sumner's friends, I de-
termined to test the matter of a clean
docket. I told Mr. Curtis that I had
proposed to prove to him that his
friend Mr. Sumner had not told
him the facts, and that he had made
these statements knowing them to be
falsehoods. Mr. Custis was amazed at
my offer, but I assured him that he had
been frequently caught in similar mis-
representations. I told Mr. Curtis that
there were nine or eleven treaties before
the Senate from the State department
that had been there several months, and
had been in Mr. Sumner's hands, but
had never been laid before the commit-
tee. I wrote from the spot, Long
Branch, to the State Department, and to
my own surprise there proved to be more
treaties than I had said that had been in
Mr.Sumner's own hands for a longer time
than I expected. That was the 'clean
docket.' When I told Mr. Curtis about
it and gave him the record, he was
rather disappointed. He said it was re-
markable. I told him my object in
having the record searched was to show
him that Mr. Sumner was not a truth-
ful man, as others had found out before
me, and as I had discovered on frequent
occasions. The work of that commit-
tee when Mr. Cameron took charge
was in a most deplorable state, due en-
tirely to to Mr. Sumner's persistent ob-
structiveness and dilatoriness.

"I had nothing to do with his dismissal

from the chairmanship of the Foreign
Relations Committee, but I was glad
when I heard that he was put off, be-
cause he stood in the Way of even rou-
tine business like ordinary treaties with
small countries. I may be blamed for
my opposition to Mr. Sumner's tactics,
but I was not guided so much by reason
of his personal hatred of myself as I
was by a desire to protect our national
inter eats in diplomatic affairs."

"General, they are running civil ser-
vice reform very strong just now."

"So I see; but it will not work, be-
cause the theorists have disagreed
among themselves as to its practical
application. I do not attach much im-portance to that matter. I do not be-
lete it will suoceed, though I wish it

could, in some practical way. Take
Schurz, for instance. He is making a
businessof civil service reform. But he
is a humbug, and Mr. Hayes will find
him out before long. It is a good thing,
but it is hard to apply in our country.
It is all very well to say that the busi.
ness of office seeking shall be abolished,
but the office seeker cannot easily be
abolished, and the more the theorists
quarrel among themselves the further
practical civil service reform seems to
recede."
