"It so happened that in 1874, while in Eng-
land, I becairnl, unilder the auspices of tho•lra-
zilian governnent, instrurilental in placing
the Amanzon valley inll direct steaiu coinrmiuni-
cation with Europe, and in thius Olening Iup to
England the trade of the interior of Brazil.
I have returned to A nierica after an abseloce
of four years, and have fOlund to ilry regret,
that our trade is dull, and our manulfacturilng
andt explorting irlterests languishing. One)i
half of Brazil's tral.de lielongs to us and we
can andil ought to do a business with Brazil of
at last $150(,0010,0ll annually, and could we
secure some part of it now business would be
greatly benotited. The way to do it must be
pointed out by a wise'r hetad than mine. I
ipresure, however, that, in the language of
lorace (Greeley, ' the way to do it is to do it.'
"Having frirquently visited Brazil, giv, n

for years almost my exclusivo attention to
the subject, I have bia'one convinced of the
soundness of the following propositions,
namely: 1tl T'hat our trali with Br'azil is
ridiculously insignificant; (2) that it is capa-
tie of tlre grealtest expiansionl; C) that we must
have an outliet for our exports; (4) that Brazil
is a more desirable field fir theml."

The lecturier silen't soirle timie in describing
the geograplhy and institutionl s of Brazil, and
the character of tile valley of the Amazon.
He then said:

Let Rio designate the southern, Para the
northern, Pernambuco the eastern, aind Ma-
vaos the western errnrer of the elllpire; the
distance then to Rio is 6011 miles less from
New York than from Liverpool; to Pernaml-
buico 41)0 miles less; to Mavarls and to Para
1380 miles less. InI 1874 the exports of Brazil
hatd already risi'n to $104.01)0,0(1; coflTe,
$61,000,000; cotton, $13,000),000; sugar, $9,-
500,000; hides, $6,500,000; rubbeir, $5,750.,000,
and tobacco, $3.000,000, constituting the prin-
cipal items, which was equal to) an incr'e;ase
of nearly :00 per cent in a little more than
thirty years. Her imports averageS$110.000,100
annually. To her ilnports Enrglaud con-
tributes 511, per cent, France 20 per cent,
Portugal 5 per cent, and the Uniteud States,
which is nearer to Brazil than these other
curiuntries. conlltributes only 4 per cent. That
is to say Brazil butrs annually from England
about $55.000,e0o worth of goods; from France,
$22,000,00o; from Portugal, $5.000,000, and
from the Unitel States only about $4,000,000.

TheI lairge shar'e Of other countries in this
trade is, pi'rhaps, explained by the fact that
they have so rmany lines which dispatch their
steamers regularly friin Brazilian ports.
