The matter of the disposition of certain por-
tions, and large ones by the way, of the school
funds by the late Republican offieials was not
autil yesterday clearly figured out, but an expla-
nation of the manner in which this portion of the
money was raised and drawn was figured out
yesterday by a Daon.RAT reporter, who hap.-
pened to mention the matter to a prominent
broker.

It was known that the ex-Auditor Johnson, as
well as Clinton, had Issued warrants for the in-
terest due the several townships in each pat ish,
but how those warrants were paid was the ques-
tion. The warrants, it seemse were drawn against
an annual appropriation of $50,000 by the Gen-
eral Assembly, as in 1875, when in

TRAT OIJNIBUEl APPROPRIATION,
the $80,000 gift (?) reads "appropriations to
various townships for interest due from the free
school fund, or so much thereof as mar be neees-
sary, the same to be paid out of the current
school tax fund, fifty thousand dollers."

How the amount due each township was ascer-
tained was another pusale until the broker threw
a little light on the sulbject, and he claimed that
it was ascertained from the Interest ledger kept
by the Auditor, which exhibited the gross amount
of the sales of stateenth sections, in each township
of each parits, and the annual interest on thtse
amounts, and the tatse Treasurer knew nothing
of this until the Auditor's warrant was presented
for payment. The accumulated sales of these
sixteenth sections were invested in Sta e and other
bonds, on which interest was psl t annually, the
interest tax rvied each year by the State being
for the purpose of

MtEfTIRN THE AeNNUAL INTItREST

due on these obligations. It seems that from
1861 to 1877 there was no regularity in the colleo-
tion and payment by the tax colleetors into the
ttate treasury of the interest and other funds,

from which cause these warrant holders found no
funds into the treasury to cash the warrant leasued
by the Auditor, and without regard to thb condi-
lion of the tyeasury, keeping only in view the
amounts which the interest tax ledger exhibited
as due and upon the $50,000 sppropria'ion.

To get his money up in some of these warrants,
THE BROKER REFERRED TO

applied for and obtained through the courts a
mandamus compelling the State Treasurer to
detach the due or past due coupons from the
bonds held by him as truset funds, and that
amount was transferred from the interest fund
to the free school fund. After detaching the
coupons the Treasurer would present them to the
Auditor, getting from him the required authority
to transfer, and then could pay onu on the Aund-
itor's warrante drawn against the free school
fund.

Of course, the market was flooded with these
FREE PCHOOL WARRANTS,

and the parish school boards in order to raise
funds would dispose of them at fifty cents on the
dollar and make appropriations to cover the de-
foloency, while those who manipulated the war-
rants had their little coupon scheme and $50,000
appropriation, whereby they got

DOLLAR FOR DOLLAR.

Especially were these warrants controlled by the
"bears" of the warrant makhet in 1871, 1872 and
1878, as the brokers will remember, and even
then they should have been worth 90. Thiu mat-
ter will be made the subject of an investigation
by the legiseltiveoommirtee, Judge Ogde,'s, to
examine educational matters when, they will find
the facts as above stated. If all accounts be true
there were rings and counter-rings interested
in this class of warrants and considerable money
was made, one transoction alone amounting,
it lIs said, to 925,000 or $31.000. and that was after
an accumulation of both
