Improvement of thoe Mlluelmppl River.
The St. Louis Repblican in an article on

the proceedings of the St. Paul Convention,
ra :

No matter what the cost of the improve-
ment, judiciously executed, may be, the re-
duction in rates calculated on the low water
freight alone going up and down the river for
five years would pay it. One of the greatest
difficulties in the navigation of the Missis-
sippi river is that boatmen require to have at
least two kinds of boats for the same
trade in different seasons of the year-
large boats for high water, and small, light
draft boats for low water. Either this, or
they must build their large boats with
very light draught so as to do low water sor-
vioe-which means that a 2000 ton boat must
be so constructed as to get out on five feet
water by carrying only a fourth or a third of
a cargo. Of course, the freight carried has
to pay for all this--the extra expense of two
boats, where only one ought to be required,
or the cost of employing a 2000 ton boat
built at a cost of $60,000 to carry the cargo of
a 800 ton boat that would cost only $251,000.

Weats financial as well as navigation
difficulties, which must be taken into
account, in building boats and fixing the
rates of freight. The river is divisible into
three sections-St. Paul to St. Louis, St. Louis
to Cairo and Cairo to New Orleans-and if
there could be secured the minimum depths
proposed by the St. Paul convention-five feet
bor the first, eight feet for the second and ten
tdet for the thlrd it would rid the problem of
Smv-vigation and river carriage of its chief dif-
leulty. Boatmen could adjust the draft of
their boats and their freight rates to the es-
tablished minimum depth; the necessity of
building boats that can be used only one-
third of the year would be avoided; the
charges for carriage would be lessened; and
the whole commerce of the river, largely in-
creased by the lowered rates, would reap the
benefit of the improvement.
