Repeal the lankrupt Law.

By unanimous consent Senator MoOreery has
intaduced a bill in the United States Senate
*ir the repeal of the bankrupt law, passed eleven

tears ago. That law has proved during tials too
long trial to be a proliflc source of r okletssness
and fraud. It ought to be repealed with the least
poelbie delay. A bill for repealing it passed the
House nearly two years ago, but was buried in a
committee of the Senate amid a mars of unfin-

bshed business. Iton examination that same bill
should prove to be a good one, it would perhaps
expedite business for the Senate to revive and
pass it and send at to the new House for concur-
rence. The evils of the present unjust bankrupt
law are felt throughout the country.

Fifty Teos of Poultry and Game.
In order to be able to meet the large, and

sometimes unexpected, dem ,nd for poultry and
game, as when the steward of an ocean 4team-
--ip orders forty dozen chickene, one hundred
turkeye, sixty geese and ducks, besides large
quantities of game, the dealers in Fulton Market
rented a building in Front street, near the mar-
ket, and have constructed in it three large re-
frigerators, with the capacity of fifty tone. The
cooling tanks are so arranged that the tempera-
tore can be inoreased or diminished in each re-
rigerator, and the ice and a alt can be replaced

every day. The poultry and game to be pre-
served are placed in shallow boxes, open at the
top, with wire bottoms, allowing the air to oircu.
late when the boxes ate piled one on top of the
other. The dealers, in contradiction to a general
be-ief, say that it is more difficult to keep poultry,
eto., in extremely dry, cold weather, than in
moderately cold or summer weather, a moist
condition of the atmosphere being the best.-[N.
Y. Times, 21st.

The Spanish Back Rising.
Madrid special (10) Now York lerald: The

news of the enormous differential charge of 50
cents per ton charged by the United States in
September upon Spanish vessels trading in Amer-
ioan waters, was received here a few days ago,
and was confirmed yesterday. Its publication in
the Madrid papers has brought forth expressions
of deep resentment on all sides, more especially
among the mercantile classes, whose interests
more or less are affected by the change. All the
papers devote editorials to the subject, and their
4r5tioisma are of the sharpest possible kind. The
reason of the measure is unknown here, and as
no warning or explanation had been given, either
to the Spa ,ish government or the Spanish Minis-
ter at Washington, it has taken every one com-
pletely by surprise.

WasnmxNaox, Oct. 20.-With reference to the
differential duty of 50 cents per ton now collected
from Spanish vessels in the United States, it is
ascertained at the Treasury Department that all
that is needed for its removal is an aseurance to
our government from the government of Spain
that no discriminating tonnage duties are levied
on our vessela in any port of Spain or of the
Spanish colonies. The department circulars of
last August and September on this subject were
based upon the requrements of the law of Febru-
ary 27 1877, that a tax of 80 cents per ton should
be coldlected from the vessels of every foreign na-
lion not exempt by treaty provisions from the

payment of a tonnage tax exceeding 30 cents per
ton. Our treaty with Spain contains no
"most favored nation" clause. and cousequently
Spanish vessels cannot claim exemption from the
extra tax of fifty cents per ton except upon a
showing by the government of Spain that its im-
position is unjustly discriminating and not par-
alleled by any similar impoets upon American
ressels in Spanish ports. Whenever such an au-
thoritative assuranoe shall be given through the
Spanish Minister or otherwise, the President will
andoubtedly, by proclamation, remove the addi-
tional tax complained of. The Treasury Depart-
ment, in anticipation of such action, some time
