tion of the waters of ti's lake. The building is
situated on the lake shore, to the west and in
resr Of the Washington Hotel, and at high tide
the lake covers the steps at the entrance door.
From all appearances it will cost a handsomeI sum to secure the building from the enerola•h-
ments of the lake waters, particularly in case of
strong nor'westers.

There appears to exist a desire on the part of
the administration to utiliee the Delachalse
grant of a tract of land in the 81xth District, on
Uonstance street, donated for school purposes,
but how to do it is the great question. The lot,
which measures slxty feet front on Constanoe
street bye depth of 180 feet, Is sit uatd only three
blocks above the MoDonogh schoolhouse now be.
ing constructed at the intersection of Harmony
and linth streets eant Onstance street. The
school asoomodation in that locality, with the
newochool, does not Justify the administration to
erect another building. hence some time must
elapse before it ls utalied.

THE SMALL-POX IIOMPITAI,.
The location selected for the Small-I'ot Hoe-

pital has been abandoned, from the simple fact
hat the filling up of the square upon which it

was proposed to ereot the building will, accord-
log to the lowest bids, cost over $0000, or half as
much as the building itself. Another site is sug.
gested by Administrator Edwards in the vicinity
of the Dublin Avenue machile, which will re.
quire little or no filling up to suit the purpose.
The only diioulsty in the way is that the owners
of the property ask 1e100 for the needed square,
which on reference to the assessment rolls, is
found to be valued at 800 only.

A TAGETDY.

A Man Shot and Instantly Killed at the
Corner of Mlelpomene and

Loeust streets.

A single pistol shot, fired at 11 o'clock last
night, at the corner of Melpomene and Locust
streets, upon investigation revealed the fact that
anoth r human being had been ushered into the
country beyond.

uffioers McDermott and Putnam, who were do-
ing patrol duty in that vicinity, as soon as they
heard the report of the pistol, hastened to the
scene from whence the sound had come.

On arrriving at the corner above stated they
were informed by two women that the man who
had done the shooting had run down Locust
street. The offioers never stopped to investigate
the result of the shut, but keot on in hot pursuit
of an unknown man whom it was alledged had
done the shooting and had run down Locust.

The offioers eager to cap:ure the violator of the
law, pressed on at full speed, but after running
several blocks, gave the chase up.

They then returned to the spot where the shot
had been fired and found a negro man in a kneel
ing position against a fence, with his head on
banquette.

The officers picked him up to see if there was a
spark of life remaining, and found that he was
not dead, but as they were straightening him on
the ba•quette he breathed his last.

On surveying the surroundings there were
signs of a hard fought battle before death, as tae
deceased clutched in his right hand a white han-
died spring dirk, which he must have tried to use
in defense of his life when scuffl ng with his an-
tagonist.

At the cornerof the street where the deceased
met his fate is a one-story frame house, which is
oocupied by two negresses named Mary and t
Bainey Williams. On the steps of this house was
found a hat, cosat and vest, which was identified
as the property of the sooused. This was a link
of evidence, and it was also secertained about the
same time this discovery was made that the de-
oeased had visited this house about 8 o'clock that
afternoon.

This caused the ofBoers to interview the
inmates of the premises, and as they were
in the act of entering the door they saw a
man named Lemon Holmes in the soat of gett ng
out from under the bed.

The officer interviewed Mary and Rainey
Willisms, also Lemon Holmes, and as their state-
ments were very oontradoitory, they were made
prisoner, brought to the Becond Preoinot Station,
and charged with being implicated in the murder.

A conveyance was procured and the body of
the murdered man was also brought to the
Second Station, where, upon examination, the
ball was found to have entered the left breast,
just above the nipple. The body has been identi-
fed as that of T. Lockwood. He has the appear-
ancoe of be ng twenty-five years of age.

Bergeant OGalvin, commanding the Second Pre-
oinct ttation, interviewed the three prisoners
confined in his precincot, and from their state-
ments, although conflioting, he is of the impres-
sion that Lemon Holmes is the man who mur-
dered T. Lockwood. An attempt was made by
the pollae to find some traees of the pistol usneed
by the murderer, but their search was a fruitless
one. The supposition is that after using the
weapon he threw it into the canal.
