We understand that some of our prominent
produce merchants appreciating the absolute
necessity of a Board of Trade In this city, have
in oontemplation the calling of a meeting of
gentlemen engaged in the trade, at an early
date, for the purpose Of perfecting an organi-
zation of the kind, and the appointment of a
committee to draw up a suitable charter to be
presented to the State Legislature at its next
session. We hope this matter will elicit the
sympathies and co-operation of our mercantile
community generally.

We have seen a telegram from Capt. Kouns, of
the steamboat Alexandria, dated Jefferson,
Teas., November t, stating that he had to leave
that place "with about 10e bales: cotton all go-
lng'East by railway." Now, should not this lit-
tle item cause our merchants to feel a certain
degree of humiliation? To within a short space
of time our trade with that portion of Texas, of
which Jefferson is the central point, has been
quite extensive; but now we see that the St.
.f•uis and Eastern drummers are drawing it
away from us. One week ago, as we are In-
formed, there were seven representatives in the
town of Jefferson of St. Louis mercantile houses
alone, agalnst one of New Orleans. The presence
of the steamboat Alexandria showed that no
e'oase could be made on the score of want of
s hiping facilities to this port. A thousand
bale boat could obtain only one hundred bales
of cotton for New Orleans, the great cotton
shipping port of the United States I

Our people of the Crescent City must open
their eyes, cast off the lethargy which seems to
be weighing upon them like an incubus, and
use their best efforts and energies to recover
the trade of Western Texas; if they do not do
so, we will lose it altogether, and that soon.

Agentleman connected with the Texas and
Paific Railway Company, writing from Mar-
ghall under date of November 1, speaks as fol-
lows, and we wish to draw particular attention
to his letter:

The record shows

only one in every five thousand of these
eers has been lost, and of the number that

taisappeared a large portion was recovered.
While the late war lasted the Bahama Islands

were in a flourishing condition, but since its
close their importance, commercially and Do-
litically, has declined. They did anlimmense
business in blookadea running, but now their
main reliance is on pineapples, the exports of
which to this country amount to about one
hundred thousand dollars a year. Those not
in the trade will be surprised to hear that there
is an almost prohibitory tariff on the article.
According to the reports to the State Depart-
ment there is a chance to extend our trade in a
small way with these islands, and we know that
every little helps.

Imports ot Dry7 oods at New York.

The imports of dry goods at New York in Oc-
tober were t4,62,s90, against $5.327,377 in Octo-
ber, 187e, and $5,795,141 itj October, 1875. In the
first ten months of 1877 the total imports at New
York of dry goods were $69,191,974. against

70,670,546 in 1876, and $91,144.545 in 1875. The
fgures for 1877 are $36,404,452 less than those for
the similar period in 1878.
Legal Tender Fluctuations of National

Bank Notes.

National bank notes were shown by Stewart
L. Woodford, in his recent address before the
Bankers' Convention, to be legal tender in all
payments to the national government except
customs duties, in all payments from the na-
tional government except the gold interest on
the public debt, and in all payments between
national banks. The Clearing-House of New
York requires the payment of balances between
banks to be made in legal tenders.

Business Prospects.

In estimating the future course of trade there
are some conditions on which we can rely with
reasonable certainty, and ,others which are in-
definite and uncertain. It is not questioned
that the great agricultural interest is in a fair
state of Drosperity; and that for this class of
population there must be a fair demand for
supplies. Next in extent and importance, after
grculture. come manufactures and the me-

cianical and mining industries, which it is
generally admitted present conspicuous excep-
tions to a condition of prosperous activity, and
next in numerical standing come the classes
engaged in professional and personal services,
and those employed in trade and transporta-
tion, the purchasing capacity of which depends
upon the prosperity of productive industries.
The census of lsp gives the number of persons
engaged in all of'these classes, as follows:

These figures show at a glance the relative

importance of the chief branches of production
or employment.

The agricultural class produced in 1870, ac-
cording, to the census, products valued at

S2,447,000,0o0. This class of population, as be-
fore stated, are now in a condition of fully
average prosperity, excepting in the cotton

.4 .Iates; and the degree of allowance which
must be made on account of that exception
may be Inferred from the fact that of the total
value of products just enumerated the cotton
States-i e.. Alabama, Georgia. Louisiana, Mis-
sissippi. South Carolina. Tennessee and Texas-

1 produced only $450,000,0O0; so that, estimating
the agricultural interest bythe value of its pro-
ducts, we may say that eighty-two per cent of it
is in a condition to take the usual quantity of
goods in exchange for its products.

The relative standing of the manufacturing
interests is indicated by the fact that t-he last
census states the value of its products at $1,885,-
e0o,000. These ilgures, however, it should be
remembered. Include duplications, as where
iron is reckoned es piU and then as rods and
bar.s and again in further shapes of manufac-
ture; or leather first, and then as boots and
shoes and other leather goods. The manufac-
turing interests have suffered much siuce 1873,
but wtthin the last few years they have recov-
ered a good deal of their former activity. Yet
prices are less and profits narrow. This is es-
Decially true of textile goods. In the iron trade
there has not been so marked an improvement.
the products of which in 1870 were vs follows:

Each of these branches had been unduly

stimulated by the excessive building of rail-
roads, and it is reasonable to expect that their
recuperation will be more gradual. It must not
be forgotten that labor in almost every branch
of industry has been forced to accept a lower
scale of wages, while it has received as a com-
pensation, in part, a reduction in rent and in
the prices of most of the necessaries of life.
These facts make it fair to conclude that the
country, taken as a whole, is in a condition to
consume the usual quantity of goods. Cwing
to the general decline in prices, the volume of
business as represented by money and the
net earnings will be less. Nevertheless, the
purchasing ability of all classes will gradually
increase. The same amount of necessaries.
comforts and luxuries can be procured as in
former times, and all should be as well off in
yespect to enjoyments and actual property as

A Lane Ship's Cruise.
[San Francisco Call.]

The British ship Ida Iredale, while in the
South Pacific. on a voyage from Androssan, on
the Clyde, to this port, took fire and was aban-
doned on the 15th of October, 1876, while in the
latitude 12.20 south, longitude 107.45 west. News
has come to hand that her hull drifted about
for nine months, and was discovered at a point
2350 miles distant from where the disaster
occurred. She was towed into Tahiti. and
an inspection of her hull was made by the
English Consul and Capt. Turple master of the
London missionary vessel Joan Williams. Capt.
Turple makes the following interesting report
as to her condition and her long voyage with-
out captain or crew: The whole of the wood-
work, indeed, everything combustible, had
been consumed, leaving only the Ironwork
of what was once a remarkably strong
and substantial vessel. The foremast
hHs fallen over the port side and has entirely
disappeared from the deck upward. The bow-
sprit, with a portion of the jlibboom, still re-
mains, though displaced from its position. The
main and mizen lower masts, with all ironwork
attached, remain within the structure, having
fallen in. The bread and water tanks have evi-
dently exploded alter generating steam. The
whole frame from 'tween-deck beams is sadly
distorted and twisted by the action of the fire.
Many of the beams are broken by the weight
of deck fittings, etc. The collision bulkhead
still appears intact. There still remains. I
should suppose, about too tons of ashes and
debris, which are still burning. No water is
visible in the hold, and the iron plates of the
ship outwardly appear little damaged. The
bottom is clean-kept so, I imagine, by the in-
tense heat. The figurehead is uninjured.
From the position where she was abandoned
to this place is about 2350 miles. The ship
has therefore driven that distance between on-
tober 15, 1876, and June 8, 1877. The course
made by the burning wreck I supposed to be
about west.southwest, south or the Paumota
group: then meeting with the southeast winds
which prevail during April, May and June, she
was driven to the northwest until taken in tow
by the French man-of-war. It is a most remark-
able thing that a burningship should have driv-
en over eight months in the Paclilf without be-
ing reported, and that she should at last be
brought into the port which her captain and
crew had reached seven months previously.
