WASHINGTON, Nov. 17.-I have received about

;a dozen telegrams from New Orleans in the last
forty-eight hours asking me if I told the truth
in my dispatch lh Wednesday's DEMOCRAT, to
wit: That the entire Louisiana delegation had
indorsed Lawrence for Collector. The exact
_ate are that the whole delegation signed the
recommendation. the text of which was uncon-
'dltfiual; but G.bson, in signing, made certain

lhaginal notes of reservation. The others
*igned it without reserve, and added personal
Tort to official recommendation.

Sam not at liberty to give the text of Gibson's
reservation, for such papers are held at the
White House to be privileged communications,
and nobody but Gibson himself has the right to
publish the conditions which he appended to
his recommendation of Lawrence.

I may say, however, that Gibson's objection
*as similar to that which appears in my letter
,written last Tuesday, and which ought to be in
Sunday's DEMOCRAT, along with this dispatch.
In fact, I may say that Gen. Gibson will not dis-
sent from any of the views expressed in that
letter, on that subject.

The balance of the delegation-Ellis, Elam
and Robertson-indorsed Lawrence without
condition, as likewise did Leonard and Dar-
ral. I think Spofford vouched for the standing
and character of Lawrence, but declined to act
in his official capacity, in view of his own dell-

.ate situation.
Among the influential persons here from

Louisiana, in a private capacity, Gen. 1. B.
Simms was most conspicuous in advocating
Lawrence. About the only prominent Louis-
ianian here, who earnestly combated Law-
rence's appointment from first to last is Col.
W. H. Roberts, who strongly urged upon the
President, in a personal interview, the impelicy
of establishing Warmoth as the recognized Ad-
ministration leader in Louisiana. He, how-
ever, said nothing against the personal char-
acter of Lawrence. BUELL.

"-epubilean Senatorial caucus-No Agree-
ment Reached.

- W swnwveN, -Nov. -s.-The Republican len-
ators held a caucus this evening to see what
•ould be done towards an agreement as to the
contested seats from Louisiana and South Car-
olina.

IONQRESBIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

The House.
WASHINOTON, Nov. 17.-Mr. Atkins, from the

Cammittee on Appropriations reported back
the army appropriation bill with the Senate
amendments. He said all the amendments were
mainly immaterial. The principal pointof dlf-
ference was as to the force of the army, the Hen-
ate having stricken out the limitation to 20,000
men and put it at 25,0oo. The commi tee recom-
mends non-concurrence in the amendment
which strikes out the appropriation of $50.ooo
otr converting smooth bore guns into rifle can-

non. The Senate had reduced the aggregate
appropriation to the amount of $100 00on. IIn the
course of his remarks Mr. Atkins expressed the
hope that the amendment increasing the army
would not be concurred in.

It was decided to vota on each amendment
separately.

Mr. Patterson hoped there would be a di-
vision of the question on the reduction of the
army and the retention of four regiments of

\cavalry for the frontier of Texas. He wanted to
vote for the reduction of the army, but doubted
the constitutional power of Congress to locate
regiments.
The amendment fixing the expenses of the

Commanding General's office at $2.o000, was c mn-
curred In; that increasing the pay of paymas-
ters' clerks to $s5 was non-concurred in.

The Senate amendment authorizing cavalry
regiments to be recruited to 1000 men, or as near
as practicable to that number, and authorizing
*. sufficient force of cavalry to be emplyed in
the defense of the Mexican and Indian frontiers
of Texas. was concurred in by ayes 140. nays 126.

The amendment fixing the force of the army
at 25,000 men, was also concurred in by a vote of
134 ayes to 130 nays.

The vote was partisan, except that Messrs.
Culbertson, Giddings. Luctroll. Mills, Sehleich-
er, Throckmorton. Williams of Michigan and
Williams, Demr-crats. voted in the affirmative.

The amendment authorizing troops to be sta-
tioned on the Texas border was concurred in.

The other questions on which th-re was dis-
agreement were referred to the committee of
conference.

Hon. L. S. Metcalfe, member elect from the
third Missouri district, was sworn in.

Mr. Stephens introduceda bill for the finan-
clal relief of the country and providing for a
return to specie payments without disturbing
the industrial and commercial interests of the
country. Referred to the Banking and Curren-
cy Committee.

Mr. Swann moved to go into commit
t
ee of the

Whole to consid-r the Paris Exposition bill.
Mr. Buckner raised the question as to its con-

lsideration. for the purpose of taking up the re-
sumption repeal bill.

On a division there were 124 yeas and 99 nays
In favor of the exposition bill, and the yeas

-. nd nays being demanded, the House by a vote
of 144 to 123 refuse' I to eon.ider the repeal bill.

The debate was limited to four hours. The
House then went into committee of the whole.
with Mr. Springer. of Illinois. in the chair.

Mr. Swann read as, a part of his remarks, the
port f a majority of thecommittOe.
Mr. Hamilton. who submitt--d the report on

behalf of the mino it.y offered a substitute
prohibiting the rayment of any money from
the treasury for thde purpose of partieipat'ng in
the exposition. and spoke in favor of his amend-
ment, He thought the present condition of the
country demanded the exercise of the, areatest
economy, and he would not be justitled in
voting a dollar of the people's money for this
purpose. He ridiculed the idea of making an
a~propriation for this purpose,

Mr. Calkins said that agri. ulturists of his
district said that Congress should make a lib-
eral appropriation for this purpose. liI dis-
sented from the views of Mr. Hamilton. If this
country is properly represoened at Paris it
woild be a great gain to our people.

Mr. Williams, of Wisconsin. believed in the
effliency and good results of these expositions,
and thought they should therefore Jue encour-
aged, and that encouragement should come
practically from the government. Private en-
terprise could not properly exhibit the re-
sources of the United States, because the expo-
sition did not recognize private individuals.
The exhibition was to be an exhibition of the
nation. No better opportunity coult be pre-
sented fot inspection and comparison and for
judgment than in such an exhibition as was
proposed at Paris. He referred to the good re-
suits which followed the Vienna Exposition: for
by these exhibitions of our manufactures there,
all manner of trades were advanced.

At the close of one hour's debate the commit-
tee rose, and the House at 4:30 p. m. adjourned.

Mr. Lines
appeared in behalf of the Mexican government,
and F. P. Settle. of Indiana and Mr. Morton in
behalf of the claimants. The committee will
hear further arguments on Monday.

Meeting of the American Colonization
Soelety-Liberlan Immigration.

WARHINGTON, Nov. 17.-A special meeting of
the Executive Committee of the American Col-
onization Society was held in this city to-day, at
which umbrage was taken at the report recently
pr cured from the State Department, in
which Liberia was spoken of in an un-
favorable light and declared unhealthy, and
characterized generally as a country,
immigration to which was neither profitable
nor safe. A resolution was adopted by the com-
mittee, that instead of replying in detail to the
charges contained in the statement, they would
prefer to present the views of gentlemen whose
characters for intelligence and whose opinions,
formed from personal observation in Liberia,
constitute them impartial judges.

Attention was called to thb expressed views of
Rev. Abraham Hanson, formerly Minister to
Liberia, Commodore W. Schufeldt and Bishop
Gilbert Haven, who lately returned from an
official examination of the Methodist Episcopal
Church missions in Western Africa. The first
named gentleman says he resided about three
years in Liberia, and during that time he ac-
quired knowledge of industrial and domest e
habits and comforts of the citizens. The con-
dition of the people was encouraging, and on
every hand he saw proofs of industi y.

Commodore Schufeldt.in his official statement
to the Navy Department. said he was c,, nvineed
that immigration. with a moderate capital, was
a'l that was necessary to place Liberia (n a per-
manent footing and to insure increasing pros-
tterity.

Bishop Haven compared the advancement
made by the American colonies during the first
flfty years of their existence and that of Liberia
during the same nnmlmr of years. and said that
with inferior advantages Liberia lhad Progressed
as far as the colonies had.

DOMESTIC INTELLIGENCE.
MOTION FOR A NEW TRIAL IN THE

CARDOZA CASE.

Interesting Points Ralsed-Probabilities
of a New Trial.

COLUMBIA, S. C., Nov. 17.-Yesterday Judge
Melton argued a motion for a new trial in the
case of Cardoza. The exceptions cover over
thirty pages, and embrace points of law which
have never arisen in this country before.

One of the points contended for is that the
memorandum written in phonograph charac-
ters does not to any one but the writer, consti-
tute a record as defined by law. He knew that
Chinese would be admi'sible in evidence, on the
ground that disinterested persons could be
sworn as interpreters, and such memoranda
translated to the jury.

He also claims that owing to some technical
irregularity in the preparation of jury lists,
two of the ju-ors were ineligible. An inter-
view with the sheriff revealed the fact that there
are reasonable grounds for that objection. The
points raised in the exceptions excite great in-
terest, and the impression is that a new trial
will bhe granted. The cases against Jones and
Woodruff, clerks, and C. Montgomery were dis-
posed of by nolle prosequi. There are five
other indictments against Carpenter. Cardoza
and Smalls, and the Attorney General is dote--
mined to prosecute them to the end. Senators
Johnson, of Sumpter county, and Clinton. of
Lancaster, members of the old ring, have yield.
ed to the pressure and will resign their seats.

unction with Muhktar Pasha. and the unitedforces gave the Russians battle and changed

heir hard earned success into defeat, com-pelling them to retreat to Deviboyo.

This victory of the Turks has given MukhtarPasha a respite in which to strengthen Erze-
roum, which had already been rendered formi-
lable by over too Krupu guns.
The position to which the Russians retreated.Deviboy, is on aeres' 20001 feet higher than

:he surrounding country, and presents formida-
ble obst ilies to an attacking force. The Krupp
guns mounted by the Turks when in posses-
sion of it were taken by the Russians, and have
undoubtedly been added to since their retreat
thither from Erzeroum. It is not positive, how-
ever, that it can be maintain-d ling, as it has
nothing on which an army can be subsisted.
The Russians are still bombarding Kars.

Turkish Efforts for Peace.

Rowland & Co. applied to the Mississippi Valley
Transportation Company, and Mr. Haarstick
informed them that they could have all the
tonnage they wanted to New orleans, but could n
not get tonnage at any price from New Orleans li
out; that it was all engaged for three months P
ahead. tU

Now, the practical question for commercial H
men to settle. and it seems t me that it de-
volves upon New Orleans to take the initiative B
in solving the problem, is, how is this to be
remedlied ? Millions of tushels of coon in this
section of country will find its way to New Or-
leans very shortly if tonnage out can be ob- tl
tained. Mr. Iowland states that every commis- n
sion merchant in the city is daily in receipt of
orders from Europe for corn, and they cannot
comply bIectuse of the lack of tonnage out
from your city. As shown above, it is imprao-
ticable to ship via New York.

An impression prevails here that
THE BARCE COMPANY

is interested in the movement to forward corn tt
to Europe now in anticipation of a large tle- b
mand and increased price, and that they are n
endeavoring to prevent others from obtaining a
tonnage out. Whether this suspicion is co rteot i

A LETTER
from Hugon & Howard. ci mmission merchants
of London, shows that corn laid down in Lon-
don tby way of New Orleans costs 5 las 2d per
ton, and sells tlcre for 5 eIs per ton, leaving a
very fair margin. The firm writes:

"This margin is due to our Raving the New
York houtses profit by buying direct from the
centre of rroduction--St. Louis. We may al-
mIost always reckon upon this margin when
buying from your iSt. LYouis) markst, and there
is consequently a good opening for future busi-
ness."

Thomas Pike & Mrgan. one of the largest
commission houses of Bristol. England,
write:
"It has become a recogaized fact that much of

the business hitherto dona in New York is being h
pushed West to Chicago and St. Louis. as mer-
cha'ts this side feel that extra prolt is being
mande by the New York men, which, of course.
enhances the cost. And again we know as a
faytthat through bills of lading can be better
arranged in the West than in New York."

The Money question.

A writer in the New York I:ll4bdin quotes' as
follows from a prominent Germaivpaper:

'The periodically returning scarcity o
money has been attributed to the coining and
banking reform, and it has been pretended that
the raising of the discount rates to 5-1 per cent
in a time when credits are proportionately only
moder'tely oecupied,forebode nothing good for
the future."

The writer argues against this assumption,
but concludes with the following sentence:

"The result of. the coining and banking re-
form is the following: The uncovered paper
money has been reduced by forty-seven pe~
cent. say from 611,07.000 marks to 323,511.0oo
marks tn place of auilvercirculationnow re-
dutled by 881,700,000 marks, we have a gold cir-
culationa incoreased by 1.172.871,000 o mks, gold,
coin. Not less than twetvy-two diffnrent kmndu
of government paper, currency have been re-
placed by a uniform issue of the' Empire
(lR'ichscassensoheinei and instead, of thaler
and florin bills we have 'ma kartes,' whose cri
culation has nothing inconvenient for the
Dublic, as the banks- accept them. matually.
From this it follows that in 3%; years the coin
and paper circulation of Germany have under-
gone an important revolution, which will onle
be completed after the 1-1 and 1-6 thalers sbaltd
have besa called in. The banks whieh have
thalers in their vaults will be obliged to look
out for gold to replace-them; therefore the im --
port of this metal from foreign countries will,
still cause many movements in the gold and
metal markets."

INMIRMATION OBRTAINED FROM P•IS.
1. Up to date (August 23, 1877), the, Bank of

France has not flxed a. date for resumption ol
specie payments, notwithstanding that he_
stock o•' precious metals alone corresponds
to the total of her circulation; but since several
months they refuse to exchange small bills for
large ones, and offer gold or silver for them, at
the option of the holder.

2. The five-franc pleces circulate freely in all
transactions of daily life, and did so even last
year, when silver was much lower; in fact, no-
body takes much interest in this question, and
certain writers who proposed a demonetizetiontof silver last year are not listened to, and are
less pressin g nd confident.

3. The bank holds about s0oo0,000,000rancs si)t-
ver and 1,400,000,000 francs gold.

4. The consumption of precious metals for
manufacturing purposes has been less than be-
fore the war, owing to the very saving habits of
he people since then.
