Mr. Nott inquired concerning the repairs at
the Quarantine Station, and specially how and
by whom they were to be paid for.

The president explained that he was required
by las to furnish the city with a budget as a basis
for an appropriation. He had furnished one
covering only the expenses to be paid by the city.
This had been sent back, and another required
setting forth all receipts and expenditures of the
board, before an appropriation would be made.

Mr. Nott then offered a resolution, which was
carried after considerable discussion, authorizi g
the president to appoint an expert to examine
and estimate the wore done at the Quarantine
Station and report thereon to the board.

On motion of Col. Hardie, it was
Ilesolved, That resident physicians at all quar-

antine stations are forbidden while on duty to
acoept the hospitalities of vessels; and that the
rules and regulations of the Board of Health
adopted June 18, 1855, as far as not amended, be
rigidly enforced.

On motion of Dr. Jones it was
Iiesolved, That Col. Hardie be requested to

prepare an article on the subject of the drainage
of the city of New Orleans, and to make such
suggestions and recommendations as he may
deem necessary in Its relations to the public
health, and that the president be authorized to
embody said article in his annual report of the
Board of Health.

The president mentioned the resignation of Dr.
Finney and the appointment of Dr. Carrington
as his successor who would go down to take
charge on Saturday.

The president also announced the licensing of
two more odorless excavating companies-the
Crescent CiOty Company, on application of Oser &
Regel, on the twenty-frst instant, and the La-
fayette Company, on application of Philip Loman,
on yesterday, making six companies In all now
licensed.

The board then adjourned till the next regular
meeting, that being the first Thursday in De-
cember.

Bome of Packard's friends seemed highly
elated over the proepeot, for the reason perhaps,
as one of them stated, that "it would make it
mighty interesting for Hayes," and that seems to
be about the only solace the faction has, since
nothing in the way of official pap hab been tend-
ered to their chief.

The collectorship muddle has not yet been
settled to the satisfaction of "outb" or "ins," and
neither side know just exactly where they stand. ,
The Warmoth-Lawrence faction are securing

they can in the way of petitions, in dorsements,
etc., to forward to the Senate committee and to
the Senators personally, and on the other hand
the Packard faction are doing everything they
can to oppose the confirmation of Lawrence by
raking up and forwarding old records. The Re-
turning Board wing are anxious that matters
shall rest in stalfts quo, as it gives them at least
a new lease of a month, and for that reason are
helping both sides to gouge each other.

Some of the anti-Warmoth-Lswrence faction
have it that there was one of the Louisiana con-
gressional delegation in the city when Lawrence's
nomination was made public here, who had not

up to that time, but who, like some of those who
wanted to be on the winning side with Hayes
when Packard fell, wanted to be on the win-
ning side, and who straightway made for the tel-
egraph office and dashed off a dispatch, announc-
ing his indorsement of the new candidate, and
they say further that Congressman )arrall is now
exceedingly anxious that the other factions
should not know that he did so, as it is not defi-
nitely settled yet that that Lawrence will be the
Collector.

In connection with what the DEMOCRAT has
already said relative to the probable programme
of Warmoth, should he obtain control of the Cue-
tom-House, it was stated yesterday by one of his
admirers that the DEMOCRAT'S conjectures were
correct, and that, should he succeed, he would
soon

ORGANIZE A THIRD PARTY,
and, placing himself at its head, would, with his
patronage and sore-heads from the two parties,
make an effort to elect enough to secure a ma-
jority in the General Assembly of 1879, and, that
secured, his way to the United StaLes Senate
would be secured.

During the warm spell last week a party of our
city gents, well known to all good fellows, be-
came fired with an ambition to take a hunt at
Miller's bayou.

The game
to be found did not occasion much anxiety to
these amateur Nimrode, as they were provided
against all contingencies, and if one kind of
game failed them, they had within themselves
ample resources for game which the burning of
" villainous saltpetre " did not necessarily form a
feature of. In fact, it is said that these hunts-
men did not so much care about the game it was
hoped they would bring down in the lakes and
lagoons as they did about the game they ex-
pected to "bag" by discriminating "bluffs"
and judicious "draws." One of the party, by
n me Red Cloud, stood prominent as a terror to
the balance of the party, and eitting Bull, who
had in many a melee felt the keen edge of his
tomahawk, asserted that he was invincible, an
admission Spotted Tail scoffed at; nevertheless,
to see if it was within the power of human
agency to "get away" with the shekels of Red
Cloud, they formed an alliance, offensive and de-
fensive, and, with high hopes of success, joined
fortunes.

The details of the struggle are omitted in con-
sideration of the lacerated feelings of the victims
who fell in the contest; suffice that Red Cloud
emerged from the melee of the strife with fresher
laurels and bleeding scalps.

Sitting Bull early qmt the contest; though
slightly wounded, he sullenly retired in disgust,
leaving his indomitable ally, Spotted Tail, to face
the battle, who fought long and well against his
cool and wary adversary, but was badly punished,
though not vanquished.

The hunt was conducted with all the rigor of
true sportmen. It was understood that all game
was to be shot on the wing. So far as known this
rule was carried out, as evidenced by the number
of poule d'eau shot in the head. So punctilious
was the observation of this understanding that it

MUNICIPAL MATTERS.
A DISCOVERY.

Our two Camp street ootemporaries have dis-
covered that it now costs $8000 to run the Mayors'
department of the city government against $22,.a 720 under Radical rule.

Neither of them mention, however, the word
radical in the comparison, possibly from fear of
wounding the feelings of their old friends. By
s the way, this is the first time that they have
made any allusion to the economy of the present
city government.

THE MTREET BRIDGE QUESTION.

In connection with the triangular confliot
among the three elements involved in the Tehoup-
itoulas street bridge question, that is, the city,
the street contractors and the Crescent City Rail-
road Company, the City Attorney has added a new
proposition, contained in the following communi-
cation addressed to the Administrator of Im-
provements:

S Nw ORLEANS, November 21, 1877.
Hon. John MoOaffrey, Administrator of Im-

provements:
Deear Sir-I had occasion some months ago to

give Mr. Bartley, one of the city ontractors, an
opinion on the question submitted to me in your
favor of the 19th minst. The loads which vehicles
are authorized to haul through the streets are
limited and presoribed by article 1247, page 528,
Leovy's Revised City Ordinances.

If they haul larger loads and do damage
they are liable to repair the same.

The owner of the wheels is, I think, the party
liable, and the suit should be instituted by the
party who is bound to keep the streets in repair,
whether that be the city, the railroad company
or the oontraotor.

The meaning of this communication is that
certain owners of wheelr, apparatuses used in
carrying heavy articles, suhob as granite and mar-
ble .slabs nd iron castings, are charged with
carrying loads heavier than are allowed by law,
wi bout taking necessary precautions to avoid
the breaking of the iron or wooden bridge cross-
ings. The communication, be ing iotend-d for a
city official is not so explanative as it might be
for public use, and serves only to add a new com-
plication to the street bridge mudde.

The
railroad company will make propositions to the
city looking to a compromise relating to the
owrnership of the batture property between
Canal and Poydras streets, the construction of the
Third District belt railroad, the Canal street
passenger depot and other matters.

Laying the Dust.
Yesterday we inspected the now apparatus

of the Crescent City Improved Street Sprinkling
Company, lately introduced here by Mr. J.
Joseph, superintendent, for the purpose of lay-
ing the dust on our streets. Instead of the old
one-horse carts, this new company has intro-
duced here heavy tanks, holding over ton gal-
leons, drawn by two heavy mules. The water,
owing to the peculiar construction of the mov-
able cask or tank, has a stronger head than
could otherwise be obtained, and descending
through a large pipe, it is distributed in the
finest spray covering a diameter of twenty-
eight feet. The little holes through which the
water passes are a thousand in number, and it
lays the dust without maki g the streets sloppy.

One of the improvements introduced is a
mechanical appliance by which, with a simple
movement of the driver's foot. the flow of water
can be cut off at once, thus leaving crossings
completely dry.

Yesterday there was not a little excitement
produced on Carondelet and Canal streets when
the company's teams tuined out and watered
those thoroughfares. In a fine spray the water
is distributed with equality over the whole
street in a quantity sufficient to prevent the
du-t from rising. Messrs. H. G. Stiebel & Co.,
who are the proprietors of the patent, have al-
ready introduced this new invention in the cities
of St. Louis. Cincinnati, Memphis and a num-
ber of other places. Already the company has
made contracts here which will insure a suc-
cessful use of this improved process.

OURI RIVER COMMERCE.

Gen. Cha'mers' Remolution Creatino a
Committee en the Commerce of

the MIisitslppl.
ICincinnati Enquirer.]

WASUiTN(uOON, $V. !),.-Ge-i. ('talmers'
resolution for the appointment of a commit-
tee upon the commerce of the Mississipl)i
river will likely prove one of the mo.t im-
portant measures of the Forty-fifth Congress.
The more we reflect upon the proposition to
create an additional standing committee to
consider the wlnts (of the commlnerce of the
Missij~sippi and its tributaries, and the Im-
provements in navigation necessary to its

ifll fruition, the more we are struck with its
importance and necessity.

'he Mississippi river Is, and In the future
will be, acknowledged as the pearl of the
Union, whose veins and arteries will furnish
the life blood of the nation, and whose pulsa-
tions will be equally felt from its mouth to its
remriotest extremities. The opening of the
mouth of the MIssissippi river will be felt at
Pittsburg, and at the digging of the Des
Moines Canal will pour wealth into New Or-
leans. The enlargement of the Louisville
Canal on the Ohio, the digging of the Muscle
Shooals Canal on the Tennessee, the pro per
distribution of snag boats and signal lights
in the Mississippi river, and the deepening of
its channel until there shall be a mininmum
depth of lifteein feet from Cairo to New (ir-
leans are objects of commrlnon interest to all
who dwell upon the Mislsissippi river or its
tributaries, and a committee which matures a
bill in the interest of any part of this homo-
gen ous country must benelit all. But it
cornmmlttbe charged with thie consideration
of the whole commerce of the country, with
its attention attracted by the ever-increasing
dlemands of the sea-board and lake com-
merce, might overlook the wants of our in-
land commierce, or sacrillce its interest whenl
it .sne in coxnllt'ct with the other. This alone,
shows the necessity for dividing the drttIes
now imposed upon the Committee on Com-
mercn, and we Iblieve it is admitted by
all that they should be dividel; but there is
some difference of opinion as to how this di-
vision should be1 made.

The resolution of Gen. Chalnmers has gone
to the Committc•e on Rules, composed of Mr.
Sp eaker Randall, Mr. Stephens, i r. Sayler and
Mr. Gartleld. The last two being from the re-
gion most directly interested, are favorable
to the resolution. Mr. Stephens favors a di-
vision of the Committee on Comlmerce; but it
is saicd he would prefer threco(,rn ittees--one
upon the coilrnmerce of the soabl oard, one of
the lakes and one of rivers. This would be
too much of ai g(ol thing, and the friends of
the C(halmers resolution will protest against
any change being made in it, as we have no
special interest in ally other views than those
of our valley. Mr. Randall, the other rncrm-
tber of the committee, is, as usual, non-com-
mittal.

It may he askedI whether the commerce of
the Mississippi Valley is of sufllicient inm-
portance to demand a separate committee to
investigate its wants. Let those who doubt
it look to the export of cotton alone from New
Orleans, and remember that the interior
trade of the West with the South, including
corn, meats, mules and agricultural imple-
iments equals in value annually more than
one-half of the value of the cotton crop. And
again, if the Pacific railroads are entitled to a
separate committee, the Mississippi river
certainly should be, because a single tow-
boat with its barges can carry to New Or-
leans at one trip as much produce as seven-
teen trains of fourteen cars each can upon a
railroad. This water transportation can be
extended without limit, and will be when
science shall have accomplished the proper
deepening of the channel of the river-and
why should it not?

A COUP D'ETAT.

Tihe ImposlIlity of ucth a Movement
Now In France.

[Correspondence of the N. Y. Evening Post.i
LONDON, Oct. 23.-This coup Id'otalf is little

spoken of in the newspapers, because the
subject is too dangerous a one to treat, but in
return it is the burden of all conversations
and the subject of all preoccupations. On
every side the possibilty, the probability, the
results and the means of it are discussed.
Some weeks ago a great deal had already been
said about it. It was Gen. Ducrot who was to
have made it at the head of his army corps
but the Due d'Aumale is also at the head of
another army corps and he exclaimed: "I
shall be in Paris before Ducros!" It is
as much in the interest of the Or-
leanists to prevent this coup d'etat as it is in
that of the Bonapartists to accomplish it.
The two essential personages in such a ven-
ture are the minister of war and the minister
of police. Now, in this particular case these
persons are two proteges of the Prince d'Or-
leans. On several occasions during these
last times it has been wished to get rid of
them; they have answered by threats. It
has been wished at least to dismiss the gov-
ernorof Paris, M. de Ladmirault. He was tohave been replaced by M. de Cissey,
who was shamefully turned out from
the Ministry of War a year ago for pecula-
tion; others say, for treason. In a Ltate
where sie reignsthat rascal would be in
the ;theore the eonsprators need

Ladmirault, drunkrd as he Is, brutal sol-
dier as he is has not been removed. Why?
Because he is a Legitimist.

That coup d'etat is discussed on all sides;
this makes it difficult of execution; it is ail1 ready called the casse-youp d'etal. The na-
tion is on its guard, and will prevent it.

Wrecks.
IFrom the IBritish Wreck Ielgister some sug-

gestive facts might be compilied. The number
of vessels entirely lost was t2 last year, being
a slight Increase on the losses of previous
years. In lifte•n years more than 12,000 per-
sons lost their lives by shipwreck. More than
a fifth of all casualties were collisions. A con-
siderable p(erentage of wrecks was due to
defects in the ships or in equipping them;
many were absolutely unseaworthy whenI they started on their last voyages. A curious
feature of these statistics is the large number
of wrecks occurring when the force of the
wind was not extreme- -say from six to nine
knots per hour. Such a breeze is not more
than is desirable for fast sailing, and therecord recalls the trite lines about the ships
that have gone, down at sea when heaven was
all tranquility. Perhaps the trouble with
English vessels is the same as that with the
American marine; that the benefits of im-proveil appliances, and of better seamanship
have been neutrallzed by the practice of going
to sea with the smallest crews that can pos-
sibly work the ship. But it is also evident
that the labors of Mr. Plirnsollare still needed
to prevent unseaworthy crafts from leaving
port.
