The State Printing Board met yesterday at the
Etseestle ofice. Preenit, Gov. Nicholls, et
oaeil president; Lient. Goy. Wilts, Speakes
Bash, Seator Itoberton, and l•epresentative
Latmrs and Leonhard, and was called to order as
19:2 p. inm.

The Governor, addressing Mr. Lamar, re
qursted that he would, In enator Stevens'ab
senae, set as secretary.

The Governor then remarked to benator Bob
eltoon that during hi. absenoe the board hal
held one or two meetings, but nothing delnite
had been done, adding that perhaps the Senatoi
had seen the papers which contained a report o
the proceedings.

Senator oberteon remarked that he had.
Speaker Bush slated that he would now for.

Governor Nioholls then remarked that Col.
Bush had

to the word "offer," thereby conforming to his
own views upon the matter.

hpeaker Bush said he had changed the word to
conform to the ideas of the board, and in order
that the publio might be given an opportunity of
giving to the board such offers a would enable
it to determine who the most suitable person was
as regarded the work to be done; also, that
when once the paper was designated it should
remain so.

Benator Robertson remarked that as far as he
wee concerned he disagreed in form but not in
spirit with the speaker, and that the aot placing
the public printing, as for a his own vote was
concerned, meant to give the board discoretionary
powers as to the seleotk n of the printer. He
odfred in the Bleate the proviso making that
stipulation, he said, and while he would see that
the rates were reduced to

he would not give the work to one that was not
entirely en rapport with the present administra-
tion, and did not fully reflect the views of the
people who had placed that administration in
power.

The Governor reiterated his views expressed at
a former meeting, which were, in substance, that
he would, for one. vote only rot such person or
paper who had supported the administration anad
reflected the views of the people.

Senator Robertson did not want a candidate
elected who did not reflect the views of the Gov-
ernor.

Gov. Nicholls said that he would not undertake
to control the views of the offcial organ, and
would dislike to have one selected to represent
his indivdual views.

Senator Roberteon remarked that he meant
the Governor's vievs as the exponent of those of
the people of the State.

The Governor stated that there were two sides
of the question to courider-first, the economical
side, and second, the political side, and at the last
session, speaking of the pohtloal side, he thought
that the organ was supposed to represent the

vIeWS OF THI PARTY,
and therefore being supposed to occupy that po-
sition, he had a right to see that some one was
put in the position that would not breed distrust
among the people of the State. His main object,
he said, was to keep all of the good people of the
State together, and he would have a paper that
had the welfare of the people at heart and which
would not strive to divide them. Ae did not,
hocever want one that would take and adopt the
views of any individual, and did not want one
that would deprive the people of their views by
an abusive effort to drive the people to its own
views. He wanted a public printer that would
reflect the views of the people, and to that ex-
tent thought the board would have a right to see
that the printer chosen should be a person
who would conduct himself in that way. He
thought that all had a right to see that

Senator Roberteon thought the board should

olace the matter of rates in the hands of prao-
tical printers.

On the board, he said, were two members, two
gentlemen who were practical printers, who
could fix the minimum price, and the board
should elect a responsible party, and he thought
also that that party should conduct a party jour-
nal, as the next campaign was near at hand.

If the prices were too high, he for one would
vote to reduce them to the lowest price the work
could be legitimately done for.

Gov. Nicholls did not think Speaker Bush's
resolution meant that the law was imperative.
He believed it the duty of the board to econo.
mize, and this simply gave the board a mode to
ascertain one of the elements which would go
necessarily into the choioe of the board.

The Governor then asked Speaker Bush if he
offered the resolutions.

Speaker Bush said he did.
The Governor--Ie there a second to themn?
There being no response, the Governor re-

marged that he would ecoond the resolutions.
Senator Bobertson said he would offer a sub-

stitute.
Lieut. Gov. Wilts, addressing the Governor,

stated now that the resolutions were properly
befbor the board, he would take the same views
as those expressed by the Governor, in that he
did think he had a right to place his own con-
struction upon the law. He would not attempt to

COERCE ArY ONE,

and he believed it wrong for certain newspapers
to attempt to coerce him or to force him to vote
contrary to his own views. He did not
believe that the newspapers had any right
to pitch into one side and force it
to the views of the other. He had made up his
mind, knowing the views of the Senate, and was
willing that the eommittee should teke the mat-
ter and see whether the work could be done at a
lower rate. After being convinced that the tariff
was as low as it ould be reduced, sad still be at
fair living rates, the committee could report and
the board then preseed to the election of a State
Printer. He thought the attak of the papers on

which provided that the matter of the minimumrate be left to the editors of the Bee, GermanI Gc0as e, City Ilem and LoeuOtiana 1atue Re•iWer.

iHe said he wished the terms fixed at the mini-
mum price for which the work ought to be done,
Scarefut etamiatio of the prices when thus
fixed would permit the board o arrive at mini-
mum and fair prices.

Mr. Bush nid not oonsider that the paper
offered as a substitute came properly under that
head. One of the same kind had already been
bef.re the board, and the board had now a com-
mittee to make the same iaquiries, hence it was
clear that it was only an addition to hle resolua-
tion.

CAPITOL GONSIP.

Will the Special Eleetions in the Parishes
Re Held ?

Gov. Nicholls has received from the Attorney
General an opinion as to what is considered ofi-
cial information in the matter of holding special
elections, in which the Attorney General decides
that the Governor can issue his writ for such an
election, to fill a vacancy in either house of the
General Assembly, upon

ANY RELIABLE INFORMATION

that said vacancy has been caused by death,
Just there, however, another obstacle presents

itself to the calling of such an election in any of
the parishes in the shape of the third section
of act 101, approved April 80, 1877, which pro-
vides in substance that s complete registration
of all voters in each parish shall be made before
any election can be held. The election law, act
88, approved April 11, 1877, provides, in section
5, "That when the seat of any Senator or Rep
resentative becomes vacant, and there shall be
a session of the General Assembly before the
rext general election, it shall be the duty of
the Governor, within five days after having been
officially notified of such vacancy, to issue his
writ of election, directed to

THE PROPER RETURNING OFFICER,

whose duty it shall be, within three days after
its receipt, to give public notice that an election
will be held to fill such vacancy, on a day to be
named by him, which shall not be less than eight
nor more than fifteen days after the publication
of said notice, if such election be held during or
within fifteen days next preceding a session of
the Legislature; blt,if not then,the election shall
be held not less than twenty nor more than
thirty days after the publication of such notice,
and such elections shal I be conducted and the
returns thereeof made in the manner

REQUIRED BY LAW

for general elections."
The question is now whether the registration

act can be complied with atd a fall registration
made in time to hold the elections in the time
prescribed by the election act.

THUE UA QUESTION.

The Economy of Electrlelty as Applied to
the Lightlang of street Lamps.

The report of the committee appointed to in-
quire into the molt economioal mode of illumia-
sting the streets of the city, together with a
resolution providing that after the expiration of
the contract between the city and the Gas Com-
pany the lighting of the street lamps shall be in-
cluded in the contract with Mr. Thos. Pickles,
was ordered to lie over at the Council meeting
yesterday on motion of Administrator Cavante.
The only reason for this delay that we have heard
is that the matter is one of too much importance
to be acted hastily upon.

In this connection Administrator Diamond was
put in possession of interesting dooaments yes-
terday relating to the lighting of street lamps

BY ELurCTICITY.

One of these documents refers to the visit of the
Mayor of Boston in May last to Providence, R. I.,
to investigate the system now in operation in the
last named city for lighting the street lamps. It
wonud appear that the economy derived from the
application of the system of the Electric Lighting
Telegraph Company amounted to $7 80 per lamp
annually or to be more precise, that the sating
during tie first six months of the adoption of the
system had been $8 26 in the mere matter of
lighting the lamps, without including the ap-

nces, etc., needed in the performance of the

It appears that the original proposition of the
Electrio Company was that they would provide
the necessary oentral battery, the air pumps and
underground wires at $50 for each lamp, the n-
struments to become the property of the city of
Providence, and the company guaranteeing to
the city that while it would cost the corporation
only about $40 a year to keep the machinery in
order, the system would afford a saving of $15,000
per annum on 2000 gas lamps. There are about
8000 of these lamps in Providence. The mayor
of the city of Providence preferred, however, in
view of the importance of the first outlay to test
the. sstem gradually, and it was applied to only
290 of the street lamps distributed within a circle
of twelve miles, the Electric Company accepting
the proposition and agreeing to forfeit all claims
for disbursements in ease of non-success. The
result was, after the short experience referred to,

A SAVING 0or 825,
whereupon the City Council of Providence or-
dered the application of the electric lighter to 500
more lamps.

Mr. Reed, the agent of the company, we learn
from the same document, guaranteed to Mayor
Prince, of Boston, at the time, that he would
economies $104,402 10 annually on the 9048 lamps
of that city.

Mayor Pilsbury and Administrator Diamond
are both ambitious of testing the quali-
ties of the system. The only objection in the
way, however, is the original ontlay, which, for
this city, would amount to $180,000, at 50 for
each of the 8000 established gas lamps in this
city. Administrator Diamond will, however, ad-
dress a note to the agent of the Electric Company,
to ascertain the exact terms on which they wohid
be disposed to sell their patent right to the city.

The
communication has created, in p!ain words, utter
disgnut on the part of the city administration.
The railroad company, in their proposition to
settle with the city, manifest the same grasping
disposition which characterized the manner in
which they obtained their charter from a Radical
Legiselature. They claim proprietary ownership
to the grounds on which their passenger depot is
established at the head of Canal street, and the
batture grounds on which are situated their
freight depots, surrendering only the batture
between Canal and Poydras streets, all of which
a Radical Legislature granted them, regardless of
the rights of the city.
