The largest steamship except the Great East -
in ever built is now moored t, the wharf of the

rench Steamship Company, at Pier No. ro,
orth river. She is n rmed the H toper, and has
eretotore been usedin the laying of telegraph

cables. This is her first trip tothes coumnry. In
the spring she will return to her old work.
Rbe was built at Neweastle-on-Tyne. by C.
Iltohell, in la73, i-nd is classed 100 Al at Lloyd's.

bhe is 350 feet over all. Rr feet broad and 3•
feet deep. She is built of Iron, and is
rigged as a three-masted schooner.
She is registereli as 4935 tons, but
has a capacity oft 6)0 tons. exclusive of passan-
gers. She lhas two compound inverted engines
of 400 nominal lgorsa power, built by T. Clark
& Co., Newcas:le, and is fitted with steam wind-
lass, winches. crane and b liast, and donkey
engines. In her are thre.e cable tanks, one 41
feet In diameter and 30 f- et deep, another r,.1
by 30 feet, and the third r1 by 30 feeoot. In the
centre one have been stored 57,to0 bIushelt of
corn. In the s-paces h tween these tank- -1ne
has room for too tons of freight. boe will carry
out the largest cargo that ever left any pe'rt in
the United Stat -s. On board lt her are all the
rooms and appurtenances for the laying of
cables. She is manned by a crow of 100 men.

Christmas Beef for England.
IBoston Commercial Bulletin.I

Nearly all of the Boston dealers who have in-
vestigated the English b ef markta (and the
number who have done so is quite largo) con-
cur in the statement that It will be possible
hereafter to export a considerable quantity of
fresh beef from th s port to Europe at at fair
profit. Just now, however, the English markets
are well stocked. and the receipts from Ireland
are averaging22,000 tle per w ok. It. is, there-
fore, impossible at present 'o export either live
cattle or dressed beef 'ro this country at a
profit, but it is stated that as soon as the
supply in the English markets is re-
duced a little the shipments from thit port will
be resumed, and a•rangem nts have alredltly
been made by the same tarties who have la'ely
been shioping live cattle to send over a con-
signment of Christmas beef by th- ('unard
steamer whi, h sails December 8. The same
steamer-the Ba'av a-whih took out the last
shipment of beef will carry upon her next voy-
ae--November 24-1500 carcasses of mutton.
shipped by the butcher who controls the Boston
mutton market. Whether the shipper exnects
to make a pryfit upon th s mutton in the Eng-
lish market, or whether he is simply exporting
it for the purpose of relievine the Boston mar-
ket, is a queetie.n. It is stated that he hnas a ur-
plus of 20.0oo sheep to be got rid of this season,and possibly a portion of them will find their
way to England.

The Calitornia Vintage.
[San Facroioo Bu letin.]

The vintage of 1877 is not turning out as sat.
lefactorily a, those interested in California via-
iculture had rea-on to expect in the spring that
It would do. Then the vrost ects for at least an
average vintage -ere good. The settang of the
fruit on the vinecs was very s tisfaetory. The
vines having apparently passed this critical
period those best acquaint-'d with the vinicul-
ture of the -tate then estitmated the vintage
of 1877 at from 7.00oe.000 to 10,•l01esoc gal-
lone. Subsequentli. h wever, the strong
winds which prevailed took off many of the
blossoms and the long period of dry weath -rwhich followed deprived the vines of the
moisture which they so greatly needed. Theseason, consequently, closes with only one-halt.

The sma'l crop and size of the grapes will
also limit the production of raisins this vear.
It is so at Stockt-'n and at Blower's. wiher-
most of the California raisins are manufac-
tured.

Most of the small producers have got rid of
their last vintage at about cost. Large quantti-
tiesarehelot by larger producers fora better
market. The large wine-cellars arc cnse-
ouentlfull. while the small ones ac empty.
These facts, coupled with the small quian:ity of
wine obtained from the present vintage. are cal-
culated to facilitate the sale of wines and in-
crease their prices here and elsewhere.

GENERAL 1lEMARKS-Yesterday was an-
other bright day, just cool enough to impart. a
vigorous, active feeling to those whose business
kept them out of doors. Business, generally,
continued dull. Produce merchants are anx-
iously awaiting the time when prices will touch
b ,ttom before sendling onltheir orders; supplies
are light and market very quiet, in anticipation
of early developments. Money is growing
easier end but little good commercial paper is
offered on the streets.

At the commencement, yesterday, the cotton
market did not display any signs of activity
but. later, notwithstanding telegrams from New
York reported futures unchanged, and the mar-
ket in Liverpool easy, fa:tors anl buyers threw
off their lethargy, and sales mounted up to
12.650 bales, the market. closing active and
steady at the previous day's prices. The re-
cei)pts were 7107 bales.

On the sugar levee the market was quiet and
easy; receipts, 95 hlihds.. sales, 959 hhds. In
molasses tboe market was easy and active;
pric as slightly lower than those of the previous
day; receipts, 1994 bils.; sales, 1855 bbls.

The position of the flour market is un-
changed; holders are stringent in their de-
mantis, being generally under limitations,
while buyers, expecting easier prices, are hold-
ing aloof, consequently the business is insig-
niflcant.

There were fair arrivals of new mess pork
yesterday, anti in a very (comparatively) small
way the market displayed some signs of ac-
tivity. There were a faw sales of salt meat, but
the demand was light and market dull, though
some little tfirmness was shown in shoulders.

COTTON - The market opened under the de-
prt s-ing influence of a decline in exchange.
and although the feeling was easy. buyers asked
Saneessions which factors throughout the early

hours of the dfy refused to concede. That, of
course, prevented transactions, b .t subsequent-
ly, factots and buyers coming togeth.,r on the
basis of yesrterda's quotations. a large busir.ess
was dlone. 12,650 bales changing hands, the mar-
ket closing native and steady at yesterday's
prices. At New York prices were reported firm
and futures unchanged. Liverpool easy.
