If we have stenmship linos running directly
from our own_ports to all the leading commar-
efal ports In the world they would not only in-
oroass our revenuss but render mors sasy the
improvising of u navy in event of an unexpected
omorgency, These ve-sels ars construcied for
Hunm‘f and ean be easily eomstructed Tor pur-
poses of naval warlare. They will increnss In
number and importanse as our eapacity to give
navial protestion to our commerce increnses
and hance we find ground for the mar:nssitylof
keeping the navy in a condition to Tarnish
these protections,

Further on it Ia remarked that the present
eondition of the navy relatively to those powers
has loss aggressive foroe than at any time
during the past third of the century, except
during the war, or loes power Lo inflict perious
injury on the commerce of our encmy, Indeed,
the fact cannot be eoncealed and onght not to
be for it is well known to othor nations that
aven tho third and fourth rate powers, al t
withont excoption, are superlor to the United
Btates in shis respect.

For soma yoare past large sums have bean
expended in refitting a number of veseels of the
elass known 8 monitors, 'erhaps, under par-
ticular conditions with another power, rebuild-
ing them was not unwise, and within and ad-
1acent to the Gulf of Mexico they could be ef-
fectively employed in connection with other
vasuels, and for purposes whirh it is not now
pertinent to discuss, Apart from those monitors
and a eonslderable smount of material for eon-
struction now on hand, we have but little to
show for these large expenditures.

Tha Secretary is not inclined to favor the
buildiog of heavy armor-plated gun vesaels,
They are suiled for little else than harbor do-
fonse and may be llkened to movable fortiflos-
tions; and if it shall result that the use of them
shall be dispensed with to make place for im-
proved ships, rams nnd torpedo vessels, the
navy can become sufficisntly pupplied with fast
sailing and fast steaming veseels, of different
clafees and built as they are now built, to serve
in time of peace ns sclicols of instruction for
seamen, and in time of war to destroy the com-
meres of an enemy. 3

_In the report of the Hecratary of the Navy of
Rovember 20, 1876, the estimated amount for tho
pay of the navy for the present year was
37,300,000, the computation belng based on the
number of officers and men then borne on the
register.

Uongress, however, by the att of March 3,
1877, appropriated only 86,600,000, or $700,000 less
than the estimate,

This will necessarily produce a doflcicney at
the end of the flscal year, unless Congress shall
appropriate the above amount, the payment of
which to the officers and men {5 50 fixed by law
that it eannot bo avolded, The amount appro-
priated for the defjeieney at the extra session of

ngress had reference only to the lust fiseal

year, endlng Junae 30,1877, and was based on
the amount ascertainad to be due on the hooks
of the Fourth Auditor to officers, whereas the
defleieney here referred to is estimatsd for the
present flscal year, entling Juns 30, 1875,

The Naval Academy receives prafse from the
Secrotary, and he recommends, among other
things, that a number of cadets shall bo edu-
cated for the position of naval construcior, to
complete thelr edueation, afler leaving the
arademy, under the tuition of experiemm;ﬁ oon-
structors at some navy yard.

The estimates [or the several navy yards vover
Buch amounts only 68 are supposed to be ab-
solutely indispensable to kenp them in ﬁouci
condition. Tae Becretary urgos that something
be doue to arrest the decay of the Cobb dock at
the New York navy yard; otherwise, he SH.JS‘ it

We need only
refer to the eovaiing of the second act for the
purpose of exprassing our delight. The forte of
opr prime donoe is uwomistakably drematic
munic, and after hearing her in the inteneest
paerasages of “Trovators” and “The Huguenots”
we Jittle expected to be called upon
to epeak 1n most eunlogistic terms of
the supleness of her voice, the correctness of her
soslénufe in the apdante, which is so fraught
witlh danger when treated with the leaat cnre-
lezeness or lack of cultivation or native talent,
The cavaling, which is writien in & higher key
than ibe vuice of Miss Pappenheim, did ot secm
io the lesst, on that acvonat, to hamper her exe-
vativa, Iodesd, we noticed that mome of her
purest and most effective notes were in the
higher socale, and withal woere uttered wih s
warmth of expression which dessrved the three
oalip before the curiain which she received from
an anthnsisatie andience.
