Twelve Lives Known To Be Lost.

Mr. Devinney, the second elerk of the Lotus,
who arrived here Sunday, has obligingly Fur-
nished us with additdonal partleulars concern-
ing the destruction of that fine boat by five.

The Lotus, with a cargo of 1671 balea of cotton
and 525 sarks of eotton seed, from Red river for
New Orleans. having reached a point oppoaite
Waterloo, was discovered by the engineer to be
on fAre in the gangway at the after end of the
hoilers. The alarm was immediately given to
the pllot, who headed the boat to the shore;
but so rapid was the progress of the
flames that the lower deck was uunickly
enveloped, the steam pipe borst, and, the boat
becoming nnmanageable, swung arcund to the
middle of the river, Passengers and crew whre
foreed to jump into the river toescaps burning.
The stage planks and jack-stafl were immedi-
ately thrown overboard, and wers the means of
the saving of many lives,

The steamboat Willia was fortunately within
slght coming upthe river; a whistle, a8 a signal
for help, was blown by the Lotus, which was
prompily responded to, Had it not been for
this cireumstanes, the elerk thinks that but YOIy
ew persons would have been saved, The weatlor

Willie preserved the lives of many, who, having
egeaped being burned, were in imminent dan-
ger of balng [rozen or drowned,

The eoock of the hoat, Henry Richardson,
was burned to death whils holding on to the
stemn ; Peter Beagreen, deckhand, was burned to
denth, and Mr, Henry Loper, the mate, was
drowned; the chambermaid. Efanora, and sight
ronstabouts were also drowned,

There were fiftecn paseengers, not one of
whom was lost, thongh Mrs. Massey, of New
Orleans, while escaping through & window over
ta the wheel, was badly cut and hrujse
The hooks, papers, money and United States
mail were all destroyed, as’ wnsll as the entlre
bagzgage and clothing of the passengers and
Crew.
