The cane raised at Gwadaloupe
eontains 18 per cent of suar, and, hitherto, o
perosntage of 9.4, on an average, has resulted
from the ordinary factory machinery. Recent-
iy M. Ducharssing invented an imbibition pro-
eese, by which, it appears, the vield Is increased
from 0.4 to nearly 12 per cent; in fact, aceording
to the claim of the inventor, the advantage de-
rived from his process is & waim in the per-
centage of a yield of 2.33. At any rate, M. Du-
charsaing’s invention was deemed suffclently
*§mportant to warrant the awarding to him of a
$20,000 prize. Tho present premium, therefore,
is a second one, and it calls for nstill further
improvement to be made.
