otton Manufactilving at the Sonth,

This gubject has for vears engnged the atten-
tion of our political eeonomiete, and many and
diversa lave heen the opinions expressed
thereon by men of comprehensive ability, lib-
eril views and practical knowledge, Many
insiat that as long as our soil eontinues to ba
rich and prolific, we should devote our whole
attention to agricultural puranits, and lot those
who dwell 1n a sectlon of the country less
favored in this respect engage in the manufae-
ture of the productf—especially of our great
gtaple, eotton—of the Bouthern portion of Un-
ale Ham's dominions, This reasoning may,
perhape, apply to Loulsiana and tha soulhern
portion of the Biates bordering on the Gulf,
where the soil is of the richest and most fartilo
description,

But the planters living in the middle and up-
per sections of the Bouthern Btates have found
that the soil has become exhausted, and that

fhey cannct afford to resort to the usoof the
- axpensive imported fartilizers which are reqgui-
gite to make their lands productive. Conse-
auently many of them have withdrawn their
eapital from agricultura and invested it in man-
ufactures of various kinds, Fspecially s this
the aaae in Georgin, Bouth and North Carolina
and AMabama, The Hrst named State, as is well
known, leads all her sisters of the Houth inthe
manufacturs of cotton, Even befors the war some
of the Georgia cottons attained graat reputation,
and were preferred to Northern fubries of the

same olase, Bince 1865 manufacturing enter-
prises have been rapidiy pushed for-
ward, untll cotton spinning  has  be-
eomo one of fthe mest noted Indos-

tries of that glorious old Btate. An inves-
tigation, recently mado, shows that while East-

orn mills haye been losing money, those of
Goorgla and Curoliva have been ronning at a

profit, and that, too, in the Fuee of a close com-
potition s to both gqunlity and price of goods.
Inthie connection the Memphis Avalanche,

from which we take an extract or two, coples a

very interesting artiele in an Augusta journal,
designed as a comparison In point of mann-
facturlng advantages of the Houth and North,
It is in the shape of interviews with manufae-
turers, and answers the argumsnt made by Gov,
Straw, of New Hampshire, in Northern journa's
to prove that eotton can be much more cheaply
manufactured in the North than in fBe South,
The reporter called on Mr. Cogin, of tha Au-
gusta factory, who eaid:

There 18 no question but the Bouth possesses
vastly superior advantages In many ways, We
have onp of thebest climates in the world. The
atmosphere has just the proper humidity for
m&nu&t‘t- uring purposes. Now,at the North,
the air becomes so dry that steam has to be {n-
troduced into the weaving room to dampen the
atmosphere. 80 a8 to preventthe threads from
breaking. We never have any such trouble as
that hera, Agaln, the mills often have to stop
because the water courses are frozen up. This
never happens at the South, and we cun there-
fore run uninterruptedly. Wa can got o plenty
of execllent white labor. Infact, it is much bet-
ter than that which the Northern mills now
have, It s equal to the “Yankee" labor the
Northern mills used to have, but which they
don't get now. We oan make more yvoards of
¢loth per loom than they can, running the sama
number of hours as they do, and we can there-
fore afford to sell it cheaper. Our waler power
i# plentiful, and ehvaper on the average than at
the North. They can't bagin to compete with us
whers they have to use steam. It costs less than
g per horse power here {or water, while at Fall

iver, where stoam is used, the cost is $12 per
horse power. It wonldn't pay the Augusta fae-
tory, for instance, to use steam instead of water,
if all the necessary fuel was put down atthe
factory free, n the Augusta
factory work eleven hours a day. Thereisa
superabundance of white labor here, and we
never had a machine gtopped for the want of
help during the nineteen years I have beon with
the Augusta factory, If wo were tostart a mill
of the same eize of ours to-day, we wonld have
