Lgal Status of the •ld Cent.
The United States Treasurer states that the

old copper one cent piece is not and never was
a legal tender for any amount whatever; and
tha. consequently, postmasters are not re-
quired by law to receive it in payment of postal
41Me. The total coinage of the old copper cent
from the beginning of the government to the
present date is 156,288,744 cents, equal to $1,562,-
d7 i4. This tuinage was discontinued in Feb-
ruary. 1a7. They have been bought up by the
United States since that'time at their avoirdu-
pois weight; but they are now redeemable when
presented in sums of 82o. or multiples thereof,
at the mint or treasury, at their value. This
circumstance, however, does not constitute
them a legal tender in debts for any amount.

_blllselatla of the New York Chamber of
Life Insurance.

The New York Chamber of Life Insurance has
.gone to pieces. The association was organized
in 1878 to "add strength and stability to the
institution of life insurance administered upon

.ound principles, by co-operation, for mutual
assistance, and for the conduct of the business
with economy and in the most favorable manner
for the interests of theinsured." At one time its

'membership included twenty-nine companies.
'The chamber proved a disappointment in all
respects, The harmony of the companies was
lessened rather than increased by it, and the
valuable results expected from a comparative
,study of the experience of the companies. as in
the question of mortality, were not forthcoming
owing to the reluctance of the companies to ex-
pose the gradual decline of their business.

The Questlon of supervision of Cotton.

About two years ago the shippers of cotton to
this port, thinking that they were being de-
frauded by the extraction from their bales of
an unnecessarily large amount ofthe staple in
the matter of samples, raised their voices, loud

:and long, against this drainage of this source of
their wealth. Our Cotton Exchange, after a
thorough investigation of the subject, became
convinced of the truthfulness of these charges,
and wishing to preserve the fair fame of our
market, instituted a system of supervision of
cotton in Dresses and on the levee, which has
been attended with the most beneficial effects
This system, now in successful operation, of a
general oversight of the handling, sampling,
storing and shioping of all the cotton coming
to this port, is most carefully and judiciously
carried out, and has, to a great degree. served

.to restore the ancignt prestige that used to at-
tech to New Orleans cottons.

On the institution of this system great oppo-
4itlon was manifested, and loud and deep were
the anathemas uttered against both those who
-originated it and those who assumed positions
looking to its practical exemplification. It was
considered to be a kind of espionage, which
should not be established and countenanced
by such a respectable body as those gen-
tlemen who constituted the New Orleans
Cotton Exchange. But there was a differ-

nee of opinion on this subject, and a
•bupervisory board was established under
the auspices of the Exchange, which has
been of vast benefit to the cotton interests of
-his city and the country contiguous thereto.Touching this subject, we take the following
from the annual report made by Mr. W. C.
Black, dated. November 29, 1877, who was then
the honored president of the New Orleans Cot-
ton Exchange:

It affords us pleasure to congratulate the Ex-
•hange on the continued su8cess of its system

of sureedsten t npd lee Inspectlon. egh yearos the rzieinae n whleh onl serves to demon-
strate more fully and conclusively itsi great
value to the commerce of New Orleans, and
salutary influence upon the interests of all who
trade with our city in the great staple.

Reference to the supervision committee's re-
port shows that upwards of $t7,000,000 worth of
cotton hne been carefully watched and guarded
within this year, from the time of Its receiot at
New Orleans until its final deposit in the hold
of seagoing vessels, and we can, with pardona-
ble pride, point to the aggregate lose, made
from unavoidable causes, during the years
157t-77, (the smallest aggregate ever known in
this or any other market from which proper
statements can be obtained) as conclusivlvy
showing that Now Orleans tolerates neither
careless handlinginor petty pilfering of the cot-
ton Intrusted to the care of her merchants.
- At- your-- st- -ann-ua-i--m.ting -refer nec w-a -
made to the efforts of various cotton cities (in-
cluding Now York) that worn endeavoring to
successfully inaugurate our plan of supervision
and Inspe.'tion, details of which have been fur-
fished them on appllcation. This was men-

tloned at the time to show the appreciatil'n of
our efforts by other communities, some of
wbich were our direct c)tmpetitors. The infll-
ence of our example has reached thl great port
of Liverpool from whidh we have received the
unquala nfd Indorsement of her greatest mer-
chants and leading business men.

*Ltenm larges.
We think that there can be no doubt as to the

inadequate supply of river tonnage for the
transportation of grain to this port. The suDp
ply of ocean tonnage. both in steam and sail-
Ing vessels, has for three months been ample,
and our Western friends cannot make a com-
plaint on that score. We perceive, by the peru-
sal of some of our Western exchanges. that
parties Interested in this trade contemplate es-
tablishing lines of steam barges. In reference
to this design, we take the following from the
St. Louis Ifepublicana of the 11th Inst :

steam barges will be a prominent feature in
Western river navigation hereafter. No species
of craft has over bren devised which are more
economical or handler for the transportation of
bulk grain or other freight. They can be bulil
for very little money, with water-tight bulk-
heads and compartments, and operated by a
very small number of men. The navigation of
the rivers is very rarely interrupted by storms,
so that such objections as above noted as exist-
ing on the lakes would never be heard of here.
Tlese barges can be very profitably run in our
upper rivers, or larger ones from Quinoy. Keo-
kuk. ,Peoria and St. Loulis to New Orleans.
Whether they should be propelled by S•rews or
not has yet to be demonstrated, but with side
wheels never. The stern wheel would certainly
be perfectly efficient.

The Rteambeat Law.
[Mt. Louis Republican. 11th inst.l

The complainnts made by owners of steamboats
against swme features of the present law are
well grounded. One of these harsh features
makes owners of steamboats liable in a largdr
sum than the interest they have in the boat In
suits for damages brought against them. An-
other makes them liable for the loss of passen-
gers' baggage and clothing In case of fire. If a
steamboat is burned, every passenger aboard
her at the time may sue the owners for the
value of thte baggage lost, swearing to any value
he may see fit to place on it, anti tI
owners will have to pay. Both these pro
slons are unjust and unreasonable, the la -
ter particularly. There is no more propriety
in making the owners of a steamboat
liable for the loss of t passenger's baggage by
fire than there would be in making the proprie-
tors of a hotel respOnsible in a similar case.
The steamboat laws of the United States have
been the work, in a large degree, of Eastern
legislators, who proceeded on the assumption
that Western steamboatmen were addicted to
the practice of sinking, exploding and burn-
ing their vessels just for the sport of the thing,
or from Dure recklessness, and that, therefore,
they could not be too rigorously dealt with. The
steamboat Interest is to be found in the West
chiefly, and many Eastern legislators imagine
that it matters little what burdens may be im-
posed on those Western vooations that do notkreep a deputation of lobbyists at Washington
to look after thOeir interests.

Steamboating is not a lawless business that
requires to be discouraged by oppressive tri-
butes and exactions. There has been too much
of that. It affords thechoapest method of freight
carriage, and extensive communities are de-
pendent on it for facilities that the railroads
cannot supply. It deserves every reasonable
aid and encouragement that Congress can give
it. Itdoes not ask for special favors; it asks
only to be exempt from oppressive exactions,

St. Louis Globe-Democrat, Dec. 11:
Yesterday morning news of the sinking of the

towboat Bee was received. She sunk Monday
night at lo o'c•ock, near Moccasln Spring is
miles above Cape Girardeau, and 120 miles b••

-

low this city. She went down in 13 tentof water.
consequently with a six-foot hull, she has now
7 feet of water over her deck.k Only meagre de-
tails of the accident could be gleaned yesterday,
but (apt. H. C. Haarstick claims that she lies
straight and can be raised, while others are of
opinion she can not possibly be raised. It is
believed that she struck a rock and that her
bottom is pretty badly broken. She has a num-
ber of barges in tow, and was making her first
visit to St. Louis In many weeks having been
engaged in exchanging tows with the Future
City and Grand Lake for some time. Her barges
are safe, and it was doubtless better that this
boat should sink than one of the barges, as
their cargoes were of as much, if not greater,
value than the boat itself. The following Is a de-
scription of the boat,:

Hhe was built at Pittsbuhrg in the winter of
IRe5. and was thoroughly repaired in the sum-
mer of 1974 at the arondlDoet ways. In May.
1516, she was valued at $45.ooe, and last May she
was placed at $20,000. In consequence of recent
alterations she was probably worth about Y2s,-
one at the time she sunk. She was built for and
owned by the Mississippi Valley Transportation
Company.

Capt. S. A. Louis was in command at the time
of the accident. Capt. RI. W. Dugan and two
divers left on the City of Chester last night for
the scene of the wreck, and this morning Capt.
John Spane. with the wrecking boat Salvor. will
follow to arrive by the time (Capt. Dugan has
made his preliminary examination.

The M. V. T. Co. are about to buy another tow-
boat, and are building ten or twelve grain
barges.

VEVAY, Dec. 10.-Yesterday afternoon Capt. J.
Lawrence Carter, of the steamer U. P. Schenck,
met with quite a serious accident. While the
boat was receiving hay at U. P. Schenck & son's
warehouse a bale of hay, while sliding down
the chute from the warehouse to the steamer,
struck the captain on the shoulder, knocking
him on to the deck of the boat some ten feet
from where he was standing. When picked up
it was ascertained that the elbow joint was dis-
located, and that the upper bone of his arm was
broken, the fracture extending into the joint.
The wound is painful, but not dangerous. The
probabilities are that the joint will not be as
usefill as before the accident. His wound was
properly attended to by Drs. Woolen and Dar-
ling. of Vevay. The Schenck left here late last
night with Capt. Carter on board and Capt. A.
J. Schenek in command, who will probably act
in that cUa,.ity as far down as Cairo, when it is
thought Capt. Carter will be able to again take
command.

Memphis Avalanche, December 12:
The Chouteau took a lot of bridge stone for

Natchez. weighing about a ton and a half each;

here awaiting tonnage for some time. There
were a dozen or so of these stones to be carried
at $12 each.
