‘Wm. Barr & Uo.and Sernges, Vandoervoort &
Barney, leading retail dry goods merchants on
Fourth strest, commeneed payiog out one, two
and three oent pleces in change to their custo-
mers about p month ago, and sincethsen a dozen
of more smuller stores have adoptad the small
cuin currency. Beveral prominent muaufao.
turets of the city, insiuding Oharles Belcher,
Gerard B, Allen and Giles Filloy, are also doing
svhat they can to further tha [ntroduction of the
small coln currency. Thov are now paying
‘their hands, as some of them have been doing
for some time, the sxact amount dus each of
them every pay day. The custom with them
formerly was to pay their employes sither two
cants more or two eents loss than the amount
due them, If tho amount dua a certain em-
vloye on pey day was $9 11 or $0 13, he was
pald only $0 10, and if tho amount due was $0 18
or 8 14, ho was paid s 15 Thig is the
custom still prevalent among a large ma-
< jority of the manufacturers here. The sup-
porters of the penny system elaim that they are
gradually putting pennles into gensral ciren-
 lation. Thay say that as the Jonding dry goods
houses on Fourth street have uoited with the
FUNny paying manuiseturers the smaiior stores
Wwill soon bs ecompelled to adopt the new eur-
rency. It is diffieult to fovatell the result. Asa
rule, Western people sesm to bave an aversion
for coppers, and the attempt to introduce the
panny currency in St. Louls will meat and Is
mesting with considerable opposition. “Tha
penny will do for the elose-flsted Yankes, but it
i5 not the ourrency for the open handad West-
orn man,” said a prominent bag manufacturar
of 8L Louis the other day in conversation with
a well-known railroad man, and the latter an-
swered, “And it just shows that the country is
getting pooror and poorer every day.” Another
OBJECTION TO COPPERS
is that the meney is too heavy for general eir-
culation.  “Who wants to be carrying u load of
<oppers around in his pockets all the time?" is
ons of tho questions asked by the anti-ponny
man when addressed on the subject, and then
without waiting for an answer he invariably
adds, *No one wants to be wolghted down that
- way and have his pockets all torn out besides,”
The proprietors of the cheap stores on Frank-
lin Avenue, several of whom do a business
nearly as largo as the leading Fourth street
firms, who are patronized chiefly by ladies of
wealth and fashion, are, for the most part, op-
woeed to the penny enrrency,  "It's only an at-
tempt of those Fourth strect merchants,” sald a
Franklin Avenus dry goods man the othor day
to a newspaper repotrter, "to make the psopls
filieve that they are selling their goods at cost,
Why, I'll venture the assertion that we are un-
derselling them in everything; that eyery arii-
cle of goods that they have marked down, ray
from 40 tp 39 cents, we are selling for 35 cents,”
_Several of these choeap merchants on Frank-
lin Avenue have followed the example of the
. Fourtt strest stores, and have changed their
.Rnﬁes 1o Bult the demands of the new currency.
ttieles marked “ three for a guarter * are now
sold at cight cents apiece and areduction of
one o two cents is mw}a on the price of nearly
every article of goods ip the store. The redua-
tion, th_nu;fh small, Is sufficient to overcome
. any prejudice the J,leople muy have against cop-
}p.er eurrency, and the result is that the new
J eonverts to the penny system among the mer-
chants are doing a large business. How long
thess merchants will retain their penuy prices
e another question. If the manufacturera gen-
erally follow the examplo of the fow who ure
OW_parving out small coin every day to their
nds thers ean be but one resuli, the adoption
of the copper currency by all the merchants of
thecity, The employes of mapufactories form
a very large proportion of the population of this
eity, and it i= not likely that they will throw
away the pennies they reeeive from their em-
glaoyera woekly, or hoard them up until they
ye enough to exchange for money of a lnrger
denomination. Itie much more probable that
they wiil make uso of them ag soon as they get
theim, and that the stores that have changed their
ilj‘}wn to a penny basis will get their patronage.

anxiety to abridge his deserlptions, given us
searesly more than a glimpea at the stores of
his recorded observations upon the” geology
and paleontology of Bouthern Texas, It ris
earnestly hopod that be will make further con-
tributions to the seientific kunowledage of the
great Btute in which he has been, for half a
contury, so carcful and intelligent an observer.

Copss, one of the members of the
Amsrican Assoeiation of Beionco.and one of a de-
tachment from that body which recentiy visited
Texas for sclentifle purposes, handed to me by
you, has been carefully porused. I basten with
pleasara to give any and all such information
as my llmlted researches will permit,

The deseription given [nanote of Hon. Guy

ryan to Dr. J. 8. Copes, of Damon's Mound, sit-
uated In Brazoria county, and almost touching
and running parallel with the lower line of
Fort Bend county, is very good, but does not
reach the geologleal facts which the mound
prosents.

Damon's Mound runs almost due east and
west, and ig about three miles in length, its
greatest altitude is nearer the western than the
eastern end. The eastern and, for more than
ball of itslength, siopes or falls off zraduaally
divwn o the level prairie, The width is from a
mile to & mile and a half, and it i2 entirely sur-
rounded by the prairie. Iis greatest altitode
is about 140 or 160 fest. To the casual ob-
server, placed three or four milss distant on the
north side, the mound presents a uniform
samensss of front and heleght, but upon stand-
ing anywhare wlr%hu?] a gtone's throw of tha

hole in the mound, the closa observer will see |

that he is ccenpying higher ground than any
other portion of the mound. The surfacs eov-
aring, or soil, on he top and sides of the mound,
id of the same identical charscter as that of
Lhe surrounding level prairie, lying at its base,
Tha same form, substance and character of the
surface goll, on theftop and sides of the mound,
18 vasily identlfled all over the State 3

This heing one of the gaological features which
the top and sides of the mound pressnt, it is but
rensonable to conelude that at the time 1he sedi-
mentary deposit was proecipitated the mound
was desp down under the sea, or perhaps a
groatiniend inke. Tho holein the mound is
simply a voleanic aperture or erater, from
whenes eseaped the pent up gases and steam,
I have never been so fortunate ag to find any
voleanie tufa, pumice or slag, indicative of its
origin at the mound, hut have discovered many
fnets, both at the mound and in the bed of the
Brazos river, which disclosed the marks of fire,
Tha limestone qnarried from the mound {s of
tho very best qualiity. ;

gaw many very fine spacimens of pure crys-
talized limestono, the crystals being almost as
clear as the finest glass, which had been blastad
from near the original eone or crater. Some of
the broken boulders or pieccs of limestone bore
strong marks ef sulphur, as well as strong
traces of the red and blask oxide of iron,

‘L'he black oxide was the result of atmospheric
deoxidation, watar and fire. The rad oxide
was of a lively or living color, and clearly
showed the extinet fire, The boutders had bean
Orlkllml.lg solid masses or strata, and ln the vol-
canic upheaval had besn rent or broken into
various sized fragmoents by the escape of the
voleanle steam through fissures made by its ex-
{a&usivu foren, On my first visit to the mound
n 1827, and also on my second vigit In the year
1820, 1 threw small rocks or ]iz-lal':lea into
the hole or crater, aud eould henr each
ong leamnlg from rock to rock downwards,
until at fust it was lost in the splash-
ing of water a{ the bottom. The water
from a well dug on the western spur of the
mound was 8o impra%natad with minerals as to
rander the taste very disagresable. I have naver
heard of the water having been anulyzed. Upon
& close examination (with a view to strict ap
cation of annlogy) of the water-worn gullies
and dry ravinee in the north side of the mound,

found that each stratum in the gullies or dry
ravines of the mound corresponded exactly
with those of the banks of the Brazos, Colorade,
Bullalo bayon, Ban Jucinto, Trinity and Guada-
lape rivers. In places where a lateral section
of the banks of thn ggéllsa Or TAVINes was ex-
pased and had not n disturhed by the sli
ing down of the superincumbent strata, and
had boen freely acted upon running water
during heavy rains, I found {ron pyrifes and
lumps of sulphurie nodules, Their exteraal
appearance indlcated that they had been
long and often acted upon by water as well
as by fra, 1 also found some lumps of
thpsghme of lme and superphosphate of lims,
which upon belng pounded up and mixed with
water made a4 bagutiful and durable whitewash.
The same kind of lumps of lime and super-

hosphate of lima are found in the correspond-
ng strate in the hank of the Brazos river and
other streams already named. 1 have seen
thess lumps yarving in elze and welght from
one Lo ona hundred pounds. As a fertilizer
they are superior to guano. In the gullins nnd
dry ravines of the mound I found diminutive
speeimens of sphells, but 8o much worn as to
render them impossibla of classifleation. 1
find the snme kind of shells in a_petrifled state
inthe same strata (fossil strata) in the banks of
the Braszos river, but so worn as to be beyond
my power of identifeation. The difference in
altitude between those found in the banks of the
Brazos and those in a corresponding stratum in
the gullies of the mound being about 170 feet
perpendicular, The shells are of marins or
salt water origin, and must have Hved in very
deep water. 1 have never found anything lika
them in any other stratum nor upon the gench
of the Gulf of Mexico. -

The deposits or strate in the north side of the

are horizontal, an not show any warped or
broken ai;pearanco, elearly indicafing that the
different layers or strata had been deposited

count of ite fine limestone, It i3 my opinion
that at some no very distant day, by shaft Ll.l?’ or
borlt‘l]pz it, mineral waters of groat valus will be
found. 'That the mound contalns sulphur,
iron, manganess and other minerale there can
ba no doubt,

In _relation to the fosalls of Texas T beliave
that T can safely assert that no known Portion
of tha civilizod globs presents such a wide and
yaried flold of fosail remains, and especially
fossil osteolog, It is hera that the paleontolo-
gist, or fogsil oatenlogiat, or comparative anmto-

sl cin igh;a-r. and [east over specimens of a

ast creation. From Ban Antonio to the Sabinae,

rom the mountalos to tide water, the remslns
of the Elephis Giganticus (mostodon), Mega-
therium, Deinotherium, Loflodgn Gesthorion,
Fossll Bos, Saurian, and (their varied congou-
ere) thiat I have never been able to claseify, have
been, and are yot to be, found scaftered in the
beds of the vivers by the denudation of the
sireams coming in contact with the fossilifer-
ous stratum at ordinary high water.

Five miles below the town of Ban Felipg, in
Augtin eounty, in the hod of the Brasos river, at
very low water, 1 found & single tooth of the
grand mastodon  which weighed sixty-four
pounds, Thatoolh was ree Trom all forelgn
matter, Adhering to oneside of the tooth thopa
was o small piees of the alveolar procesa not
Inrger than the size of an ordinary hand of a
min. and in woight it conld not have exceeded
pue  pound, Four miles below Ban Felipe
I exhomed from the fossililerous strofs
one  gingle  tusk of  the grand mastodon.
which measured  nine  Ieel  six  Inches
In length, following the onteide carva of the
tnsk, Its greatest diameter was nine inches,
That portion of the tusk which grew into the
jawbone wae wanting, The dimensiona of tha
ossi innominata, vertebree, tibia, eliviele, ete.,
wera simrly Incredible. Ploces of the frontal
portion of the skull were fhree and some of
them four inehes thiek. At this time T do not
rorollect that the [rontal portion of the skull
bad any more than three sluuses, One was
perpendicular, running from the apex of the
skull down to the nose. The others wore at
right angles feom the perpandiraiar sinna. Tha
internal sellular fissnas were very largs, divid-
ing and saparating the lobes of the brain from
eich other, but all converging and uniting
with sach other ot the bottom or junction of tha
neck bones with the skull. The denuding action
of the river had torn away and carried off the
greater portion of this masterly skelston. I
have otten found joints or balls as well as those
portions making the socikets (Acetabule) which
wers aight, nine, ten, eleven, aond in two in-
stances twelve inches in dinmeter.

The foasiliferous stratum is twentv-one feet
slow the preseat surface of the sarth one mile
west of Richmond, in Fort Bend eounty, This
stratum contains the fossil remaing of those
extinet animals slready mentionmd. At the
town of Ban Felipe, in Austin county, the {ossil
astratum lies al a grealor rlrsléh, but that is on
account of a local position, The actual hori-
zontal position s the same, All the layers. or
strate, overlylng the lossiliferous are void of
y-getable or [pasil remains, and those under
this stratum down to the sarface of the Brazos
rivor ars also free of fossil or any organie re-
maing,

Four miles below Ban Felipo I found the elawa
of the megatheriam, (thoey may have bean the
Laoflodon,) one of which weighed four pounds,
and the largest weighed spyven pounds, with the
sheath or sovering {n a moat perfeet and beau-
tiful state of preservation by petrifaction. From
every indiention it wonld seem that petrifaction
eommenced its action upon the claws of the ani-
mal alwost in the artlele of deatl.

The jawhone, coutaining ene tooth, with the
entire condolold proeess, was in a perfect state
(}flyl‘!}servulir:u_ by potrifaction,

ke wedgn-like protuberances of the tooth
wrre but little worn and evidentiy showad that
this was the second change of teoth (the first
ll:i\;inf.; been shed) which the snimal had at the
time of it deuth, and that it had hacdly reachad
its full growth. The megaherium evidentiy
lived on sucenient roots, This animal could
uet have boan earnlvorous.

The teeth of the [ossil bos, in appearance,
eonformed to and were almost the exact repro-
sentation of our living buffalo, bhut on & much
lorger sealas, Tho sutures of the skull were in-
dented, only moch larger and more deeply knit
tuft_-.’.lxnr. : ‘ G

am satigfed that the fossil bos inhabited the
same clime, altitudes and latitudes, and were
conganers, and porhaps gregarious, with the
mastodon. 1f such should ever prove to be the
fact, then the mastodon and fossil bos are not
lost linke In the almost endless chain of animal
ereation, for the simple reason that the elephant
of the pressnt day is but the pigmy representa-
tive of the mastodon, and the buifalo is but the
fo=sil hos on a smaller scale,

I have nevor found a horse bone nor A
human bone o the fossil  strata,  with
but ono solitary possible exeeption, and that
wias tho  tibin or thigh bone of what
was supposed to be a glant man, Many anato-
mists, ecomparative anstomists, and [ossil
osteologlsts carefully examined this bone, but
disngread as to the genus to which It belonged,
Some said that it was human, others said that
it was not of the genus homo, All, however,
frankly acknowledged that it belonged to a
class of animals that had an ereet walk and
stature. Twenty years after | found the thich
bonw in gueation, I saw the skeleton of what

mixed up amo

ad been a very tall man exhomed from the
grave whera it had been repasing for ten years
previous to exhumation, Upon examination I
Iound a ecomplete uniformity in enrvo. make,
strocture and position, all except in size, length
and aolor,

These teeth wers round aad solid, and were
ovidantly earnjvorous. No, 1 was seveb inches
long, two inches wide on the crown or apes,
and weighed two pounds. No. 2 was seven
mmches long by one and thres-quarter Inches
wide at the erown or apex, and weighod one
and n half pounds. No. 5 was seven inches
long by three inches and a half wide onthe
crown or apex, and weighed nearly five pounds.
Nao. ¢ was six and a half inches long and four
inches wide on the apex or crown.  To give &
full and perfect description of the most im-
portant fossil apecimens which 1 obtained
aquring eight vears of uaaliring and  rigid
sanreh, would  require 8 letter of too

reat Inngth for your purposes, and would only
nterest the scientist,

Immediacely lying on the boulder stratum the
[ossil remains are found, mixed with shale,
ltrmkon sand rock, pebbles of int and petrifac-
lHons,

The bouldars of the boulder stratum are com-
posed of the finost red clay, free from any vego-
table or mineral matter., When dty the frae-
ture or clonnage 1s at every eonceivable angle,
1 have brokon a great many, but only in a fow
instances conecentrilc circles could be discov-
ared, On the gutside of all of them Is a thin
covering of a dark reddish or back oxide of
ron, with small gravel or pebbles adherent,

When the boulder strutum was [ormed under-
neath the great volume of water which must
have kaﬁ; the bouldera continually agituted or
in a rolling condition, a poweriul current of
water much stronger thap that of the Gulf
stream must have acted upon them, The
boulders vary in size from that of an egg to 10
or 13 ineches in diameter. The next inyer below
the boulder stratum is red eclay, mixed with
boulders having seams of phosphate of limo
running all throagh it in every conceivable di-
rection. ILcontains no vegetable or animal re-
mains. The next layer or stratum, and which
ranches ioto the water of the river, s of a bluish
gray eolor and is eluy, Iteontalus no vegetable
ar animal remains,

Fragments of the turtle shell, very thick, ara
found in the fossil stratum. Inthe sand layer,
which overlies the boulder stratum, I hava
frequently seen lumps of various sizes and
forms of the decomposed phosphate and
superphosphate of lime.

The blackborry and the
dewberry aiso abound, The materia medi
and pharmacopia would receive great addi-
tipnal resources if some first-class hotanists
woiid visit the forests and prairles of the State
of Texas, 1t would repay the patient research
of the botanist well, g
