These facts would seem to verify the pre-
diction of meteorologists that the current of
the gulf stream is slowly moving westward
to where, as the prehistoric forests of Green-
land testify, it originally flowed.

SILVER.
Tue remonetization of silver Is undoubtedly

the question of pro-eminent importance to
the country at this time. All our industrial
and commercial interests will be vitally af-
footed by the action of Congress on this
measure. All party lines are giving way
under its influence, and it is threatening us
with new political organizations as sectional
and fieroe as those which grew out of the
slavery agitation, and which lead to the War
of the States. The East has little or no po-
litical doctrine, except that the bonds shall be
paid in gold, and the West, upon the other
hand, is equally solid in favor of the repeal
of the Resumption Act and the remonetiza-
tion of silver.

Heretofore the South has not been excited
on this question. But with emancipation from
military rule, and restoration to constitu-
tional government, this great Issue is natu-
rally assuming as much importance to her
people as it possesses for those of the East
and West. Her statesman, merchants and
working people must decide Indeed whether
they will join with the great West in the
movement to impart renewed life to trade
and industry, and to relieve the financial
stress under which the country is laboring,
or give their support to the money and
bond-holding power of the East, which has
got its foot upon the neck of the people, and
is moving heaven and earth to keep it there.

The gold men and their organs have very
grossly misrepresented the case when they
allege, with so much pertinacity, thatthe pro-
position of the remonetizationists Is to make
ninety cents worth of sliver equal to one
hundred cents worth of gold. When the now
notorious fraud, through which Congress
demonetized silver, was perpetrated in the
interest of the bondholders and gold sharks
of the East and against the people, the silver
dollar was worth 10n cents. The demonetiza-
tion deprived it of its usefulness-outlawed it,
as it were- - and of course destroyed its value It
a circulating medium when it necessarily fell
in value. If gold dollars were deprived, by
an arbitary act of Congress, of their legal
tender character, they would fall in value as
the demonetized silver did. Indeed, any
measure impairing the use of, or destroying
the demand for, any commodty would im-
pair its value.

The act of Congress demonetizing silver
having destroyed a part of its value, an act
repealing that act and restoring the legal
tender character of it will, of course, restore,
to a great extent, the former proportions of
gold and silver. Indeed, the simple proposi-
tion in Congress to remonetize silver has
already caused an advance in that metal, and
the London 2Tmes, in Its financial column,
quoted in the DEMoOIAT this morning, esti-
mating what loss the English holder of Amer-

ican bonds would sustain were his bonds paid
in silver instead of gold, thus concludes:

"It is not for a moment to be supposed that
the difference would remain so great for a
single day were silver again 'monetized.'
We should probably see it at once jump to
fully be. per ounce, at which price the above
loss would be nearly obliterated."

The error of the charge, that it is the pur-
pose of the advocates of silver to make ninety
cents worth of that coinage a legal tender for
a dollar of debt, has already been fully ex-
posed in the East and West; but as it is being
reproduced with great learnedness here, it
was proper for us to go, very cursorily, over
the argument.

There are very many of our people who are
strongly disposed to oppose this great finan-
cial measure, who, we are satisfied, do not
know that the first idea of demonetizing slil-
ver originated in a false estimate of the fu-
ture supply of gold and silver. The
proposition was first made when the vaults
of the great European banks were filled with
the gold from the newly discovered and pro-
lific mines of California and Australia. The
immense supply of gold, it was believed,
from these mines would be sustained, if not
increased, and there developed a great
desire to discard silver and adopt
gold as the sole standard of value.
But the calculation has not been verified. Of
late years there has been a considerable de-
crease in the yield of gold from those mines,
while the increase of population, the still
greater increase of trade and industry, and
the vast extension of financial and commer-
cial affairs have created a greater need than
ever existed before for both gold and silver
coinage.

England has made gold the single standard
of value; Germany has done the same, influ-
enced by the immense war indemnity re-
ceived from France. Thus, as the needs of
the world for more money have grown the
tendency has been to unwisely restrict thq
standard of value to gold alone. Should other
European nations follow the lead of England
and Germany, and the United States adhere
to the single standard and the purpose to pay
its immense debt in gold, the civilized world
must Inevitably fall absolutely under the
power of banks, bondholders and gold rings.
The money power, In short, always arbitrary,
merciless, short-sighted, will impose upon

Sthe commercIal and workIng people a despot-
Slam such as the world has seldom seen; a
Sdespotism which workIng men and business
- men are feeling In this country now; against
- which the riots of last summer were a feeble
Sprotest, and which will finally work its own
- destruction by provoking revolt and violence
Sin every directIon.

The remonetization of silver at this time
would be a measure of great wisdom and jus-
tioe. It would have upon the trade industries
of the country, to a great extent, the stimu-
lating effect which has in every instance been
produced upon those of the civilized world
by the discovery of new mines of the pre-
cious metals. Civilization has, in one or two
instances, been imperiled by the failure of
mines which furnish nations with the precious
metals. The magical effect of the discovery
of the silver mines in South America upon
the trade of the world is well known. When
the discovery of quicksilver increased the
productiveness of those mines, a new stimulus
was given commerce and industry. The
wonderful infiucnce of the California and
Australian mines was observed by thousands
of flivag observet. In all these Instances
there was an Imaawied demand for goods,

a diminution of the precious metals works
oppression and ruin, and that their increase
stimulates industry and trade, and with the
country on the verge of bankruptcy; suffer-
ing, idleness and want everywhere, we find
the East, in the interest of the money power,
struggling against the remenetiation of nil-
ver and that solid and healthful increase in
the circulating medium which the country
need and demands.

"REMEMBER THE ALAMO."

On March 0, 18,6, the fortress of the Alamo
surrendered to the Mexican army that had
been besieging it for twelve days. All Texans
must remember the gallant fight of Its noble
little garrison. When, on February 23, 1431,
the Mexican army, 2000 strong, commanded
by the President of the Republic, aided by a
score of generals who had won their honors
In the rebellion against Spain, appeared be-
for+ the Texan fortress, and called on the
garrison to surrender, there were but 140
men within. These, however, were brave
men; they did not hesitate a second, but em-
phatically declined to surrender under any
circumstances. The Mexican army spent sev-
eral days in erecting batteries around the
fort; then sent a second flag of truce demand-
ing a surrender, declaring that if the Texans
did not surrender, then they would all be put
to the sword when the fort was taken. Again
the gallant little band declared "Americans
never surrender!"

The Mexican army then began bombarding
the Alamo from five different batteries and
continued this without cessation for twenty-
four hours, throwing over 200 shells into
the fortress. The Texas sharpshooters an-
swered this with their rifles and picked off
man after man from the Mexican ranks.
Seeing the hopelessness of taking the fort by
bombarding it, the Mexicans resolved to
storm it. This was tried repeatedly, day
after day, for more than a week, but the Mex-
icans were driven back every time with great
loss. Provisions, however, had become scarce
inside the fortress; the Texans had lost a
large number of their men, while those that
were left were completely exhausted by their
continuous watching and fighting. On March
6 came the last fight. Twice in that morning
the Mexicans assaulted the fort, and twice
were they driven back. A third assault was
more successful; the Texans could not load
fast enough to keep up firing. A hand to
hand fight ensued, the Texans clubbed their
riles and fought with the utmost desperation
until only six of their number were left. These
surrendered under the promise of protec-
tion. All remember what protection was given
them. The unfortunate prisoners were hacked
to pieces, while the very bodies of the dead
heroes were burned by the merciless Greasers.
Such was the massacre of the Alamo.

Those who read the story of the Texas reg-
ulators at El Paso will see this massacre
repeated. For four days twenty Texans
defended themselves against a thousand
wild and desperate Greasers. They fought
as well as the heroes of the Alamo fought,
and only yielded when their ammunition was
out. Six were killed in the fight, and three
were massacred afterwards. Of the twenty
Texans only one-half are left.

When the Texans met Santa Anna at San
Jacinto, a few weeks after the massacre of the
Alamo, their watchword was "Remember the
Alamo!" Shouting this cry they were invin-
cible, and the Mexican army was routed,
scattered and finally surrendered.

It is to be hoped that the resemblance be-
tween El Paso and the Alamo will not be con-
fi ned to the massacre of Texans alone.

The Eastern prese will doubtless treat us on
this occasion to a large dose of sentimentalism.
We shall hear again axd again of our "sister
republic," be treated once more to the story of
those Salt Lakes as if the only question at
issue was one of salt; hear much of Diaz's
good intentions, etc. The massacre at El Paso
will not be satisfied with this; it demands
punishment. It makes little difference
whether the murderers are Mexican Greasers
or Texan Mexicans; whether citizens of the
United States or not, they are Mexicans in
sympathy, language and ideas, and Mexico
is directly responsible for their act. It encour-
aged them to commit it; it pursuaded them
that, no matter how horrible were the mur-
ders they committed on American soil, they
had but to cross the river and our " sister
republic" would throw its protection around
them and refuse all the demands of the
United States for their extradition.

In whatever light the subject be viewed it
is Indisputable that Mexico is accessory to
this massacre. The action of the Mexican
authorities on the Lower Rio Grande, In re-
fusing to deliver up murderers to this gov-
mont, was a standing Invitation to all Greas-
er s to do murder on American soil when
they would. The United States must punish
these murderers. It will find, the moment
this punishment begins, that these Mexican
murderers will seek refuge on the "sacred
Isoil" of Mexico and from the protection of the
Mexican authorities they must be taken, war
or no war. This blood cannot be wiped out,
as the Eastern press would persuade us,
either by a railroad to Mexico or by a recipro-
cal treaty with our sister republic. "Remem-

*ber the Alamo."

The Democratic party, when it entered the
last presidential campaign, boasted of only
fifteen States, four of which, Alabama, Ar-
kansas, Mississippi and Texas, were recent
acquisitions. New York and Indiana were
regarded as uncertain States, debatable
grounds, on which the campaign was to be
fought. As for the States of the Pacific slope,
no confidence could be placed in them; they
were not to be counted for either side. In the
presidential campaign, the Democrats came
out with five new States added to their lis',
Indiana and New York in the North, and Lou-
isiana, South Carolina and Florida in the
South. The victory in these States was not
simply a temporary one, but they were all
added permanently to the Democratic list,
and are now to be counted on as "sure" in
any emergency. This made the list stand:
Democratic States, 20; Republican States,.18.

In the elections in November three more
States were added to the Democratic column,
California, Ohio and Pennsylvania, making
the standing to-day 23 to 15. Taking the
electoral votes of the States according to
their present attitude they stand 254 Dem-
ocrats to 45 Republicans, a Democratic ma-
jority of 139. The Democrats have gained
and the Republicans lost 70 electoral votes in
one year. At this rate the Republican can-
didate for president would not have many
votes to beek him in 1880.
