Shreve a name familiar to all river men,
he assisted in the work on the Red river raft.

Native, Liso Hiber-
sian and Harry Tompkins. and several others,
each of which fills a prominent place in river

nnalsa. In '1s84. during the Mexican war, he
ecommanded the United States steamer Ann
Chasewhiih he built himself atClncinnati. The
steamer had an eventful career, operating on
the Mexican coast and between New Orleani and
Vera Cruz and points below the latter city. The
Ann Chase, while off Sabine river, exploded her

oilers resulting in the death of several men.
