THE ACKLEN-DARRALL CONrE T EX-
PONISU.

The contest in the Third Congressional Die-
Met has excited attention throughout the States
from the startling fact. brought to light. The
aetilon of Acklen depended in the main on the

vote of the parish of Iberville. As first counted
it gave a majority for Darrall. Aoklen, though.
proved by a number of witnesses that votes were
esunted for Darrall that should have been count-
ead for him as his name was printed on the Re-
publican ticket. The court, under this showing,
ordered a recount. Previous, however, to hav-
lig the boxes opened, the commissioners of
election appeared under aubprrna of the coura
and identified the boxes, the seals and signatures
thereon as being intact; then the boxes were
opened in due form and the resount proceeded in
open court and its results elected Acklen. Here,
as was supposed, the case ended.

This recount took place March 6, 1877. Darrall
then took testimony during the forty days follow-
lag, until April 17; none of the large number of
his witnesses, however, swearing to any fraud or
ballot-box stuffing. Two months after tct time
for taking testimony had expired, and during
Acklen's absence, Darrall took the afiidavits of
three men, who swore that one Irnd had told
them he had stuff d the ballot boxes in lbervilleIn Acklen's interest before this recount. Pre-
vious to this, however, it appears, pp. 13 and 15
Beoord, Darrell had attempted to bribe Gordon
and Load to swear to baelot-box stuffing, but
with these he failed, though he found more
willing tools in Brookehier, Riddell and
Monroe. Brooksheir, who is at present
Under criminal indictment for embezzlement,
acted in this affair for Darrall as
an agent when Monroe was first approached on
the subject of testifying, but they could not agree
as to she division of the money to be paid, so
Brookshier left, but writes to Monroe from Abbe-
viLe. (See letter, p. 20.) Darrell then bad Mon.
roe come to his room, where the negotiations
were closed. (See Monroe's letter, p. 20.)

Baddell based his whole testimony upon a mem-
erandum which he filed in hts testimony, but
which, from the testimony of three witnesses in
webuttal, it appears was forged.

Monroe's testimony for Darrali was as strong
as he could make it. He swore that he was party t

to the ballot-box stuffing to the extent of par-abasing the lamp used on that ocoasion by Loud,
that he had full knowledge of the affa r.
Sdelts this took place in December. 1876, but

Three days after his
experte testimony he Is sent to Texa., thense to
Leeeburg, where he is now Colleotor under Dar-
rail's appointment. Thus far the sun set fair for
Derrall, but Monroe's failings exposed the whole
cospiracy. When in posseesion of the large asum
of mone.paid him by Dhrrall, 600 only of which
he gave Bi. wife (see page 10,, he deserted her
and took with him a woman of the town. Thie
naturally enraged his wife, who wrote to him that
it he did not abandon this woman and
return to her she would disolode his con-
epiracy with Darrall to Acklen, or his friends.
lHe wrote several letters in reply, begging
her not to do so and making many
promises, eto., and finally saying: "I would never
have teetlifed for Darrell but to save you from
want." But as he did not return, Mrs. Monroe
wrote to Acklen, who, with his attorney, F. 0.
Zaoharle called on her, and the Bonspiracoy and
its details were fully exposed. All the doon-
mente referred to, which Monroe had left behind,were produced, besides the letters which so con-
cluelvely proved his guilt. Thus foiled and
billied at every point by Aoklen, and the case
being before the committee, Darrall makes one
last deapetate attempt for time. His lawyer
has some of these witnesses before the Grand

LOQiIET.LE(OY INITTITUTE.

The Kindergarten exercises of the Loquet-
Leroy lustitute took place yesterday morning at
the institute. A large number of the parents
and friends of the children were present and
evidenced much approbation at the prog eos
made by the little ones, as they reflected much
credit upon th1ir teacher, Mrs. Nt. (ooper.

The Kindergarten, the Froebel system, was
first introduced by Miss S. E. Blow, in the Ameri-
can schools, which is more clearly explained by
the following extract from addresses delivered
by that lady before the Normal Teachers' Asso-
ciationt In St. Louts:

"It is a truth now universally recognized by
educators that ideas are formed in the mind of a
child by abstraction and generalization from the
facts revealed to him through the senses; that
only when he himself has perceived of the vi ible
and tangible properties of things can serve as
the basis of th ought, and that upon the vividness
and completeness of the impressions made upon
him by external objects will depend the clearness
of his inferences and the correctness of his judg-
ments. It is equally true, and as generally recog-
nized, that in young children the perceptive
faculties are relatively stronger than at any later
period, and that while the understanding and
reason still sleep the sensitive mind is receiving
those sharp impressions of external things which,
held fast by memory, transformed by the imagin-
ation, and finally classified and organized through
reflection, result in the determination of thought
and the formation of character.

"The practical basis of the Kindergarten
method is expressed in the formula ' We learn
through doing.' It was a favorite saying of
Froebel's that the world is sick with thinking and
can only be cured by acting; and accordingly in
the Kindergarten free activity is the essential
thing. The children roll and throw their balls,
build with their blocks and lay figures with the
sticks; they fold, they sew, they weave, they
model, and gradually the labor of the hand clears
the thought of the mind, and by using objects as
material for work their properties and powers are
learned. In this lies the great differenoe between
Pestalozzi and Froebel; for while the object
lessons of the former appeal directly to the
powers of observation, the latter realized
that children would never carefully and exhaus-
tively observe any object with which they were
not practically occupied. Children in the Kinder-
garten observe, because they are constantly try-
ing to reproduce; and their failure to attain satis-
factory results causes them to notice objects
more and more carefully. Another excellent result
of Froebel's demand that the child shall learn
through doing, is that it effectually prevents that
rapid acquisition of superficial knowledge which
is the bane of the present age. It is true that
the path of learning should be made pleasant; it
is not true that it shotld be made so smooth
that it may be trodden without effort.

THE BOLD TRUMPETEER.

The man, boy and brother, was certainly, evi-
dently and unmistakably abroad last night, and
made us understand in clear tones what we never
had understood before-that is, how the walls of
Jericho fell before the trumpet's blast. We have
no pretensions to being a wall, like the young
lady that Solomon speaks of in his Song of Songs,
but under the pernicious influence of last night's
trumpets we certainly emulated the prostrate
action of Jericho's walls-that is we were over-
thrown, or, so to speak, laid out.
