To regain this trade should be
the study of our national legislators: and tlhis
can never he effected unless our govertnment,
awakening to present exigenc•es, shall adopt a
wise,. judioous and liberal system of granting
subsldies to solid and responsible cnompantes
who will establish regular lines of commlliun a-
Lion with such foreign ports as will inure to the
general commercial advantago of the country.

it a~upears from the records of the canal onol
lector s oftIe at ufifalo that steam has Lbcn
used upon the Erie canal this year to a con-
sIderable extent. Be~ides the cable tlats nply.
Ing on the section of the canal between IBuftulo
antl Tonawanda tugs andi regular etntmors
have been running all the season. The tugs
came from Lake hamplain, Troy, and even
from l o. while others were owind in Buf-
falo. ey went east a number of times, with
tows of from two to four boats each. Of regu-
lar steamers, propelled y their own machinery,
there, were twelve employed this yar four run.
ning Indepn ently, and eight of them with a
consort, which they pushed, Instead of towlnf.

ur made five round trips between Bulfalo
and New York during the season, three matde
our trips. and the others made two and three

each, making in all seventy-four cargoes
carroied eastward from Lake Erle this sea-
son by the regular steam oanalboats.
The number of cargoes transported by
the boat In tow of occasional tugs can-
not be stated, because the ppearance of steam
in the businQas of the cana was so unexpected
thmt no provision had been made for keeping a
separate recoprd of the steamboats, and none was
kept of the departures in tow of tugs, All ex-
cnpt two or three of the regular boats appear to
have been owned in New York city The y were
sent but one at a time early in the season to
make the experiment of competlng with horse-
hats and railroads. Owingto the low tolls and
heavy business of the canal, t was found protita-
ble to operate them and in the latter part of the
season they were all busily employed. Five hun-
dred dollars were paid for the use of one of
them to make three trips from this city to Buf-
falo and back. It is reported by the owners of
thoesoboats in this citythat the steamers worked
well, received a slight prefoernce In freights.
and established the entire practiai hl it y of steam
transportation on the canals of the trate of New
York. The boats will be operated next your.
This subject has been recelving the attention of
the Canal Commissioners, and a report will be
made upon It to the LogMIl ,ture.
