DOMESTIC INTELLIGENCE.

Execution of Jacob Harniss at Clinton,
Tennessee.

NAsnvIltA,.. Dec. 29.-The execution of .Tacob
Hlarniss, for the murder of Isaac White, took
place at Clintonu, Anderson coutry. to-day, and
was witnessed by a large concourse of people.
White was killed near Clinton on the 16th day of
July, 1863. by Harniss. because he, as the mur-
derer alleged, had betrayed him to the Union
soldiers, who took him to the Knoxv lie jail and
imprisoned him therein. White was a Confed-
orate, and Harniss a Union man. After Netting
out of jail Harniss determined to take the lives
of White and Richard Webb. who, he believed
had some connection with his capture. He did
not succeed in his designs toward Webb, but
swore to be revenged upon White.

On the day of the commission of the deed.
White started to visit a friend, and while on
his way he had to pass through a cornfield be-
longing to Harnliss. who was laboring in it to-
gether with Mrs. Harniss, two or three daugh-
ters and a colored girl. When Harniss saw
White he rilnied a gun to his shoulder and
pointed it at White, but before he could pull the
trigger Mrs. Harniss jerked the gun down and
when hrr husband leveled the weapon at White
a second time she repeated the action. This so
Senragi d Hat nlit that he threatened to kill her
if she did so again. She desisted and he fired
at White, who fell to the earth. Proceeding to
where White lay weltering in his blrod. liar-
niss compouned his victim to partake of the
whisky that he White, had himself made.

The wounded man begged him not to shoot
him again. bnt Harniss heeded not his entreat-
ies. Lifting his gun again he shot White in the
storrc'h. and that individual soon expired.

The s ayvr then severed the head from the
body of the dead man and threw it down a hill.
and it rolled out of -ight. Forcing the negrres
to lend her aid. tie dragged the corpse to a pile of
logs, and therel hid it.

Death of a Doctor, Aetbr and Dramatist.
BosTON. Dec. 29.-Dr. J. S. Jones, well known

for the past forty years in this city as an emi-
nonet physician and surgeon, died at his resi-
dence in this city this mornlog of pncemonia.
Early in life the deeased showed a proclivity
'or the stage. and his talent was cultivated until
he becnme an actur. His first aRpearance was
in Providence, where he was cast for Norval.
He then became one of the stock actors at the
Old Tremont playing comedy, in which he was

nc'essful. After this engagement at the Tre-
mont closed he accepted an engagement with
I'"lby at the National, then returned to the Tre-
mont, of which theatre h't was the last lessee.

As a dramatic author he has been very sue-
cessful. having written one hundred and fifty
plays, all of which have been putt on the stage
and were well rtceived. Among those most
v rominent and best remembered ar " Moll
Pitcher," " Silver Spoons," and " Sons of the
CanDpe."

Meeting of Workingmen's Congress.
NEWARK, N. L.. Dec. 29.--The Workingmen's

Congress. which has been in secret session sev-
eral days this week, held a public meeting to-
lay, when the Commiltee on Platform and
Principles reported a declaration of principles
and a platform, the features of which , r as fol-
lows. The declaration begins with this propo-
sition:
Laior. being the source of all wealth and cul-

tnre, anri uAsfIIl labor being possible in and
through sRciety. the proceeds of labor should.
on tilth vrinciple of eaquity anti justic, belong
to those who actually create them. The recoon-
mendatlon, therefore., naturally fdlows that the
present systerml under which human society is
organized is erroneous, ,'Hausan the possibili-
bilities of the accumulation of wealth are in
favor of a small minority only, wit, are thereby
empowered to hold the masses of the people in
poverty and misery; and as the present
existing ruling parties have always acted
absolutely in the interest of the privileged or
wealthy class, to uphold their unjust privileges.
and to continue the present state of things, it is,
therefore, the duty Of the working classes to or-
ganize themselves intoa general Workingman's
party, for the acrquisitton of political power, to
obtain economic independence.

In accordance with these leclarations. the
committee submit a platlorm, the main points
of which are embraced in the followinfug:
We favor the organization of trade and labor

unions on a socialistic labor basis.
We favor the abolislhment of the present

wages sys em, and t t subiItitute the system of
c'o- opera ive production. with a just distribu-
tion of its rewards.

We demand that the resources of life and the
means of produ,'tion, Itlud, machinery, rail-
roads, telegraphs, canals, etc., become
the property, as far its practicable, of
the whole people; eight hours for the
present as a legal working dtay, and
strict punishment of all violators: sanitary
inspeethl n of all provisions and habitations,.
ani thb1e establishment of labor statistic bureaus
in all the Slates by the nation li government.
the officers of such bureaus to be elected by
the people; trohibition of the use of prison
labor by and for privtte enterprises; prohibi-
tion of 'the labor of chlldren under fourteen
years of age; compulsory education of all chil
dren to the ag, of four etn, the educational
material to be provided gratuitously; strict
laws making all employers liable for
accidents to their employcs resulting
from negligence, on their part;
gratuitous administration of justice in all
courts of law; tt'o abolition of all conspiracy
laws tending against the right to strike or of
infl uencingothers to do the satnti; the abolition
of all indirect taxation and the establishing of
a progressive income tax: the repeal of all I i.ws
having a tendency to restrict the uffTrage of the
people; the right to propose or reject ail laws by
a majority vote of tihe people: the prohibition
of such woman's work as has a tendency to im-
morality or is injurious to their health; the
eqtualization of wag's for men and women.
The platform was unanimously adopted, after

a protracted discussion.
On motion it was resolved that the importation

of Coolie labor to this country for the purpose
of enriching capitalists is a double wrong. both
to the American working classes in forcing
them into competition with Coolies. and at the
same time compelling the poor and despised
Coolies to submit to contracts which enslave
them, arid that all laws and treatios made and
stub-idies granted by our gvernment to favor
their Introduction be repeated.

Part of the plan of organizatilon was adopted.
and an adjournment wa- effected at 6:15 p m.

Upon reassembling, the plan of organization
was discussed and exceptions taken to many
points. The evening was spent In is discus-
sion. attended at times by considerable confu-
sion, anid at 8:30 p. m. the Conc. ess adjourned
to meet I -morrow at i p. m., whentheoitate
otfcers will be elocted.

A Cretan village is a strange looking place.

But, though possessed of uncommon personal
elhrluis, their attention is by no means conflined
to the toilet. Everything wlleh their homes
contain is the work of their own bands. The
cloth of the husband's jacket and fez of tire wool
fof the shooe he tends is dytdi, spun and woven
by the hands of his faithful wife. SHh it is who
makes his garments from the cotton plant
which grows before the door: the bright scarf
that binds his waist is from the silkworm which
feeds upon his nrul'erry trees: the mats and
tapestries, whose bright designs,. taken from
the pattern book of tradition alo-,e, give his
homtne a cheerful air, are the work of her indus-
trious loom. and many more objects that I am
Inc mpetent to enumerate are due to her untir-
ing labors.

It was these same Sphaklan women who only
ten years ago were, with their helpless chil-
dren. hunted from mountain to muoll~aln out-
raged andi murdered. In the cottage of my
guide, though the owner was by no means a
chief among his people, the tablecloth, the nap-
kins, the sheets, all of them home-made, weres bordered with Cretan lace: the pillow-case was
a single piece of the same rich material: the

- counterpane was so gorgeous with many colors
1 that I did not refrain from expressing my ad-
miration of it. " Yes. " said my host, "my wife

- fashioned ways of weaving, which her mother
taught her."

I commenced my last I. tter by tellitJg you
what delightful weather we hal been having in
St. Louis, and this time I shall have to com-
mence by telling you what

MISERABLE WEATHER
we have been having. The people of St. Louis
have not seen the sun thi, week, and the week
is now nearly over. bund y it was cloudy all
day. Mondaylt rained from the time for sun-
rise to the time for sunset. Tuesday it drizzled
during the forenoon and rained and drizzled
all the afternoon. W idne•lar was another
drizzling day throughout, nmd to-day was little
bitter than Tu-sRday. Threu days and three
nights of incessant drizzling in Christmas
week.

"A WET (•rIRISTMAS
without and a dry Coritmas within" was the
general cry the next day. andl so it was. No ice,
and no skatingl No snow, and no sleigh riding!
Sloppy strees. antd no burggyridinaE Muddy
pavomen s. and no promonawltns No fire-
works, and no cantnon shootingl Umbrellas took
the place of overcoats, and no feathered hats or
flowered bonnets were to be seen. All who
could staid at home, and considered themselves
lucky in not having beon invite i out. Christ-
mas turkeys and fresh oysters were scaree at
dinner tables, and there was little pleasure in
drinking champagne and sherry cobblers. The
saloons suffered, no one attended the m atinees.
and the ball rooms were only half filled at night.
The poll 'e had little to do, for there were few
drunks and fewer lights, antl the fire depart-
ment was not called out a single time. For
Christmas, it was an exceedingly dull day all
around, as the hackmen, who are always busiest
Christmas night, will tell you. The streets of
St. Louis are now fearfully muddy; some of
them covered with two or three inches of liquid
mud. and New Year day will probably find
them in the same condition.

A ball was given at the Masonic Hall last night
for the benefit of Harry Easton.
THE LEADER OF THE RAILROAD STRIKERS IN EAST

ST. LOUIS
last summer. After the strike was over, and
when a number of those engaged in it were
arrested, Easton fled from the city. He walked
from East St. Lounis to St. Charles, Missouri,
and got a job there, but was discharged again as
soon as his employer learned who he was.
From St. Charles. Easton went to Hannibal,
Missouri. and went to work on a railroad there.
but he soon mot with the same fate there that
had befallen him in St,. Charles. His identity
with the East St. Louis strike was discovered
and he lost his situation. After this he wan-
dered about the country for several m)nths do-
ing a little work hele and there, and finally re-
turned to East St. Louis and gave himself to
the county officers. The excitement created by
the strike had by this time entirely died out,
and Easton was permitted to gto his way. He
came over to St. Louis, and has been here ever
since. He has a great many admirers, and as
he can find no employment, they have per-
suaded him to try the lecture field. He has
prepared a lecture on the subject of strikes,
and expects to start nut on his new career some
time next month. The ball given for his bene-
fit last night was attended by between two and
three hundred persons, principally train men
and their friends. Only a few of

THE EAST ST. LOUIS sTRIKERS
were ever arrested, and the arrest of these was
effected by the United States authorities. The
charge against them W s interfering with the
traffic on the Ohio and Mississippi and the St.
Louis and Southeastern Railroads. both of
which were in the hands of receivers and in
charge of the United States courts. The men
were all let off with light punishments, and
since then no arrests have been made either by
the State of Illinois or the United States. Of
THE LEADERS OF THE STRIKE ON THIS SIDE OF

THE RIVER
only afew were punished. Several negroes and
two or three white men wore sent to the work-
house for raiding a couple of bakeries, but they
are all out again, and none of the others have
been tried.

The real leaders of the strike were also the
leaders of the Workingmen's party. About a
dozen of them were arrested after the strike
and kept in a calaboose several days, when they
were released on bail, and since then nothing
has ever been done with their cases. The men
still continue active members of the Working-
men's party, and are now talking very loudly
of suing the city for their arrest and imprison-
ment hLst summer.

THE WORKINGMEN'S PARTY
claim to be gaining strength every day, and ex-Spect to carry the city ,ext elecion. They have
I two organs, a German daily and an Eng-
likh we.'kly, and claim to have the membe shi
and support of thirteen trade unions. They
have weekly meetings in every ward in the city
and are only wating for an e e:tion to show
their strength. At tie aist school election they
carried five of the twenty-eight wards of the

i.ty. and were not well organiz d thdn. they say.
Your c:rresevondmr attended ieSveralot their
meetings la'ely and sastsied himself as to their
real strength asaparty in St. Louis. Theleaders
iluairre•lti with oi.ch other from the boirninau
to the end or every meeting. They failed to
harmonize on any matter brought before them,
and compromises were effected only arter long
ind violent discussions. If such ,ien can but d

up a powerful par y and keep it tog, ther for
any great lecgtt of time aft-rwards, then the
leaders of the Workimgrren's party in 8 . Louis
may r, allze their expectations, but I do, not be-
live that any such calamity is in stoe for tea
peole of th s city. for it would be nothing less
than a public calamity if the: pr sent leaders of
the Workingmen's party get control ol the ci'.yaffairs.

The jail
is altogether to, comfortab'e a place for hard-
ened criminals, and the w ,rkhouse is generally
so erowd-d that the prisoners are nearly always
rel ased before the expiration of th-ir term of
sentence to make room for new prisoners.
