Canon Parrar on the Doctrine of Endless
Punlshment-He Rejects It on the
Authority of the Fathers, and Claims
that It Is Not the Doctrine of the
Church.

[London Christian World. Nov. 2.]1
Dr. Farrar, Canon of Westminister, and

author of the most popular "Life of Christ" t
of our time--roadl and admired of late years
in thousands of Christian families-has been I
preaching at the Abbey on subjects relating I
to the future life. Both last Sunday and Sun- I
day week the minster was crowded with peo- I
ple to listen to these discourses. The throng I
was so great that many had to stand
throughout the services.

In his first discourse, basod upon I Peter,
iv, 6, Dr. Farrar discussed the subject of the I
future punishment of the ungodly. In reply a
to questions which he assumed his audience
to be asking, and which he said they had the
fullest right to ask, and which it was the
bounden duty of ministers of the Gospel, as
far as possible, to answer, he, for one, in all
deep humility, yet always asking (God for
fearless courage and perfoct honesty, would
try to give such answers as he coulhi. If it
were but the fragments of an answer, it was
because he believed it was God's will that no
other should be possible. Those who took
loose conjectures for established certainties,
those who cared more for authority than to
reason and conscience, those who protenl
to dignify with the name of Scriptural a
ment inferences out of the narrow aper
of single texts, those who talked with
glibself-complacency of an ignorance w
calls itself knowledge as though they ha
been admitted into what, with unconscious
blasphemy, they called the Council Chamber
of the Trlinity--they, perhaps, might speak
readily of fire and brimstone, and might feel
the consolatory glow of a personal security
as they dilate upon the awfulness and
finality of the sufferings of the damned.
But those whose faith must have
a broader basis than hollow representations,
than the ambiguousness of opposing texts;
those who grieve over the dark shadows flung
by human thoologiansover God's light; thosle
who believed that reason and conscience and
experience-no less than the Scripture--alte
no less the books of God, and that they tox),
must have a direct voice in these great decis-
ions, they would not be so ready to snatch
God s thunder into wretched and feeble hands.
I They would lay their mouths in the dust
rather than make sad the hearts which God
has not made sad. They would take into ac-
count the grand principles which dominate
through Scripture, no ess than its isolated
expressions; and, undeterredl by the base and
feeble notion that virtue would be Impossible
without the horrors of an endless hell, they
B would declare their trust that even after
death, through the infinite mercy of the lov-
ing Father, the dead would be alive again,
and multitudes, at any rate, of the lost be
found.

After this eloqxluent introduction the preacher
proceeded to state what, after years of
thought on the subject he believed, and what
he knew to be the belief of multitudes, and of
yearly-increasing multitudes, of the wisest
j and most learned in the Church. Prooeeding
to examine the subject in detail, he first set
forth the popular notions of hell, to be found
In the early theologians--in Dante, in Milton
and in Shakespeare, citing some of the most

e terrific passages descriptive of endless tor-
e tare. Happily, the thoughts and hearts of
men were often far gentler and nobler than

I their creeds, customs and traditions. It was
only when these topics were treated by nar-
row-minded and loveless hearts that they
were seen in all their intolerable ghastliness.
He know of nothing so calculated to make the
whole soul revolt with loathing from every
l doctrine of religion as the easy complacency
' with which some cheerfully accept the belief
e that they are living and moving in the midst
r of millions doomed irreversibly to everlasting
perdition. No language could be stern enough
to reprobate the manner in which many
elder brothers of the Prodigal had turned
G1od's Gospel of plenteous redemption into
t anathemas and all but universal perdition.
If we were not unaffected when the destitute
perish with hunger, or the dying agonize in
pain was there any human being worthy of
the dignity of a human being who did not re-
volt anti sicken at the notion of a worl4of
e worm and flame? If St. Paul again and

again flung from him, with a " God forbid,"
the conclusions of an apparently irresistible
logic, we surely, who had no irresistible logic
against us in this matter, but only in great
part spiritual selfIshness and impenetrable
traditions, do we not, in the high name of
outraged conscience, of humanity-nay, in
the far higher name of the God who loves us,
of the Saviour who died for us, of the Holy
(d host who enlightens us--do we not hurl
a from us representations of a doctrine so hor-

rible that every nerve and fibre of our intel-
, lectual, moral and spiritual life revolts at it ?
Ignorance may, if it will, make a fetish of
such a doctrine; pharisaism may write it
' broad under its phylacteries; hatred may
inscribe it, instead of holiness, to
fti~ T...,.i " horn in tCh nroa
insCrino i1t, mlwanu u A lulI1ee, w
the Lord; but here, in the pres-
ence of so many living, and in this
vast mausoleum of the glorious dead-here,
amid the silent memorials of the men of fame
and the fathers who begat us, of whom many,
though not saints, were yet noble, though
erring men, and whom though they and we
alike shall certainly suffer, and suffer bitter-
ly, both hero and hereafter, the penalty of un-
repented sin, we cannot and will not think of
as condemned to unutterable tortures by irre-
versible decrees. "I repudiate," exelaimed
the preacher, "these crude anti ghastly tra-
vesties of the holy and awful will of God. I
arraign them as mercilessly ignorant. I im-
peach them as a falsehood against Christ's
universal and absolute redemption. I
denounce them as a blasphemy against God's
exceeding and eternal love. More acceptable
I am very sure, than the rigid and
most uncompromising orthodoxy of all the
Pharisees who have ever judged their breth-
ren since the time began-more acceptable by
far to Him who on the cross, prayed for His
murderers, and who died that they might
live--more acceptable, I say, than the delight
which amid a deluge of ruin hugs the plank
on which alone itself is saved, would be the
noble and trembling piety which made St.
Paul declare himself ready to be anathema
from Christ for the sake of his brethren, which
made Moses cry to God at Sinai, 'Oh this
people have sinned a great sin; yet now if
Thou wilt forgive their sin, and if not, blot
me, I pray Thee, out of Thy Book which Thou
hast written.' "

Dr. Farrar very earnestly asked his hear-
ers to believe that he spoke not with natural
passion, but with the most accurate theologi-
cal precision when he said that though texts
might be quoted which gave prima facie
plausibility to such modes of teaching, yet, to
say nothing of the fact that the light of love
which God Himself has kindled within us, re-
coiled from them, those texts are in the first
place alien to the broad, unifying principles
of Scripture; that, in the next place, they are
founded on interpretations demonstrably
groundless; and, in the third place, that for
every one so quoted two can be adduced on
the other side. There was an old, sensible,
admitted rule of theology that phrases which
belong to metaphor, to imagery, to poetry,
to emotion, are not to be formulated into
necessary dogmas, or crystalized into rigid
creeds. If this rule be used to test them,
nine-tenths of the phrases on which these
views are built fall utterly to the ground.
But even were it otherwise, once more, in the
name of Christian light and Christian liberty'
once more, in the name of Christ's promised
spirit, he protested against the ignorant
tyranny of the isolated texts, which had ever
been the curse of Christian truth, the glory of
narrow intellects, and the cause of the worst
errors of the worst days of the most corrupt-
ed church. Ignorance had engraved texts
upon her sword, oppression had carved them
upon her pillars, cruelty had tied texts upon
her fagots, and ignorance, again, had set
knowledge at defiance with texts woven on
her flag.

If this awful doctrine had to be decided by
texts, then the original language must be ap-
pealed to and interpreted in its proper and
historical significance. They would have to
be interpreted not in that sense which makes
them convey a thousand notions which did
not originally belong to them. "Now I ask

ou," continued thepreache•, very solemnly
"where wouldbe thm lapur teaching abou-
lb l it, we arrsa A dealberately erased
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'Damnation,' 'hell,' and everistin?'
Yet I say unhesitatingly-I say, claiming the
fullest rght to speak with the authority of
knowledge-I say, with the calmest and most
unflinching sense of responsibility-I say,
standing here in the sight of God and of my
Savior, and, it may be, of the angels and the
spirits of the dead - that not one of those
ought to stand any longer in our English
Bibles; and that being, in our present accep-
tation of them, simply mlstranslations, they I
most unquestionably will not stand in the re-
vised version of the Bible if the revisers have
understood their duty."

After explaining the original meaning of
the words, he closed by saying that finding,
neither in Scripture nor anywhere, anything I
to prove that the fate of every man is at death
irrevocably determined, he shook off the
hideous incubus of atrocious conceptions at-
tached by false theology to the doctrine of
final retribution. But neither could he speak
dogmatically on the other side. He could not
preach the certainty of what was called Uni-
versalism--that all will finally be saved-
though that doctrine did, indeed, derive much
support from many passages of Scripture,
and had been held by some of the early
Fathers. Neither could he accept the spread-
ing belief in conditional immortality. Hisbe-
lief was flixed upon the living Godx, and his
answer to the question, What is the fate of
dead sinners? was, with Thomas Erskine,
that we are lost here as much as there, and
that Christ came to seek and to save the lost.
His hope was that the vast majority of the
lost would at length be found.

If any hardened sinner shamefully loving
sin and despising the long-suffering of

e Haviour, trilled with that doctrine, it was
his own deep and awful peril; but to those
ging and anxious souls who were striving
rep nea re a the light, he would say:

ave faith in God,' There is hope for you--
hope for you, ae if death overtake you be-
fore the flnal vglory is won.

$alt-Water Drinkers.
A foreign medical journal printsthe follow-

ing acount of salt-water drinkers, taken from
an account of a voyage to the Oceanic Islands
by Mr. Jouan, a ship s captain, and sent by
him to a medical man at Caen. These re-
markable people are met with on the madre-
Doric atolls of the Pacific, such as the Paumo-
tmn Islands, where there are neither brooks
nor springs, and where the wells which have
been dug yield only brackish water.
The vegetation is limited to a few
cocoanut trees, of which the milk with
sea water, constitutes the only drink
of the natives. It is a question how men can
live when constantly using a liquid of which
all bathers, who have perforce swallowed a
few drops, know the disagreeable qualities.
Is It an effect of habit, or a natural dlsposi-
tion, or characteristic of race ? It Is inex-
plicable; the fact, however, is affirmed by
the majority of navigators who have visited
those distant shores. Cook and Laperouse

I both mention it, and more recently Iupetit-
Thouars has described the inhabitants of
Easter Island as true amphibia, drinking sea
water without feeling any inconvenience from
it. Mr. Jouan concludes his observations on
the drinking of sea water by a fact which he
asserts to have seen at the hbeginning of his
sea-faring career, in 1838, while going
to Mexico. At that time, he writes, steam
navigation had not yet freed ships from the
influences of calms and head winds. There
were no distilling apparatus, so that in long
voyages it was necessary to be careful with
the water, and in his ship, with the number
on board nearly doubled by some troops they
had to convey, and the prospect of not find-
ing any water on the way, since they were
only going to blockade the coast without
I communicating with the shore, they were
specially parsimonious in its use. some
sailors, consequently, began to drink sea-
water, but were soon obliged to leave it off.
One man only persevered until the ship ar-
rived at Mexico, when it was revictualed
with fresh water, brought at great expense
from Havana. This man never complained
I of the sea-water; the only difference re-
marked in him was that he became more and
more yellow.
