Tha report of tha United States Commissioner
of Agrioulture will make an oxceedingly fing
crop exhiblt for the past peason, The wheat
yield I8 stnted at 860,000,000 Dushels, or 60,000,000
more than ever befors produeed. The roport
atutes that the other erops are correspondingly
abundant, and eatimates that over LKL
bushels of wheat can bos sparsd for exporl.
The wversge wheat export (8 03,000,000 hushels
par year, and the highest in wny one year
wis 91,000,000, Thers is not Hikely, howevor, to
bo an tnoreased forelgn demand, as the dopart-
ment has trostworthy adviees staling that the
wheat orop in SBouthern Russia is soventy-flve
por oent ahove the average, and the crop in
Southwostern Europs, where It s costomarlly
a largo surplus, is fully up to tho average, It
{e estimated that the English market will re-
qnire about 100,000,000 bushols of the pressnt
yonr's yleld, The Amaorican surplus will be in
demand thera; but the amount of that demand
is contingent upon the Turko-Russlan wor.

An 01d Route Revived.

Many of our older readers will remomber
Captain, now Commodors, Bhufeldt, who In
anto-bellum times eommandad the Caliawhi,
ana of the lipe of splendid sidewheel steam-
ships which ran between New Orleans and Now
York, tonching at Huvana going and coming,
Shufeldt was a tall, shapely man, with a hand-
gome fnee, good address and varied accom-
plishmenta, Though bern and brought up In
Phitudelphia his sympathles wore, ostansibly,
with the Bouth; and when the gquestion
of the aequisition of Cuba, by purchase
or othsrwise, was sprung, he was an ardent ad-
vooata of that proposition, and wrote & mories
of able and interesting letters to the old New
Orleans Commaercial Bulletin, in which be set
forth in glowing colors the immense advan-
tages which would inevitably [Hllow the annexa-
tlon of the “Gem of the Antilles” to the great
North Amerjcan Rapublic. Well, our eivil war
eame on, and Shufeldt took the Northern side
of the “controversy.” Against this we have not
a word to say. He was appointed United
Btates Consul at Havana, and It was
reported that during the war he displayed
anunusually bitter and vengeful feeling againat
all Boutherners who resorted to that clty as a
harbor of refuge. This eonduct surprised and
grieved most sorely his many friends in New
Orleans, who had ever regarded him asa man
of most liberal and conservative views.

Bat lot this reminiseenen puss. From his
long experionce and intimate relations with the
ecommetelal interests of the Southern portion
of the United Btates his opinions are of great
value and importance, and therefore we are glad
to note that he is manifesting an anxiety towork
up a fordign tradn for the United Btates, and
has earefully elaborated a plan for aninter-
oeeanic railroad across the Isthmus of Tehuan-
tepee, connecting the Western and Southwaest-
ern trade with the Bouth Paeific by way of the
Gulf of Mexico. The length of the road
will only be 170 miles, and with side tracks
185 miles. A careful estimate of the cost
shows it to he $7.270.000, which is 80 far be-
low that of the varlous canal schemes that
if the Commodore’s premises are correct,
