In my experiance, when getling ready for in-
spection, the valve leadiog from the main bollers
to the donkey boiler wonld sometimes ba found
in a leaking condition, and injeotivg eold water
into the donkey boiler, whieh wo1d oblige me to
eloga that valve permanently—by plog or other-
wita. ‘This walve Is one of the nest of
valves on the steam dronm of  the main
boilors.  Bhould  ponsider it possible  for
thin wvalye to  leak enfficlent  cold  water
from the main bollers while noder s greator
preasura than the donkey boiler to do seriems
damage to the donkey boiler il ovorheated. 1
have known Mr. Moffsib for the Jast thirby-five
yoars, and have slways found him to be sn up-
right and eareful man, Mr. Moffalt has alwaye
beon more partienler when inepeoting boilers
tuder my cha ge than any ingpeotor 1 ever knew,
[ oonsider the donkey bofler ab all times under
my churge, and at no time would consider the
inapoctor responsible il any accident should
happen; and in my thirty-five years' experience
never heard or thonght of an inapsotor taking
charge of the donkey boiler,
