To the Intl. I)nn A. i'ardee, Judge of the Second
Judicial District Court :

Your grand Jury beg leave to submit this their
special report:

They have Inspected the condition of the va-
tione streets and thoroughfares of the Hitth and
Heventh Muniolp'l Districts of the city of New
Orleans, and are oompellh d to declare that, in so
far as the Stith District is concerned, they are a
disgrace to any corporation, much more to one
of the sine and wealth of our own. The majority
of them are far Inferior to the ordinary country
roads, and in any but dryest weather are
all but impassible. The people of this Diseriot
certainly contribute their share of the general
taxes, but they are in this respect far from receiv-
Slg their share of attention. The eause of this
nrglect is that these matters have been delegated
to contractors, whose interest lay in allow ng
themselves margins as large as possible, which
can be accomplished only by curtailing the work
required. We have examined the contract be-
tween the city and contractors, and find that they
have obligated themselves to maintain the
streets in perfect order, to open and drain all
gutters and drains, and to keep out all grass and
garbage. This the contractors signally failed to

d. They have had scarcely any force in the
l)istle0', and have hardly extended their

hfforts beyond cleaning out tlittle graces in a
few of the mait streets, leaving, however, the
great majority without any attention whatever,
t and conierting not the slightest notice upon

oroes streets. Our thoroughtsree are, in wet
weather, mcre lim.s of bog holes, and, as a rule,
the gutters and ditches are so neglected as to
lose all vain* as drains, subjecting many of our
streets and lots to overflow and long standing
water, in View of the terms of the
contract and the titter failure on the part
of the contractors to fultill the same. It isr strange that our Administrators approve and

pats the monthly bills. There is no excuse that
the sum bid is too low for the work d no is far
from a fair consideration for the amount paid,
and, moreover, these bliders .ssumed their ob-
Itgations knowingly, and kept out others who for
fairer prices would and could have done justice
to the city and its inhabitants. We have been
urged by many .of our follow-oitiz-ns to give
special attention to this matter, and have pre-
pared the foregoing as nor report in that con-
nec ton.

this trial yesterday oono.tlsively demnmstrated
this fact.

The District Attorney first entered a nolle pros.
and was permitted iy the defense, who insisted
on a trial f the case on its merite, to file an-
other lnformation against LInd, so that the wit-
nesses presen might be examined and the jury
render their verdict.

The District Attorney then presented the cer-
tificate upon which he relied, and IIm. James
Orowt II, par ish judge of Iberville, after the jury
had been impanelhd, was put upon the stand
and sworn. At this stage of the proceedinlgs the
prosecution utterly broke down, and the Uoited
itr'es District Attorney requested permission of

the court to enter another nulle pros in the case.
Gen. Sheldon, who aopeared for the defense,

here made a speech, to which he said that the
witnesses for the defendant were all in court,
and that the defense desired that this case be
thoroughly investigated. That such an investi-
ga ion would di-close the " true inwardness"
of this prosecution, which had been attempted to
aff, t Inte eats entirely outside of the case.
