THiE CONNOLIIATEDI BONDS.

Proposed iill to Authorize an Equltabl-
Settlement.

An act to relieve the taxpayers in the city of
New Orleans. to authorize the city of Nee
Orleans to form a contract with holders of
bonds issued by said city utnior provisions
of section 37 of nat No 71 of 1852, as amended
by section n of act No. 72 of same year. for a
temporary suspension of the tax in their
f Iaor, and to provide for the terms and condi-
tions of such contract; to authorizre the city
of Now Orleans to issue bonds bearing in-
terest in exchange of unpaid coupons and of
eartain coupons to mature, on fulfillment of
certain formalitie4, and to levy a special tax
for the payment of other coupons suIse-
quently maturing: to postpone the payment
of original bonds and of those issued under
this act; to issue coupons for the tern of
extension of payment and to continue said
section 87, as amended. in force until pay-
ment of all the bonds and coupons thereof;
to provide for the mode of enforcing the
levy, collection and application of the spe-
cia l tax in favor of holders of all said bondsby
summary proceedings: to secure the punc-
tual and final payment of all such bonds and
couponse; to provide for the app dIntment of
commissioners by the court, in case of fail-
ure on the part of the city or its officers to
comply With the mandamus to levy. collect
and apply the special tax in favor of said
bondholders and for the compensation of
said commissioners.

Whereas, to relieve the taxpayers of the city
of New Orleans from the onerous burden.
which, though for awhile actually suspended,
may soon be imposed upon them In favor of the
holders of tho londs issued by said city under
the provisions of section 37 of act No. 71. of 1852.
as amended by section 5 of act No. 72, of the
same year. it becomes necessary for the en-
hancement of real estate In said city to arrive
at an honest and reasonable understanding
with said bondholders, which, while fully secur-
Ing them, will accomplish the object in view.
which is a redu' tion of taxation:

RE('TION I. 11f it enacted by the ,Senote and
House of lRepresert(alites of the State of L.reisi-
ania, in (enerali Assembly convened, That within
Ilfteen days after the passage oI this act, it, shall
be the duty of the Commissioners of the (on-
solidated Debt, viz: the Mayor and the Admin-
istrators of Finanoe and-of Accounts of the city
of Now Orleans. to ascertain, as exactly as
practicable, the amount of matured and unpaid
coupons of the bonds aforesaid, whether liqui-
dated by judgment or not., as well as of -he cou-
pens th-roof maturing in the course of the year
1878. and, within the month following, to issue.,
In the name of the city of New Orleans. in ex-
change of said coupons, and to represent the
debt evidenced by them, negotiable bonds for a
similar amount. of the denomination of five
hundred and one thousand dollars each, as
may best suit public convenience. In the judg-
ment of said ofilhials. Haid bonds shall be
diated the day of their Issuance. and shall ma-
ture at the time at which the bonds the coupons
of which they shall represent. shall mature.
They shall bear c per cent interest per annum.
for which coupons shall be attached tht•eto,
falling duo semi anntually, at the time at itich
the coupons of the bonds just mentioned shall
mature. The said IHnds to be issued shall be
identifled by proper recitals therein. with said
section 37. as arnemded, and with this act. The
payment of said bonds and coupons thereof, to
bie ssued. shall tie secured in ihe same man-
inr as are the original outstanding bonds and

coupons. and shall stand therewith on a footing
of perloct equality; provided that no such bond
shall be Issued in exchange of and to represent
said coupons, unless the bond from which de-
tached be countermarkt'

with this act; such countermark to establish
conclusively an acceptance of the terms anti
conditions of this act. bindi ng on actual and
future holders t htreof, the city and the State, as
a legal contract.
bEc '. j. 1 it farther eiaterld, el,, That, during

the course of fourteen years, which will expire
in 1892, no special tax shall be I,ieVld under the
terns of rectihon 37 aforeseid as amondedi, for
sinking fund purposes: but that the Councl of
said city shall annually, in the month of Jaul-
ary. beginning in January. 1879. and every year
thereafter, levy a special tax. at a rate amply
sufficient to meet all the coupons of said bonds
maturing in said year; provided that the city
of New Orleans shall, previous to said January.
1879. have on hand, in readiness, the sum re-
rquirod to retire the coupons of said bonds due
January, 1879. Including those of the bonds
to Ie issued under this act when the same shall
be punctually and promptly vald.
HEa, .. Ie it further enacted, rtc.. That, from

and after the first January. 1879. the provisions
of said section 37, as amended, shall be faith-
fully exeeutsd by the city of New Orleans. ex.
cept as to the tax for sinking fund purposes,
and that the term for the payment of all the,
bonds, as well those originally issued as
those issued under authority of this act shall,
by virtue of this act, be extended for such time
as may be necessary-after 1892-for the gradual
extinguishment of the same, under said section
:17, as amendoe, during which time, eventually,
the provisions of said section 37, as amended,
and those of this act. for the enforcement
thereof. shall bes carried out until said bonds
shall have been fully extinguished.
HEC. 1. lIe it further enacited. etc., That the

taxes raised under the provlisions of section :17,
as amended, and iulrtir the provisions of this
act, shall he depo-lteid in bank. as a separate
and dist, net fund, to the credit of "thie old city
consolida'ed debt of 1852," and shall Ie exelu-
sively applied to said debt, by the commission-
ers of consollidaltd debt: the Mayor and Ad-
ministrators aforesaid. and all checks there-aggainst shall be drawn by ai least two of said
,fitcers, and all anyments iand exchange of
ionds shall be made by the Administrator of

Finance.

ing them minutely by letter, date and amount,
in the words recited: prorided, that such coun-
termark and signature shall in that case be
conclusive, in the event only of an actual ex-
change of the coupons for tile bonds aforesaid.

sioners of the consolidated debt, issue, upon

lation of the provisilons of this at, or any part
thereof, the said bondholders shall be free to
assert and vindicate their said rights, as though
their consent had not hseen given; proviided that
either within said term of suispenson or tbere-
after. and until said debt shall have aeon fully
extinauish sd, the said b nltholders. when as-
serting their rights, shall be entitled to proceed
originnlly by mandamts gauinst the said Mayor
and Administrators of anid city, and that. uton
the making tperemptory of saild mandauus by
the court, and, upon the failure on the part of
said city or its said onters to comply with the
same, the said bondholders shall be entitled to
all the remedieson which the law alrows against
offihers and corporatIons In default in

tuch cases, and the court shall have
power to appoint three bondholders, whose
bonds shall have been coudtermarked, who
shall each give bond, in favor of the ilate, for
the benefit of said debt, In the sum of a r,toon,
with real estate owners as bondsmen in this
city, for the performance of their dutlles, and
the bondholders so appointed shall have the
same rights and be undir the obligations pre-
peribed hblaw, and by such rules as the court
may make, for the levy, collection and anpllca-
tion of the tax ordered by the court to he levied;
such mandame•s shall be tried summarily and
by preferencn. both in the lower aunt appellate
courts, stall times, and said bondholders, acting
as Oommissioners,sball receive such compensa-
tIon for their services, as the court shall deem
just and proper, to be paid by the city of New
Orleans, as costs of suit and not out of the
funds realized by them., under the terms of said
section :t7 as amended, and the terms of this act.

Ran. ., I• it further enar•ted,, el.. That this act
shall take effect from and after its passage.

(Gtlewen-We inclose herewith the projet of
an act about to be submitted on behalf of the
taxpayers of this city, to the present Legisla-
ture, for the purpose of extending the time of

anyment of past due coupons of consolidated
bonds, to walve for fifteen years the levying of
a sinking fund tax. and to extend for fifteen
years, beyond their maturity, the payment of
the said consolidated bonds.

This act is intended to afford us relief, and
should reoelve the cordial assent of all right
minded persons.

We beg you will communicate the same to
your clients, in order that we may know
whether or not tlhey will be willing to abide by
t he samie when it becor•mes a law.

1579. be funded on the condition of the original
acts for settlement, and that the payment of the
principal sum of coupons be deferred till the
maturity of the bonds themselves.

We are willing further, that there be a stipu-
lation for a renewal of the whole debt upon the
same terms for iliteen years, at the same rate
2nd on the same conditions as are expressed inhe acnt of 1552. including the sinking fund as apart of this last arrangement.
The projet submitted is substantially satisfac-
