To Illustrate the extent of our st'amboat
trade with ied river, and the importanee of
improving the navigation of that stream, we

S} will give a few additional facts In relation
thereto. There are at the present time, even
at this dull season of the year, three boats
per week leaving New Orleans for Red river,
With cargoes averaging 450 tons to each boat.
During the cotton season just closing the do-
partures hence were five to nine boats per
week. For the Ouachita river there are now
three departures per week, taking about
1000 tons of freight. Tihe Opelousas and
Atchafalaya lines send thnre hets Ijr week,
averaging 250 tons of freight each. Ily this
showing we find that 1350) tons of frleght are
shipped from New Orleans to lied river every
week, 1000 to the Ouachita and 750 to the Ope-
lousas and Atchafalaya, making a total of
$150 tons per week.

All this has to pass through the mouth of
lRed river, which, we have good reason to be-
leve, in a very short time will fill up to such
an extent as to prevent the passage of boats,
munless the general government appropriates a
sufficient amount of money to keep the chan-
nel open. It should le borne in mind that
this is now the only route by which our mer-
chants can send forward their gooLtis t those
saetions of the country. Should the mouth of
Red river be blocked up and made ilpassa-
ble, the whole of this valuhable trade would be,
lost to New Orleans.

As evidence of the difliculties and dangers
'* eperienced in navigating Ied river we will

mention that since the war over fifty Ibats,
with their cargoes, besides many lives, have I
been lost in that river. We have Ion re-
liably informed that the wrecks of ihots
average one to every two miles from the
mouth of "Old lied" to Shreveport. In view
of these facts it will be a burning shame if
Congress should refuse to make a sullliient
a propriation for the improvement of naviga-
tion in this most important tributary of the
Mississippi.

THE OBLIC(ATIONS OF FI'RE POLI('IES

Forn "(ENERAlsh AVEIo~RE" AESr~MH:MNT.

In a letter from Blaltimore to t.he New York
Journal of Commerce, "D). 11. M." states the
following case:

An ocean steamer, insured under fire poll-
Sdes only, takes fire in her lower hold whil'e
loading cotton at a Southern port. T'o ex-
tinguish the fire and prevent a total loss the
steamer is floodied and sunk at her berth; is

* afterward raised cargo discharged, cared for
and sent to its destination in same steamer,
and is sold to determine the loss on the same.
An adjuster states thel usual "general aver-
age" claim against the steamer, freight and
margo which embraces such costs as the ex-
• gi ushing of the fire, raising the vessel, un-
loading and reloading cargo, and damag e

• thereto, etc. Please etate the obligations of
the fire policies to repay the steamer's owners
:for the contribution assessed against her in
the "general average."

To which the Journal of Commerce replies
as follows:
S It is hardly proper for us to decide a ques-
tion which is soon to come before the courts,
perphP in the very case to which our corre-
spondent refers. We refer to the claim of the
owners of the steamer George Appold against
certain Baltimore tire insurance companies
for a similar loss. The fire underwriters,
while willing to pay the loss by fire and a
reasonable proportion of the expenses of ex-
