A CON-TITUTIO NAL CONVElITIO•N

IElitor [tkmorral When the Legislature
does not respond to the wishes or wants of,
the people, there is always a remedy. This
is an axiom of republican Institutions. Those
who remnember the history of. Louisiana in
1443 4 can verify this assertion by an ilus-
tratiorn.
I:ndler the constitution prior to that period

it was impossible to gret a constitutional con-
vention arid the people resolvre ts, take the
sern•e of the voters or the State by an extemn-
p' ar slnous method, somewhat like that pro*

mposed by the ,yHugar Ito,'l, as quoted by the
I)Emlr A.T A'rT of Sunday Iast. I IDOSt earTinestl
(comrri'enrid its suggestion.

It, is e,,lieved, I assume, that the last
lature did not respondr to the wishes of
[5eople. Thire is almost universal dia
act ion. The press out of the city of New Or-

Ieans agree upon this matter. Let us, thee,
have a r,onvention; arna the mode of calli•
one is easily pointedl out. At the election an-
prouaching lt, the sense of the people l1
taken, by a direct vote for or against a con-
vention simply, and if a very large majority
vrote for it the next Legislature will provide
for it. This may be taken as granted.

T'Ihe election for mernbers of a eonventidl
should not be mixed with other matters.
It should clearly express the people's desires
upon the matters that pertain to our funda-
mental law, and nothing else. I nominate the
fifteenth of January as the day of election.

And since there is a jealousy of city infn-
enoe upon deliberative bodies, whether just or
unjust, I woul~i suggest Baton Ronge as the
proper place to hold the convention; and to
provide against any seeming Influence let us
elect men to the reonvention that can dism•iss
their private affairs for the period of the con-
vention and attend to this alone. The leaves
of absenc, then, will not destroy the useful-
ness of its members, as In cases within our
memory.

The fixing of the capital, and all other maj-
ters proper to be incorporated in a conrmtta.
tion, can, in this manner, be materially con-
sidered and decided, and in the future ac-
i quiesced in. Let us, then, have a constetation
that will last at least a eneration.
