After he had met•oe a stiatemeint and wa-
answered by mnemoer of the press. his excIuse
were counsldered satl+factory. lie Oexpfrendssr
perfet. wl lingnesa t, atfford lany ac eenmeada

tion in future to the press.
The report of the committeo of thle whole

published In ycsterday's l)emnoccA'r. was read
and on motion. received.

The conventlon then resolved itself Into conm
mitten of the whole to take into considtcratio1:
the proposed amendments to the ecndowmtln
laws.

(Brother Faber inl the chat r.i
Brother Jacobtl. in a forcible spooeeh, iad

dressed the body on the flrst of thee specia
amendments, which reads as follows:

The term widow of adeceased member shal
IDDly to one who has been the lawful wife of r

deceased brother, and who was not legally sopj
arated from him at the time of his death.

In the ease of minor children of a deceam•e'
m mber, and where no guardian is atppointedi
by legal process. the trustees of the widow and
orphan reserve fund of the district., as to the
disposition of their endowment, clta'I act in the
caracity of legal kuardlans.:

He favored strongly the adoption of the
amendment.

The definition of the word "widlow" was dis.
cussed at much llmngt.h. some of the members
Opposing the whole amendment as a whole and
being in conflict with the civil law of many o'
the Btates within the jurisdiction of the order

Brother Moses Ullman then offered tile fol
lowing amendni ent to theabove:

"That the term 'widow' eball be construes:
as to mean one who is rec'oganizd by the lawe
of the State in whiceh she lives as the wife of the
member at the time of his death."

The chairman of the committee then with.
drew this troposition.

The ccmmittee of the whole then dee'ided to
report on all the propositions unfavorably tc
the convention.

[PresidentH eeltg In the chal r.l
he committee theln rose and reported to to h

convention their action, and that body acceptoc
and passed thee repotrt.

So far none of the proposltlions looking to s
change in the enuowment laws have been
passed.

Brother Dinklsapic,. ehatrman of the commit.
tee on laws. then called up an nmendment rein-
tive to the time of electing omloors to the grand

Tl i oroeated consideraeble debate, pro and'
con. The proposed amendment makes it ob.
ligatory on the grand lodgea to elect its oflers
at the opening of each session. instead of. at
now, electing them just before the adjournment
for the next ensuing sesslon. Houme of the
members urged that members were bettor ca.
pable of solecting good offieors just before ad.Sournment, after having seen and heard thefi
Dowers and knowledge of thie laws during c
serious debate, than they were when first oom-
ing together, perhaps without an acquaintansc
at the opening of the session. Others said that
it would be preferable to elect them when the

eossions were just opelned for there won ild then
e no log-rolling. On calling t.he1 yeas and nayv

the vote stood. yeas as, nays c s, and the amend.
ment was lost.

Brother Sturm desired to know from the chair
for the purpose of taking an appeal to the high.
est grand lodge. whether, if a member ofl the
grand lodge was elected president under the
law as it now stood he could take his seat in the
ext convention if te was not a doelegate from

his lodge.
President Seelig refused to answer the quoes

tion.
An amendment was offered that the elootiop of

ofioers be made the special order of the dayv fo
the second day's seesion of the next convention,

f herred to the committee on laws.
Brother Sturm then moved as the sense of the

convention that a brother elected as president
ca tale his chair if he be a member of such

President Seelig decolined to entertain the
amendment, as it might lake away a verogative
from the incoming president.

The report of the committee on endowment
was resumed, and the recommendations taken
uop seratim.

The report showed that the books of the order
had been correctly kept.

An amendment relative to members of do.
funot lodges affiliating with other lodges and
keeping up their status under the endowment
plan by paying all past dues. was taken up
under the suspension of the laws.

Mr. Dinklespiel moved that when the conven-
tion adjourn it adjourn at 4 o'clock until 6
for a night session. Carried.

The debate on the amendment, relative to the
status of members of dissolved lodges was reo
sumed.

The debate was participated in by Messrs.
Ullman. DaCosta. M. Ullman and others.

Brother Mabhlinger. of Arkansas. who had
listened very "ably" to the argument, then do-
livered himself.

The previous question was called and ear-
rled, and the chairman of the committee was
allowed to speak only.

The resolution was then road and voted upon.
It was lost. Yeas 43, nays t,4.

Explanations of votes followed.
The repolt of the committee of endowments

was again taken up. An amendment. relative to
the raising of the assessment from $1r,)0 to $2Sn1
was discusesd.

Brother Strauss argued with some length and
with much ability for the increase of the endow-
ment, and was followed by Brother Studecker.

The previous qlestion was called. anti oti mo-
tion the present endowment of $150t remained
the same by a large majority vote.

An amendment relative to the person to
whom the membetr has bestowed his endow-
ment was read. It gives to the wife the tn-
dowment when no person has toone named.
Carried.

Secretary Ullman, in a very clear antlogical
speech, argued on the qttiestion relative to the
readmission of suspended membelrs. to take
effect January, It79. without ptayillg past dutsi .

After a somtewhat heated debate the conven-
tion adJourned untilt; o'clock.

IBrother Seelig in the chair.)
The argument was resumed on the question

of the right to reinstate members who had been
suspended for non-payment of dueis.
The resolution was then voted upoun. but the

vote was not announced.
The effect of this is that susptended mom,•ers

can affiliate again with their lodges by pa ying
dues to the Grand Lodge, and not the endow-
ment dues. This takes in all members who
have been suspendt d prior to May 8. and they
have time to affiliate up to January 1. 1879.

The question as to whether the vote should
be a two-thirds or a majority vote was then dis-
cussed amid much confusion.

The president, on account of the noise, sus-
pended business, not being ailoe to hear mem-
bers.

When business was resumed Brother M. W.
Newman raised the point of order that no dis-
cussion could take place pending the decision
of the vote.

The chair would not hear the point.
An anpeal was taken from the decision of the

Chair. that the chair erred in hearing argu-
ments before announcing the vote.

A member asked that time. until morning, be
given the president to inform himself.

The president arose ani said that it was time
that the members should conduct themselves
properly. Too much time had been consumed
in frivolity.

The appeal was withdrawn.
The president decided that it took a two-

thirds vote, and Sol Morris appealed from the
decision of the chair on this ruling.

The appeal was lost, and the chairman of the
eommitteedesired to withdraw the proposition.

The request was granted.
Business was again suspended on account of

confusion. In a few minutes it was resumed.
and the former vote announced-54 yeas and 4o
nays-and the proposition was lost. there not
being two-thirds in the majority.

A rule of order was adopted allowing only
live minutes to each speaker.

An amendment to the law that parties living
at a place where there is no lodge may apply to
the lodge of nearest acjcess. The committee on
laws reported adversely to It, the law being that
all applications for initiation should be made
to the nearest lodg'lin uontradlstlnction to the
place of sasi st access.

Brother Straus urged that the amendment
ought not to pass, and parties ought to apply
where his character might best be found out.

The previous question was called, and the
vote ln he a-,endment was lost.

Brotlher Franklin. of I'lute Blff. Ark., spoke
next on the samne ,sid. After a very telling
s,•aeh hie madei a capital hit. lHe said that he
might have been thought isa endeavoring to
inlakoit lnself consplculous ii the convention,
but htie wanted the members to know that if he
did not make a cone, h I every fifteen pinlltes,
with the kind of dulegates he had there, there
would be a first clatss funeral. and as it would
elltlal S1500 expense out of the endowment
flind. he had to speak.

Brother J. Kaliski then took the platform and
spoke on the subjoet.

IBrothler J. U. Wolf. of Dallas. followed.
Brother Oo•Jin, after the debate, withdrew his

motion. and Mel. Morris. although opposed to
it,. renewed it., that the sense of the meeting
might be known.

Amid mtuh excitement the vote was taken,
resulting in a defeat of the motion by a unati-
moius vote.

Brother Jacobi then arose In his place and
said that the convention desired to pay to a
brother a. dieserved tribute. lie had been select-
od to make the address on the occasion. but he
felt that it was more proper to transfer his du-
ties to a brother of another locality. Mr. Max
Dlnkelspiel.

Brother Dinkelspinel then advanced to the
platform and cal led Brother T. Marx to the front.
It alluded in eloquent terms to the labors of
Brother Marx in the past in the ordler of B'nai
B'rith. His works were remembered in district
No. 1 as well as here. IIis work was not con-
fIned to the order alone. No: to the bedside of
the sick, the home of the poor, Sol. Marx was
always to be found at the post of duty. (Im-
mense applatlse.l The speaker referred to the
deep feeling the present occasion brought out,
and spoke of the numbers who would like to
participate on the present occasion. He then
presented Brother Marx with a massive gold
watch and chain.

Vice prisident Marx responlded, showing
much foIling. He thanked the donors in a neat
and feeling sp etch.

Brother Cohoe urged that the report should
be not. tccoteit d.

Brother Ullman favored the report.
The committee's report wits adopteid.
The committee on witys and motns reportdl.

maklu some minor changes in the constitu-
tion. One was that eac'h lodge shouild be inl-
titlitd to one delogate and one for every fifty
over flfty.

Brother Strauss thought from what hadil al-
ready been sioin in the transactions of the pres-
ent district grand lodge, showed that It wits too
unwie'ldy.
Several other brothers participated In the do-

bate.
The report was rejected.
The report of the spetilal commltttie on the

appeal of Lone Star Lodge was read, approv-
ing thp action of that lodge.

The report was adoptied.
The report of the committeeo on president's

ON TO TEXAS.

The Morgan Road To Be Pushed Through
Without Delay.

The recent decision of the Hupreme Court
upon the issue of bonds to the New Orleans
Pacille Railroad has given rise to various specuo
lations as to the possibility of there being a
double line to Texas. the second being the ex-
tension of the Morgan road.

()f course it could not be expetrcted that the
Morgan steamships from Brashear to Galves-
ton would be abandoned as long ats they were
the quickest means of transportation, and it
was known. too. that the Morwan road would be
pushed forward to completion when the New
O(rleans Paetl ie bill tbrame a su•cess. And It
was belleved, too. that the extension of the
charter, with various franchisest to the Morrani
company, only meant delay as long Las the New
Orleans Pacitle matter was pending.

Inquiries made yesterday developed the state-
ment from those considered responsible that
the Morgan road would be pushed through as
fast as possible and stocked at the enrliest mo-
mont. Also, thatt the ties and iron for the
western end of the road had been contracted
for. and the former would be delivered imme-
diately. The rails used will be of steel., and
will. It is thought, be ready for delivery as soon
as the road is gratled and the ties di-tributed,
and from the prtsent outlook the road will be
in running order in less than a year.

THE HAIEA% CORPIUS CAKE.

The Commitment of C. C. Haley Declared
Valid and the Accused Remanded.

Yesterday morning Judge Whitaker road the
following opinion In the caseo of the State e-
rel C. C. Haley vs. the Criminal Sheriff:

Relator elaims that he is illegally imprisoned
on a commitment for contempt issued by th(
recorder of the First Itecorder's Court; that the
commitment does not sufficiently set forth the
nature of the chargo against him; that if the
commitment be in due form it was issued with-
out just cause; that in a certain preliminary ex
amination before the said magistrate relator
was required to sign short-hand notes of his
testimony, which he declined to do, although he
was willing to sign a long-hand transcript of thlr
same, If it should he presented, and that for
such refusal he has been adjudged guilty of a
contempt and sentenced therefor.

The return of the sherifl is in the usual form
and sets up the commitment as the cause of de-tent ion.

The commitment is, in all respects, regular.
It states that "C. C. Haley stands convicted be-
tore meof a contemplt of this court, and has
been sentenced therefor to pay a fine of $25. or
to be Impri-oned in the Parish Prison for
twenty-four hours; now, therefore," etc., "the
warrant of commitment need not set forth the
particular facts which constitute the alleged
contempt." Hurd on Habeas Corpus, p. 410.
Ex parte Nu gent 5. Iredell 149. In ex parte: Summers (7 Tenn. Law Journal), it was held
t that where a court imposes a fine or imprison-

ment for contempt, and the court is not t,~tnd to
set then out, no other tribunal can reverse
their decision. Hurd on Habeas Corpus. p. 410.
