UNeto' CITY, Sept (.--But few women and
children remain in this town. A man and two
children came here Wednesday from Hickman.
Their whereabouts was at once discovered. At
night the door of the house in which they had
taken shelter was broken open and the man and
children driven out. It looks like wax times
hero, with every street picketed and bonfires
kept alive throughout the night.

A Change For the Better in Memphis-
Smaller Ratio of Deaths Owing to
the Arrival and Efforts of Experi-
enced Nurses.

MEMPHIas, Sept. ;.-There is very little change
to-night in the aspect of affairs in this city.
Every hour is increasing the extent or misery
and the number of victims. Interviews with
several leading physiolans in regard to the
progress of the disease are publslheo, and all
expressed the opinion that it was growing less
virulent. They claim that it is becoming eo-ier
to manage. They also agree in the opinion that
the accessions of skilled nurses has had a great
deal to do with the increased number of patients
convalescing.

Those who have had the disease are not ex-
empt as numbers of cases of this character
have booeen roper, ed.

The citizens' relief committee have taken
the matter of burial of the dead in hand, the
county untertaker being unable to attend to
calls made upon him from the board of health.
New cases yosterda•y amounted to thirty-eight.
while the interments were seventy-live. Thi
telegraph operators have been doing every-
thing possible for thb public good. working day
and night. Martin Keyer. one of the volunteer
telegraph operators from Lou'ivilt. doie last
night. and John Conetlly, E. W. Gibson andl
Operator Wise have b~een stricken down.
The force is now greatly reduced, the ch let

operator having but one assistant during the
day and two at night. All have done doubtle
duty since the fever comrmenced. Employees
of the tolegrap h can be numbnred among the
most serviceable at infooeted places. Thy hoe-
roically stick to their no-ts and nobly do their
duty. Redding, Marshall and others at Grena-
da, Martin Koeyr and others here, are amipng
the examples of brave men. Many other exam-
Dles of noble teolernphers could be mentioned.

ding. etc.. and it is of the utmost importanco
that relief should be immediate, Is tht disease
can only be checked if taken in its earliest
stages.

In view of the largr trade relations between
this port and the United Mlates. we think it up-
propriate that belt' of this description should
be sent to the-e sofferers; anti we therefore hRog
to request you to convene a meeting of gentle-
men connected with tthe Anlerican trade and
others who may sympathize with the object. to
consider the matter and take such action as
may be deemed appropriate.

It would he interesting, and perhaps import-
ant, now, that so eminent an authority as the
Smicroscopist of the Department of Agrietiture
has spolken in sich high terms of tut pentine to
have the sutijct of the immunity of painters

f from yellow ftever examined into.
Tie painters referred to above worked almost

every day du inti last month, and from the time
Sthy bepgan in the morning uitil 1 hey knockedv off in the evening, their clothing was almost

.conttinuously wringing wet with perspiration.
They wore tht it wet garments while eating

a lunch, and occasionally slept in them-lying
a prone upon the grass, underueath shade troes,
Sand yet not one of them was sick a daty or and hour. Perhaps the reporters of the DSoCtoAT,

e with their usual diligence and enterprise, will
look intothe matter, antI either exitl di or
verify the theory of these tttanters.

ERNEST GUIRAUID.

Many of our middle-aged Creole citizens re-

member the gentleman whose name heads this

article, and who left New Orleans, his native

city, about twenty years ago to seek a name in

the musieal world of Europe. He had already
given evidence of talent of a superior order,

and his friends hoped that the advantages of

',aris and home would enable him in time to

take rank with the best musicians of the Old

World. Nor. wre these expectations disap-

pointed. Young Guiraud. then a mere boy of

nineteen, commenced his studies in Paris. from
which city he went to Rome to compete for the
prize offered by the French gov.rnment for the
inest musical composition. His work "Ba

jazct" was decided to be the best offered, and at
the early age of twenty-two he r eceived the gold
medal from the hands of the Emperor. Alter-
wards, establishing himself in Paris, he was
speedily recognized and admitted into the
choice circle of musical geniuses which the
liberality of the government had collected at
the Conservatory of Music, and there we find
him to-day. Since his settlement at Paris Mr.
Guiraud has maintained the prestige which the
prix do I~ew gave him. Latterly he has re-
ceived many acknowledgements of his genius.
He was one of ttle judges at the Wagner
festival at Bayreuth two years ago, and
is a judge at the exposition now being
held. About six weeks since his opera of "Pic-
colino," which was published two years ago,
and was received with enthusiasm by the Paris
public when presented on the stage, was doe-
ceded to be the best musical composi ion for the
past three years, and its already distinguished
author was awarded the prize of 3000 francs,
Anxious to further recognize his merit the gov-
ment lately determined to bestow upon idm
that guerdon so dear to efvery Frenchman, the
Cross of the L, glon of Honor The Minister
departed from the usual cnutom. and instead
of forwarding the prized trinket, decided to be-
stow it with his own hand at tWe Cou.e•rvatoire,
and in the oresence of a large anl cuitiva'ed
audience. This was d ,no early in August. and
the act was greeted with great applauie-an
evidence of the popularity of the recipient.

It is not claiming too much, perhaps, t, say
that no other American has attained to such
musical honors ups his genius has wrought out
for Mr. Guiraud. He is still a young man, not
yot forty, and many more triumphs will proba-
bly greet future efforts. His subsequent career
will be viewed with confident interest by old
friends here, and his native city will continue
l to claim a share in his success.

IHlirtferd Track-=-A Wtenderful
Performance.

'Prom Wilkes' Sprlt, August :11.1
The buzz among the vast audience when

Karus was brov3ght out carly in the afternoon
for his trial of speed was so marked as to
show that this was the great event of theday,
and that which lOad drawn, together so enor-
mous an assemblage. The .horse looked
grandly, never finer, and Splan handled the
ribbons with the air of one who knew he had
an incomparable trotter before him. No run-
ner accompanied bhm, his grand courage be-
ing relied upon'for the accomplishment of the
great feat bef:ore him. After a liberal warming
up he was sent on his journey,and trotted the
mile without a, skip. He was not hurried
at the start, going to the quarter pole
in 31•~s., a 2:18 gait from there to the half
he was sent very fast, making the second
quarter in 32:'4,, a 2:11 gait; aid reached the
half in 1 :071, a gait of 2 :i4e; the third quarter
was trotted in 3'~el., the horse passing the
three-quarter pole in :41, and he came home
a little easier, finishing the mile in 2:15. This
was fast enough for the first trial, and the
crowd subsided with a satistlied expression,
and in the expectatiosof something still bet-
ter to come. It came. Prior to the second
trial of Earus, Edwin Forrest had been given
an exhibition mile in 2:1147, and Splan ap-
peared with blood in his eye, bound to beat
that or perish. After one flash at speed down
the home stretch Icarus received the word,
and this time did his level best. The quarter
pole was passed in 3ts., a 2:14 gait, and a
full second faster than the first trial; the
second quarter was accomplishea in
33s., and the half reached in 1:0W6,
a rate of 2:13 to the mile; the third
cuarter was slower, repuiring 34M/s., and
the three-qnarter polo passed, as before, in
1:41; but this comparati7ely easy gait en-
abled the horse to make the grandest of fin-
ishes, he trotting the last quarter in 32 ,s., a,
rate of 2:10, and making the full mile in the
unprecedented time, as a.matter or record, of
2:13%. When this time was announced, and
it was known that 2:14 had at last been erased
from the head of the record, without any
quibble or doubt, the most tremendous cheers
rent the air and people went wild with excite-
ment.

THIE NIIILITS.

Their Purposes and Princeples-A More
Comprehensve Met of Ideas Than

That of the Paris Commune.
[All the Pear Round.)

The vast association of the Nihilists is
more comTlprehensive in its aims and more
thoroughgoing in its principles than were
even the Anabaptists of ILeyden or the Level-
ers and Fifth Monarchy Men, who fought and
marched, under protest, in Cromwell's army.
Their simple desire is to make a clean
sweep of all human institutions; and to
take their chance of what may tollow.
Only give them leave to destroy,. and re-
construction may prove practicable, or may
not; but, in any case, the world, will be
tilted out of its old grooves and cut adrift
from its old moorings. No more authority
whether of priest or king, of corporal
or policeman. No more property, be it in an
acre of potatoes or a princely demesne. Re-
ligion, learning, ambition, family life,. are ob-
stacles to so gigantic a change. Let all these
go, say the fierce-eyed apostles of this gloomy
creed, and then the new millenium of uni-
versal negation will run Its course unchecked !
That Nihilism should number rmill ons of
Russians among its converts is not very sur-
prising, since an Ignorant peasantry, slaves
but yesterday, and used from infancy to a
rude tribal communism, cannot be expected
to grasp the truths of political economy. Nor
need we wonder if counts and barons, clerks,
captains and civil functionaries, sincerely sick
of a grinding despotism that meddles with
everything and mends nothing, should be-
come fellow-conspirators with those "black
people," whose first act would. be to improve
noble, magistrate and offieial from off the face
of Russia. Even educated Nihilists perhaps
cherish a vague hope that some order might
he evolved out of the chaos that is to come,
and that the new system might be more to
their taste than the rule of. a stlifLig despot-
ism. The real ground for astonishment is that
so many Germans, superior both in culture
and in brain power to their fHat-faced neigh-
bors beyond the Niemen, should have ap-
proved themnselves pupils, only too apt, in
that dark and dismal school which had its
origin in Russia. Nothing. but a violent reac-
tion against drill, bureaucracy and pedantry,
can explain the soudden adhesion of so many
myriads of thoughtful, hard-headed Teutons
to a faith that is gilded by no bright hopes
and surrounded by no roseate illusions, a
that offers, at best, no loftier prospeL4c•i'
cess than that of a set of rmutinous urchins
who should have achieved the triumph of
tearing up their books and barring out the
schoolmaster. Unfortunately, however, Ger-
mans sometimes act where Muscovites are
content to dream, and an armed and -
sive sect of revolutionary zealots, r
expound their doctrines with rifle and•rvolv.:1 er, may at last compeltsociet to an u willing

defense of its own first principles.
